This mission
was to < ai ry a pocket full ol "posters' lor Tucker from
t'tlca to Oswego, w here I was going to make a speech for
"Tucker and ihe constitution." These ..posters" I faith¬
fully delivered to my friend He Wolf, as directed by Mr.
Deputy Morton; and they were doubtless industriously
used by those rcpublicat.s who did not li.o Clspp their
candidate. This same Mr. Deputy Secretary of State
Morton, who is overseer, negotiator and plunderer ft»r
the Daily .Yrtc.'.organ of Dickinson , Wood, Tucker,
i* hell & Co..could Q"t 11 nd it consistent with Ins |>ocket,
ami the pockets of his friends.
