The News.

The steamship Canada, from Liverpool on the
95th ult., arrived at lalifax yesterday moraing,
The London money market wasa little more strin-
gent and the demand active. The bullion in the
Bank of England had decreased £35,000 since the
last weekly report, and consols had reeceded
to 95§ a 95], owing to anmouncements of new
loans on Indian and Russian account. Ameri-
can Btate stocks and government loan were
in improved demand, with an active market, Cot
ton had slightly advanced onthe week, and closed
active and firm. Trade at Manchester was active,
and the market bad an upward tenlency, particu-
larly for yarns. Breadstufls were steady and quier,
as were also provisions. English and continental
journals still ocoupy themselves in speculations as
to the proposed Congress. Austria, it is said, has
gignified her assent under certain conditions. In
the Bpanich Chamber of Deputies, the Miaister of
Foreign Affairs in reply to a call tor the production
of papers relative to negotiations for the purchase
of Cuba by the United States, said that the question
of the acquisition of the island was imposing and
mensacing, thet no diplomatie documents existed
on the subject, and that the question was nearly
terminated. Mr. Dodge had left for Barcelona and
Valentia, and intended to visit Italy.

The mails of the Indian reached thix city last
evening, from Portland, by way of Boston. The
news by the Crnada is three daya later.

The steamship Quaker City, with later news from
California and Mexico, was announced as below at
New Orleans last evening.

The prosecution in the Sickles' casa closed ita
testimony yesterday, and the case for the defence
will be opened to-day.

The New: from Europe—Will the Treaties
of Vienna be Revised by the Pen or the
Bwosd ?

We roceived yesterday the mails by the Indian
and the telegraphic summary of the nows by the
Canads, being three days later accounts from
Europe.

The chief point of interest is the collision be-
twoen France and Austria on the Italian ques-
tiop, and it wos hoped that o pesceful solution
wonld be aurived st by means of a diplomatie
Congress, which had been proposed by Russis
and assented to by the other Powers. The as
sent of Austria, however, had been condtional;
aud In relation to these conditions, and the Light
in which they may be considered by the other
parties, there are some indicative revelations in
several of the official and sem'-official journals
The Memorial Diplomatique, the Austriin govern-
ment journal published in Paris, bolds the fol-
lowing language in regard to them:—* Austria is
disposed to submit the political situntion of Italy
to the golleetive examination of the great Powers
forming a European Areopugus. But Austria,
it must be understood, makes it a condition that
this examination should not affect either upon
the treaties of 1515, or the special treaties, their
nataral corollaries, or the inherent rights to
sovereign independence of each State."”

When we take into consideration the fact
that the great aim of Louis Napoleon
in nagitating this Italian question is to
abrogate, either through war or diplomacy,
these very treaties of 1815, which were made
without any participation by France, and with-

out any consideration of her righis and intereats,
golely for the purpose of deposing the Bonaparte
interest in every portion of the Contineni; and
that Russia, who proposes the Congress of Eu-
ropean Powers now, hus stroogly asserted,
throngh the 8t. Petersburg (Gazette and the seve-
rul pro-Russian journals in other European capi-
tals, that the world has outgrown these treaties,
and that they have been repeatedly violated or
set aeide, we find little reason to place confi-

-| dence in the hope of a peaceful solution of the

pending conflict through a conference from
which Austrin pertinaciously excludes the true
point ut issue.

The signs, too, are showing that England is
not averse to the Russo-Freuch policy of revising
the treatics of Vienna, The London Post, Lord
Palmerston's organ, eays:—“It has never heen a
question of disputing to any State the right of
forming allinnces or treaties; but if these treatics
affect directly or indirectly other treaties con-
cluded with these parties, or if’ they affict other
States, the lutter bave the right to claim their
revision or abandenment.” This concedes the
great point at issue in favor of France, and shows
that il Austria comes into the present conference
she will have to consent either to a revision of
the treaties of Vienna there, or to another Con-
gress in which they eball be revised. The
game journal, the London Pos, contains
unother sharp article, presenting the dangers to
Austrin which & war with Fraoce would in-
volve, It showa that the latter P'ower ¢ould not
only drive the naval power of Austria from the
Mediterranean, but from the Adriatic Sea also,
and, by taking posscesion of all the cities from
Venioe to Anconn, effectually turn the base of
the line of Austrian operations in Italy and
Lombardy. This the first Napoleon could not
do in bis Ttalian campaigns, becanse England
drove bi# flects from the sea

The whole tenor of the news indicates that the
trentios of Vienna must be revised, whether Ans-
tria coneent to it or nol,  Her exclusion of them
from the coming diplomatic Congress doea not
settle the present diffinlties in Europe by any
mesns; neither does it prove that war is more
imminent than before.

