tors. M aforesaid, for such district. The three persons receivingtoe greatest number of votes for eaca election districtshall be tbe inspectors of such election district for
one yesr thereafter and until others are appointed la their
places. If, after three balloting* for inspectors for any
eirotioa district, three such inspectors shall not have been
elected therefor, sai l board ahull draw by lot from the six
names having the largest nnmber of votes, and not alreadyelected as above provided, a sufficient number of names
to make the nomber of such inspectors three for such
election district. Six supervisors shall constitute a quorumfor the transaction of the duties aforesaid In the
absence or refusal to attend of the othors or any of them.

8ec. 1 Said registers shall each contain a list of the
persons so qualified and entitled to vote In said electiondistrict, alphabotlcaily arranged, according to their
respective surnames, so as to show in one column the
name at full length, and in another column, in cltios and
Incorporated villages, the residence, by the number o
the dwelling, If there be a number, and the niune of the
.street or other location of the dwelling place of e\ch per
ml It shall be tbe duty of said inspectors to eater in
aid lists tbe namea of all persons residing in their election

district whose namea appear on the poll list kept in said
district, st the last preceding general election; and in
cities, the number of the dwelling and name of street or
other location, If the same shall be known to or can be
ascertained by such inspectors; and for this purpose said
Inspectors are authorized to take from the office In which
they are filed tbe poll lists made and filed by
the lnspeotors of such district at the general election held
next prior to the making of such register. In case a new
election district shall be formed, the said inspectors shall
enter in tbe liat tbe names of such persons ent tlod to vote
in the new election district, whose names appsar upon tha
poll list of tbe last general election kept In the district or
dlstriots from whioh said new election district is formed.
The said inspectors shaM complete, as far as practicable,
tbe said register on the day of their meetint aforesaid,
and shall make four copies thereof, and oertify the registerand each of the couies to be a true list of the voters In
their district, so tar aa the atme are known to thorn.
Within two days thereafter, tho said original list, together
With the llata taken from the office as aforesaid, shall be
fll«d by said Inspectors in the office of the town clerk of
the town in wbloh such election district may be, or if such
election district Is in ft city, In tho office of tho county
clerk In said city, and one copy of said list shall be kept
by ear.h of said inspectors, and carefully preserved by
him fbr their use on the day or days hereinafter
mentioned, for revision and correction of the same.
One copy of said list shall, immediately after
Its completion, be posted In some conspicuous
place In the room in which such meeting shall be held,
ad do accessible to any elector who may desire to examinethe same or make copies thereof.
Sec. 8. The said Board shall meet on the Tuesday of the

week preceding the day 01 the general election in their
respective election districts, at the plaae designated for
holding the polls of election, for the purpose of revising,
correcting and completing said lists; and for this purpose
in cities, they shall meet at eight o'clock in the morning,
mnd remain tn session until 9 o'clock P. M. of that day
and the day following; and In other districts they shall
meet at nine o'clock tn the morning, and remain in session
until 7 o'clock P. 11. of that day.

See. 4. The proceedings of said board shall be open, and
all persons residing and enutied to vote In said district,
ahail be entitled to be heard by said inspectors, In relationto corrections or additions to said register. One of
the lists, so kept by said inspectors as aforesaid, shall be
used by them on the d*y or days for making corrections
or additions, for the purpose of completing the registry
for snch dlnrlct.

Sec. 6. It shall be the duty of said Inspectors, at tbslr
meeting for revising and correcting sail list, to erase
therefrom the nime oi any person Inserted therein who
shall be proved by tho oath of a legal voter of said district,to the satisf.iction of said inspectors, t) be a nou-rnaldentof said district, or othuwiee not entitled to vote in
aid district, at the election then next to be held. Any
elector residing in said district and entitled to vote therein,may appear before said board of Inspectors and requirebis name to be recorded on said alphabetical
Jiat. Adt person so requiring bis name to be enteredon said list, shall make the same statement
as to the slteet and Dumber thereof, where be resides,
required by the provisions of this act of persons offering
their votes at the election, and shall be subject to the same
pains and penalties (or refusing Id gift BdCh information,
or for falsely giving the Bame; and shall also1'0 subject
<o challenge, either by the Inspectors,or either of them,
or by any other eleotor whose name appears uiwn said al! ;»;S24 tbe ssme oaths may be administered
by the inspectors as now provided against persons offering
to vote at an election; and In case no challenge Is made of
any person requiring his name to be entered on said alphabeticallist, or, in case of challenge, if such person shall
make the oath that would entitle him to vote in case of
challenge at an election, then the name of any such person
shall bo added to tho alphabetical poll list of the last precedingyear.

