The Judge baa just rendered a declatou admitting the
evidence to prove the adulUiy. Its rendition create* most
Intense excitement in coui t. It is difficult to tell where
this evidence will lead to or when the trial will close.

PROCEEDINGS BEFORE THE COURT.
Washington, April 18,1859.

The Court opened at twenty minutes past ten, the usual
large audience being in attendance.

Mr. Sickles was soon afterwards brought Into court.
The petit jury which had been directed to be in attend

ance to-day had their names called, and were excused
from further attendance till tola day fortnight. This
would indicate an intention on the part of the Judge to
admit the evidence offered.
Coumel for the prosecution are InundaW with country

newspapers containing editorial comments in regard to
the conduct of this trial. They have little time, however,
to read or proQt by the sage suggestion! therein made.

It is trne that Mr. Slclclea would have preferred not to
have his wife's confession published. It is not true, however,that the paper was obtained surreptitiously, «nd
copied without the knowledge of the counsel for the defence,as has been asserted in communications to some of
the New York papers. Neither Is it true (hit it was first
published in a Washington Journal, and then sent to the
Assciated Press. It was telegraphed to New York before
any sccond copy was made.
TUB AKQCMKNT ON Til it ADMISSION OF TESTIMONY

CONTINUED.
District Attorney Ould proceeded to close his argumentsgaicst the admi;sltiility of the evidence

offered to prove the adultery. He had beenendeavoring,he said, when he closed his remarks on

Saturday, to show that the facts offered In evidence on the
part of the defence did not amount to legal provocation,
much less hi justification, and that the qaestlons of provocation,Justification and cooling time were mere legal
questions. He bad been interrupted, politely, of course,
by a question from Mr. Brady, ask.ng on what were tbe
jury to pais if the Court determined the J istitlcation and
tbe ooollng time. It was tho duty of the jury, be held, to
pass upon the far.ts as connected with the killing,
and to apply the law as enumerated by tbe Court.
With reference to Jiiht nuat'on, provocation and
cooling time, the Court has its peculiar functions, and so
bus the jury. If there were no other questions In tbe case

that was the fault of the ci.se.one of the Incidents of the
case. If a man were Indicted for poisoning would the
learned counsel claim that evl<*enoe of justitlcatlon, provocationor coollnu timo eho ild be eiveu? Did not the law
declare, that In euch a case there could be do Justification,
no provocation, no coollog timer Tha jury pass
upon the truth of the facts offered; their suillciencylii law was a question exclusively for tbe Court.
I( tbe Court decided that they were sufficient In law then
the question of their truth went before the Jury; but If
tbe Court decided that tliey were not sufficient In law,
then, of course, they did not go before the jury. It was

the constant practice of tbe Courts to paM upon provocation,justification and cooling time.
The Judge.At a different stage from this, however.
Mr. Brady.We utterly refuse to enter into any discussionof anv aueatinn at this time, oxcant what relites to

tbe particular polDt before jour Honor for determination.
We offered to prove habitual adultery; the objection was
made to that. As to Justitlcatisn, provocation and cool,
ng time, we propose to be heard at a future stage In

asking tbe Court for instructions, and wo moan to insist
that tbe jury are judges of tho law and the facts; but that
time has not arrived yet

Mr. Ould certainly misunderstood tbe arguments of
counsel If the questions ofJuctiilcaUon, provocation and
cooling time were not now before tbe Court.
Mr. Phillips.If the evidence has a tendency towards

Justification that is sufficient.
Tbe District Attorney held that It had no such tendency,

for In law the facts amounted neither to justification nor

provocation. Be referred the Court on this point to Additionsnd to 6 Iredell, 178 and 181, tbe Slate ngaiust John
r. Oeighton. In the case cited by tbe other sideManning'srase.tbe question of provocation was
beiore the Court, and the Court there declared what
would be and what would not bo provocation. Did not
every Court in cates of murder necessarily decide upon
the sufficiency of the evidence to constitute legal provocation?Undoubtedly it did. Here the facts sought ti be
put in evidence were admitted, but the question was
whether they amounted to a provocst an or a justification.
The fame doctrine came up incidentally in jelindge's case
sb to the effect which the law ought to give, anil which
the juty mustglvo, to certain questims aff ctmg honor
ai d dithonur, and Were the court decided tbe question.
Counsel referred to vol.2 Archibald's Criminal 1'ructice.

Tbe law, however, sujs tbat for the taking of bumtu life
tuch an eir.ure allorda no justification or excuse Nothing
hut an attempt to eommil a felony can exnutte tbe taking
of life. It UiUft be dlslitctly and Hatiafactorlly fhowa
tbat ibe dtrtawd waa at tbe very time attempting to
commit a felony. But an Invitation to adultery doe* not
rise even to tbe dignity of a trespass.