Our readers are aware that the Moon-
mental City bas an unenviable notoricty on
seconnt of the extreme ferodity of ita rowdy
population. They combine the brutality of
the Indisn Tlug with the cowardice of the
European aspassin, They are organized in
separate factions, and as sach sway elections by
the argument of the knife and the revolver. A
few months ago one of these men, named Henry
Gumbrill, was arrested while engaged o a riok
1te shot and killed the policeman, Benton, who
made the arreet. A hrother officer, Rigdon, who
suw the murder committed, and was the chicf
witness nga'nst Gambrill, was threatened with
the fute of Beuton in the event of his testifying
in the ease.  Rigdon did bis duty—Gambrill was
convicted; whereupon two others of the same
gang, named Marion Crop and Peter Corrie,
encompassed the death of Rigdon They
killed him on his own threshold. The fourth
murderer, Cypbus, was convioted of the mur-
der of & man in & house of evil repute, This
exeention calerdar, for one day, reminds one of
those dark Fridayas in the last century, when the
London hangman never had lesd than ons, and
sometimes three or four wretches frassed for the
halter.

Nor are Baltimore rowdies alone re-
sponsitle for the plethoric condition of
the murder calendar. In our own Bfate we
hive tues or four persons under sentenee of
dentb—James Stephens, for poironing his wife ;
Mary Hartung, convicted of putting her husband
todeath in the same manner, and O'Brien, for
the murder of his wife, Besides these, there are
no legs than twelve persons now in the Tomba
charged with the crime of murder. The telegraph
yesterday gave us the information that two Cana-
dians had been convieted of killing their wives,

and coe hod alrendy been eentenasd to death.
In Virginia, a man named Johnson has been con-
victed of poigoning his wife, and in the same
State a woman is awaiting trinl for a similar of-
fence agninet ber husband.

At the eame time we have the decision of Go-
vernor Morgan in the case of Mrs, Hartung, and
it secms eingularly appropriate. He, in view of
the rapid incrense of crimes of the same nature as
that which she has committed, refases to interfore
with the due course of law, and Mrs, Hartung will
be hanged. It is time that there was some such
example made. DBeiween the stupidity of the
law officers and the tender heartedness of Go-
vernors, it has come almost to be an axiom that
there is to be no punishment for any crime, if the
criminal has money and friends. Thus no one is
gafe from the pistol or knife of the street ruffian,
or the secret poison of a treacherous servant or
relation. During the last twenty years the
philanthropists have so far humanized the
criminal code that in their over unxiety for
murderers they have forgotten the protection
that the law is expecied to give to society.
Mercy should temper justice; but merey is not
that maudlin sympathy that deifies the murderer
and makes a martyr of him.

The men who were hanged yesterday at Balti-
more had led short but lawless, wicked and dis-
solute livee. They were strangled like so many
doge, und it Is to be hoped that all like them—
and there are some within the sound of our City
Hall bell—will, if they so offend, meet with a
eimilor fate. Something must be Bone to dimi-
nish the catalogue of great cr mes, and if the law
is made inoperative by the small polificians who
gtand between the Thugs and Justice, then the
people will ve likely to take matters into their
own hands.

Tue New Crry Rangoans—At a Inte hour
on Thuredsy night three bills out of the twenty
before the Legislature granting charters for
railroads in this city passed the Assembly, and
now awail the action of the Scnate.

These grauts provide, first, for a railroad from
Tourtetnih strect and Fourth avenue, by way of
Hudeon, Troy, Macdongal, Fourth, Bleecker,(bere
crossing Broadway,) t) Croshy, throngh Howard,
Elm, Rende and Centre streets, to Park row,
connecting with & track from Park row, throngh
Beckmen to the corner of South and Fulion
streets, through Falton, William and Ann sireets
to Brondway, thus interseoting the city from the
northwestern point at Tenth uvenne acd Four-
teenth strect a8 far east and south as Falion
gtreet and the East river. This line is entitled
“a railroad in Fourteenth and other streots,” the
“others” numbering no less than ninoteen.

The eccond bill s for the constragtion of
railrond in Beventh avenue, starting at the south-
ern extremity of the Central Park, and runniog
throngh the avenue to Broadway, thence hy
Union place to University pince, thence to Sixth
street, through Grecne, Canal, West Drosdway
and College place to Barclay sireet.

The third bill provides for & line in Aveane
D, commencing ot its northern extremity and
running throngh Eighth street, Lewis, Grand:
East Broadway, Chatham and Park row, to
Brosdway, with a single track from avense D,
through Hovston and Goerck stroets to Grand
elreet,

As might be expected, the railrond lobby In-
dulged ina glorious orgie over the sucoess of
these bills in the lower house, confident, it §s
faid, that & like trinmph awaits them In the
Senate; but we hope, almost against hope, it i
troe, that they will be disppointed. We
ehull publish these bills to-morrow, together
with the names of the corporators in whose
name the charters are given. Tie corpors-
tore of the Seventh Avenue line are Lound
to pay $200,000 to the city treasury, and the
game sum to the owners of such stages aad om-
nibuses as may be directly injured by the con-
struction of the rond, It is provided that the
Fourteenth Btreet and Avenue D lines shall pey
annually to the Common Council the same
license fee for each car which is paid by the eity
raflroad companies now existing—a poor recom-
pense for the valuable franchiss which are belng
so shamefully pilfered from them by the despotic
Legislsture at Albany. id 1