Sec. ft. After said list shall have been fully completed,
the said Inspectors shall, wi'-hln three days thoroafier,
cause four copies of 'be samo to be made, each of which
shall be oertiBed by them to be a correct list of the voters
of their district; one of which shall be filed In the office o
the town clerk of towns, and in citlea in the office of the
county cierk of the couuty; and one of which copies shall
he delivered to eacb of the said inspectors, except in thj

olerkj, at tbe opening of tho polls, to chock the name o
every voter voting in sucb district, whose name is on
tbe register. No vote shall be received at any annua1
election in ibis Stale, unites tbe name of tbe parson offer
Ing to vote be on tbe said regiaty go tbe Tuesday or
Wednesday pteoedl&g tbe election, unloes the person
offering to vote sball furnish to the board ofinspoctors
bis affidavit, giving bis reasons for not appearing on the
day tor making tbe alphabetical list, prove bv the oith of
a householder of tbe district In which he offers his vote,
that be knows sucb a person to be an Inhabitant of the
district, and if in a city giving the rosidenoe of such person
within said district.

Sec. 7. Tbe clerks at each poll, In addition to the duties
now presenbed by law, shall enter on tbe poll list kept by
them, in columns prepared for that purpose, opposite tbo
name of each person voting, the same statement or minute
as hereinbefore required of inspectors in miking tho registry;but such entry Is not to be made by them if the
registry contains correctly the name and residence of such
voter; and in all casoa tbo said clerk shull enter in a columnopposite tbe name of each person not registered, tbe
words "not registered." Every elector, at tbo time of
offoring bis vote, shall truly state tbe street In which he
resides, and If Uie bouse, lodging or tenement la wblch he
resides Is numbered, the number thereof; and tbe clerks
of tbe polls shall truly enter in the appropriate column of
the poll list, opposite tho name of the elector, tbo stroet in
which tbe elector resides, and the number, in case the
house, lodging or tenement is numbered; and if tbe same
is not nvmbered, then tho clerks shall enter "not nambeied"In tbe column of tbe poll list fur entering tbo number.In case of refusal to nuke tho statement as aforesaid,tbe vote of such elector shall not he received. Aoy
perron wbo shall wilfuliy make any false statement la relationthereto shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
and shall, upon conviction, bo punished with a One of fifty
dollars, or by nprisonra<'ct in tho couniv Jail of tho countyor the city son of the city where su -n voter otters to
vote, for a period of ten dajs, or by both sucb One and
Imprisonment.

Sec. 8. After the canvafs of the votes, the said poll list
ad said register so kept and checked as aforesaid, shall
be attached together, and shall, on tbe following day, be
filed in tbc town clerk's omen or tbfl toirn In which Raid
-district shall be, »nil in case th - same are in cities, in tbe
county clerk's ofDue, to be u.'Od by tbe iaenootors in
making tbe lift of voters at tbo next ger.eral election.

Sec. 9. Tbo Mid buard may, If necessary, on the day
or days of tbe making and or tbo correction or such lists,
appoint a clerk to assist thorn in tho discbarge of the duUiHrequired by this aot; and tbe same oath shall be taken
by snob clerk as is required by law of clerks of tbe polls
or of election*.

Sec. 10. Tbe registers "hall at all times be open to
public inspection at the oflk-e of tbe authorities, In which
they shall bs deposited, without charge.

floe. 11. Tbe members of tho board of registration, and
their clerks, shall earn reci-lve the same compensation as
la now allowed by law for impr tors of election, for each
-day actually employed In the making and completion
of tbe registry, to be i*id to thorn at the time and
in tbe marner In *vitcb they are paid their other fees.
Tt)e necessary bU-uks and Instructions and other
incidental expands incurred in executing tbe
piovislonn of tils act, shall be provided and paid fbr in
tbe manoer now provided for tbe pavmontof incidental
expenses of election of the like character.

Sec 12. The said board shall bars and exerciso the
same powers in preserving order at their meetings, under
this act, as are given to mi-ptclorn of election for preservingorder on election days.