Tne Orrosrrioy MoveMeENT 18 TRNNUSSER—
Ex-Sixaron Foore, Ex-Sexator CLEMENE AND
Ex-Sexaton Joxes ¥ THE Rixo.—The opposition
in Tennessee are fairly in the fleld, upon the ge-
neral platform of the old whig party, and with
their State ticket, Congressional and lozal camt!-
dates flying in the wind. Among the sapporters
of their cause are three notable United States ox-
Sepntors:—First, ex-Senator Foote, formerly a
Mississippi democratic fire-cater, then a Union
man, supporting Mr. Clay’s compromise meesures
in the Senate, and then, being ruled ont of Mis-
issippi by the fire-eaters, a leading Know No-
thing in California, and, lastly, an advocate of
ilLis new Sonthern opposition party In Tennes-
wee. Secend, ex-Senator Clemens; first a demo-
cratic Serator from Alabams, under the wing of
Mr. Calboun; then bold o supporter of Mr.
Clay's compromises, and then, belog served
at home by the fireeaters after the
manner of General Foole, a leading Know
Notbing, and lastly the editor of an anti-demo~
cratic, anfi-administration newspaper in Ten-
neesee, Third, James C. Joncs, originally an
old line whig, next a democral supporting the
cauge of Mr. Buchananin 1856 before the people,
next a democratic Senator in Congress, und lastly
an old line whig once more.

Thege three men are now in the field, the most
oonspicuous supporters of the opposition cause in
Tennessee. Hx-Sepator Foote is a Genernl, ex-
Senator Clemens is a Colonel, and ex-Senator
Jones, we believe, is a Major, and they are all
blazing eway, right and left, at the distracted
democracy. But these Tennessee orators, we
perceive, are confounding the legncies of Pierce
and Fillmore and the sins of the factions
and rebellions leaders of the democratic
party with the administration of Mr. Buchanan.
They make the grea! mistake of saddling Mr,
Buchanan with Congressional acts, government
expenditures and transactions, and democratic
treacheries, for which he is not respousible.
The opposition orators of the South shonld aban-
don this unjust system of electioneering; and
they should remember tha' every important
measgure of Mr. Buchanan's policy that has passed
Congress was passed by opposition votes.

Apart from this point, we recognize in this
new Tennessee opposition movement, including
these three ex-Senators, late of the democratio
camp, the eigns of an active and powerful re-
vival of the conservative opposition masses, not
only of Tennessee, but of the whole South,
againgt the demoralized democracy.

Tax Wasmivoron Heranrs Jor—It seems the
jobbers at Albany are determined to put through
their schem.: about Washington Heights, in des-
pite of the wishes of the owners of the property,
seven-elghts of whom are utterly opposed to any
legislation on the suhject at present. The com-
mittee to whom the bill was referred have struck
out the names of the commissioners inserted by
the proprietors of the land, and substituted those
of their own political or personal friends, which
is an outrage upon the rights of property worthy
of those who call all property “robbery.”

The history of the case is briefly this:—The
idea of lnying out the streets and avenues did
not originate with the proprietors of the land,
but with the jobbers. The former did not want
anything whatever done, for the place will not
require it for years to come. But when they
fourd that en attempt was being made to do it
whether they desired I or not, they thought it
better to got up a petition to have it doneina
proper menner: not according o the dead level
and rectangular system, but accordisg to the
natural rinuosities of the ground. The proprie-
tor of bis journal, among others, aflixed his
name to the petition; but by some oversight the
names of commissioners were not iuserted, which
left ronm for the operations of the lobby, and for
a fat job. A seccond bill was, therefore, drawn
up, and the pumes of respectable men,
who were owners of property on  Wash-
igton Heights, were ingerted. To this we
gave our eopport a8 an  improvement
on the first plan, bul at the same time stated that
we would prefer that nothing whatever should
be done at present.  The owners of the land who
signed the second petition soon found that there
was going to be cheating at Albany, as now
turns out to be the cuse, the numos of the com-
miseioners having been erased from the bill, and
others fubstituted, without the knowledge and
against the wisher of the owners of the land.
They therefore very properly came to the con-
clusion that it would be better to have the mat-
ter eutirely removed from the Legislature—espe-
cially ns there was no need of haste, and as they
could meet ot ony time and draw up a satisfac-
tory plag of the strects and avenues, if o majo-
rity should decide to take any action in the pre-
misea

In the face of these facts we find the job will
be persevered in. The Assembly, we have no
doubt, will pass the bill with the names of com-
missioners inserted who do not own any land [n
the place—who have no interest In it and care
nothing about it, unless 5o far as they can make
money out of It, or in some ollier way advance
their personal Interesis. Bul wo trust the Senate
will kick out the bill, and not soil their hands

with the dirty job,