Se<k 13. Any ono or tbo Inspectors, at any authorised
meeting of the board, ma? administer the oath or oaths
now required by law to lest tbe qualification of electors,
and may also administer, on the day of the making and
completion of tbe list, to any elector of tho district who
may bo offered as a witness to prove the qualification of
any person claiming the right to be registered, the followingoath:."You do swear, or affirm, that you are an
elector of this election district; that you will fully and
truly answer all such questions as shall be put to you
touching tho place of residence and other qualld fla'.ions as
an elector, of the person now claiming tbe right to bn
registered as a voter in this district." And whoever shall
wmiultv swear ralswy upon such examination, snail Uj
deemed guilty of perjury

When I wrote jou taut Mrxico|waa under martial law,

although do enemy was In tight. The glow of coaldeDCe
and religions zeal were high in the capital. This lasted
until the 21st, when the chuma (rabble), that allthe codaervadoresbelieved would turn ofT and give the capital a
wide berth, came In and encamped at Guadalupe, the
abiding place of the Holy Image of the Virgin of Guadalupe,and where no many prayers and masses were said
for the aid of Miramon in his campaign against Vera
Cms.
The Virgin perpetrated no hostilities upon the federal

mob, and U>ey quietly rested there that night, ala>> without
molestation from the garrison of Mexico, which was only
one league distant. The following day the ckutn«i moved
aronnd to this place, and without trouble look the castle of
Chapultepec, the haciendas of the Condesa, and the Teja
and the rasa Blanea and Casn Colorado. All thin was done
'n the very sight of the regular troops iu Mexico, and to
tho honor and disgust of the jxtdree and women.

The defender* of the capital had made beautiful works
all along the line of the city wall upon which they expected
the rfcutma to march and be destroyed; but the chuttM
did not do it, and the hearts or tho defenders of the capitalgrew sick at the thought that their enemy had
tnelr eyes open, and were going to dare thorn to tight
on the open fletda or starve them to this alternative.
The capital waa completely sealed on the 22d; no ono

wai allowed to depart from the city, except he had great
Influence with tba Governor of the district, or with the
British or French Ministers. The latter could only secure

passports for their friends as "especial and personal" favor*.All perrons were arrested who were at all liable to
suspicion. It is reported here that over 500 polltloal prisonershave been made In the capital since the commoncc
ment of martial law on tho 18th ultimo. On the 22d an
American mechanic waa arrested aa ho was entering the
city from his work on a hacienda some distance from the
capital. He was amaoblnist, and had on his person pU"*
of a water wheel making in Uila city for his hacienda, and
to look to which he was coming to Mexloo. He was no
sooner token prisoner than the government issued a bulletinstating that an American omcer ha1 been captured,
having on hts person plans of the fortifications of Mexico.
As Ike matter became silted down a little more, and It
was found that the water wheel waa no fortlflcatlon, they
laid hold o( a small plan he had of a cogwheel, and this they
still hold ont in calling a " patent fnrtiflcatlon," designed
for the use of tba enemy. The poor Ameiioan mechanic,
meanwhile, remains a prisoner. His rate li a fair sample
of the way arrests are made by the " law and order "
people of Mexico.
On the Md the great General Me]l» entered Mexico. In

company with General Cnllcjo mid about 1,400 roun tlie
belli of the capital were rung for atct an honr on their trrival,to*if nlTy tbejoy folt at tlu< event. But the counicl of
tbo "Hit)* Indian" Mejt* did not ploaae the people In town.
He plainly told them that If they flattered themielfi*
lhat the liberal* In Tacubaya were rhnma (rabbit) they
were rery much roWaken. He bad met them and been
beatoa by them, and knew they could bold tbetr on

The canse of
thla is supposed to have been th« evident sympathy manifratedby all foreigners.the Britinh and French Ministersand their wives excepted.for the success of the
liberal cause, and the establishment of a government In
Ifextco. The Danish Consul, whose family live In this
place, was accused of carrying a letter, and
for that grievous offence his ae/j%uUur has been
withdrawn, and he would be sent out of the ooontry
if the government had possession of a single road by
which they might perform this courteous act But thl
they have not, and no the Danish Consul remains In the
capital.
The government of the capital have now a fsrmldabl

line of works laid around the eity. The Uarita de Bel«n
the San Cosmo, 8an Pablo, Nina Perdida, Sac Lazaro, and
in fact, all points, bristle with cannon, and every stree'
has its barricade. The people of the government call the
liberals cowards for not attacking them In their fortiQcations.They forget that they boast of having 8,000 men of
the line, and are afraid to venture an attack upon those
who are cutting off the meat and drink from the capital.
They think their enemy cowardly for not attacking strong
positions with Inferior foroes, for the government can
unite its whole force at any ooo point in the city in half
an hour's notice, whereas it will require five or six hours
for the liberals to attack any one point in strength.
Several slight skirmishes have taken placo between

scouting parties, the government on all these occasions
firing many useless rounds of artillery to make the people
believe in the city that the liberals are makiog an
attack.
Your correspondent, ever anxious to provide you with

the moat reliable advices, came to this placo without a
passport or ticket of leave, on the night of the 26th. He
iouud hero Uie chief men of the liberal party of the N'ortQ
and West. The list of notables here are: General-in Cliiefof
the Wost, Don Santos Degollado, Don Juan Jose Btz, UnderSecretary of State D. Benito Qomez Farias, General
PifibllU. fiADPral AHAim. Onornl Poiui Alvar*** (lilnnAl

Yrlfstra, Colonel Saragosa, Colonel Krneat H. Lane, and a
boct of other young and gallant officers, both native and
foreign. The garrison of this place and Chapultepoc then
amounted to some six thousand, and the liberal forces
dow in the valley may be fairly estimated at over ten
thousand. This position is well fortified, as also is tlo can
tie and line of Cbapultepec. The troops of the liberals are
under tolerable good discipline. About 4,S00 of them may
he considered in prime order. Colonel Saragoea has 2,000
rlllemen under complete discipline. Col. Lana bag about
1,000 cavalry In perfect order, and, as ho Bays, capa
ble of going through any body of cavalry of the onemy.
It was I.one's cavalry tbat defeated Mejta about three
weeks ugo Gen. Alvarez baa about 1,600 men well disci
plined, and capable of meeting the best regulars of the
country. The balance of the liberal forces are very ordinary,bat they may be considered equal to tho pressed
soldiers of the Centralists.
This place, not being put under any restrictions with

regard to pa»ports, is filled with spies from town. A few
arrests have been mode here of persons very notorious
for the parte they were playing in this dirty class of business.
The plana of the Commander In-Chief are not yet

known. It is believed, however, that he will not
order an attack for some days to come. Ho has plenty or
money, and pays off his truopa every night. The market
bere la well suppliod, and the army want for nothing.This is not the case with the garrison In town. The t«o
aqueducts are cut inside of the line or entren<;bmenteof the liberals. The city is tliorefore cut shirt
of water, and must very noon sudor from this want.
Provisions are also cut off to a large extent, and a few
days more must produce sad want in the capital. It is
now rumored that the liberals are going to cut the bulkheadbetween Lakes Teccuco and San Cristoval. If this be
done, the streeta of Mexico will very soon be flooded with
water, and the population in the lower barriers be forood
to fly to the c'.evat^i ground* in this direction.The carrison of Mexico trill then have co
alternative between coming out to fight or roosting on
poles like birds. Tbolr main works will bo submerged.If the government force* come out they are tolerably cer
tain of g"ttlDK I complete and thorough drubbing. I con
gider flooding of Mexico a very ezcellont way of gettingthe centralists in a corner and purging the country of
many bad characters, which con easily be done. Hydropathyits, in the opinion of your correspondent, tbo pro
per treatmect for the capital of Mexico It will clear the
streets cT tlisir itczsLcs, sud the country or the padret,
whose vile corruption scents to the very heavens.
Gen. Marquez is now expected in Mexico with Rome

sent out to intercept and cut o(T his artillery and ammunitiontrain. This w ill most likely be effectively done.

If tins be true the struggle of the Mexican
Spanish clergy party baa already entered on its douth
throes.

Otway, her Majesty's Minister, has been in a towering*
paaaion for over a wr«k at the state of things in tho capital.He awears to show op the liberals as brigands, cut
throats, kc., to bis government, and the central people as
the real aristocracy of the country He doesnothingelse than play the loot and fool for th»
centralists. He has Miramou's wife in bm house, and sh'i
and Madam Otway keep him on the jump attending t
paily business.
