The Battery andl some of the siresis aro
improved, but the principal thoroughfires—East Bay
and Hing etrests—are the samo (o-day as before,
Thers we some very good holels there—the only
good onem Lo be found south of Hichmood ¢ for
In point of hotels the Southern country, in the ioterior,
appeara 1o be jn the Dark Ages,and to have made no pro-
prose whalever in the calinary art; with the exception of
the articler of rice aud bominy, nothing ie cooked proper-
ly.  With ull the fnest materials for food at hand in great
sbundance, there is no capacity for preparing them for
the table—no genius of the kitchen. Fyerything is en-
tiuated 1o the negroes, who bave no skill in the cooking
of anything except the plainest and mos! common arbicles:
The clarct and other wines at the Mille Hours in Charles-
ton are excelleut, superior to0 any to be lound in New
York, owing no doubi to the genial elimato and even tom-
verature.  The cold of the North renders light wines sour
and aorid.

Fromw Charleston we proceeded to Columbia, the politi-
cal capilal of 1he State, lying 120 miles to the northwest,
The rallroads ars good, and the speed was from eightecn
to bwenly miles an bour. Columbis fs one of Lthe most
beautiful towns i1 lpe South, being siluated In a high,
rolling reglon, on the esstorn bank of (he Congares river,
(i dintely balow tbe j of the Broad and Saluda
rivers, which, onited, form the Congarce. The land risos
gradually from the river, which at that point runa through
A pinin of two or three miles n exten!, from: which the
grovpd siopes on evory side, On this plain the town i
built, snd it s & most vo prozpect.  The
Btreete are dingly wide and ioug (Tally 100 feet)
und the gumber of beaut!fnl aud blushing gardens, highly
gultlvated mod with cvery variety of exaniatte and gor-

gooa flowers, is truly astonishivg, Hore many gems of
rare beauly are uative to the soil and thrive in the open
alr which in the climate of New York or farllier norih
could only be kept alive tn the groeuhouse. The samo re-
wark applies to the forme of the treos and to the huos of
their glorious foliage. There is nothing like them at the
North. Amorg the owuers of flue gardeng bere s Mr.
Wade Hampton, who has a plantation some miles
down the river. To his town house ln Columbia ia
aliached a beantiful gardes lo the Froooh atyle.  Thace
are & great number of otwor eplendld pardens, and
altogether the place &8 ope of the most delightfal
o which a party of travellers, who hsve loisure
aud know how Lo amuse themsolven, could gpead & few
dnys,

In Columbia & now bolog erected a maguificent State
Houne of large dimensions, rfomewhat in the sivie of the
Capitol at Washipgton. Tue work In saperintanded by
an accomplistied architect from Vienga, whose name we
forget, When finished, it will bo one of the most beaut!-
ful and classical bulldings in the Ssuthorn Sates. The
material of which it is constrocled deserves partioular
uolice, It consigts of very fine, 'ight gray granite, {onud
in !mwense blocks at three milve distance lu the bed of
the Congaree river. We made n vigit W Lhe quarry,
which is a coriosity in eelf, and wa: shows us
by the polita architect. Here blosks of one hun.
dred (ouns woight, withoul & veln, A teken oul
and tramsported by mules, on a railroad consirncted for
the purpoee, lo the rising ediflee in the coutre of the
lown, which ia supporied by several bundred pilasters of
this beantiful granite, which have a very striking and (ine
efeol. The smaller plliastera for the windows are turned
like wooid, o o machine like u lathe, which we belleve
has mever been dous before in the case of granite.
Tho large blocks are quacried withoul Diasting, they
are cob te apy wire rvequired, aod split throagh
by means of wedges, In prooess of tme every ovew
building 1o Colombia will be coustructed of thln stone,
which i Aner than any in the Northern States, oapable of
A polish ne amooth as marble, while it is us hard an any
other granite.

From Columbia we might bave travelled by rail-
rond 1o Nastivilie and thence to JUshmend through
the Greadk Valley, which is 1 most ploluresque and
pleasant ronie o ihe spring.

We had ouly time to stay o fow days in any obe place,
but we saw enongh lo eatiefy um that the region throogh
which we travelled 18 one of the most dolightfa! spring
rleasure trips for & few weeknthat can bo enjoyoed on any
part of this continent. The best time to return to New
York is abent the 1et of Muy, when the weatlier bocomes
gpltied and gemial, and ratber more pleasant (o Northern
peeple than the now very warm aimosphere of the sumy
Eonth.

LADY MORGAN.

The death of Lady Morgan i8 mnnodneced (o the Londen
newspsperareceived by the last malls, and the fact was
chiron cled in yesterday’s HEnavp, The two most remark-
a'le women in the British dominions during tho last cen-
tury were the Countess of Blessingion and Lady Morgan—
both natives of Irelaud, snd both sprung, nol as their
titles would seem to indicate, from the nobility, buk from
the yeop's. Both of bumbie birth, they won for them-
pelves ligh posilion snd literary distinction. Lady
Ble:sington, who died In 1849, waz the daoghter of Fd-
mupd ower, & (armer i the county of Tipperary. She
was a woman of dazzlivg beauty snd greal spirit, and first
married o captain in the Dritish army, after whose death
she married (he Earl of Blossington, sud becamo
the most celobrated woman of her day for ber
beanty, ber wccomplishments, and Lor  fascinaling
powers of conversation, ‘The wits, the rank and fashion,
including the nobility of England, mat other Uiterary and
artistic circles at Seamcre place and GGore House—which
were tho greatest contres of attraction in london socioty
aboul tweomty-five years ago—cclipsing even the rival
salone of Lady Holland amd the reunlons of the Countoss
of Charleville. Fer principal works were ‘‘Conversations
with Lord Byron,” wad the #“Tdler in Italy,"” both charm’
ni bocks, bul giving only faint shadows of the mental
glits snd graces of ihis lovely woman.

Lady Morgan moved in a somewhat different sphere;

she met with mauy lierary people, and mingled
oc Iy i fashionable society, but seldom
in the vory highest circles. She was cousfdersd

by maDy coarse Lo Wie very last, and as pever bavieg
rizon abave the vulgarity which fs maid to have surrounded
ber birth aod early history. She was undonbtedly a
woman of masculing character and dispoaition, belng what
i@ ealled ome of the “stropg minded.” Dul large allow
ance muil we made for the spirit of party, for never per
haps was aby woman o assalled iu priot before. From the
beginuing she espoieed the liberal side o politics, inter-
weaving them witha!l ber works of fetion, Thi= brought
down upon her bead the vengeance of partsan writers In
acountry and at a time in which there was little enpilor
or moderation en elibor wide. The Quartely Remer,
Hlackwoed's Mapaszine, and otlier pariodicnls of the same
stamp, disgraced the name of eriticlsm by their attacks
Dut sho had plenty of pluck, and merit too, sad counld not
bo written down.  She was deficient in tuste and dellcany,
put there can be no doubt that she rendercd great service
to the party to which she belonged. By their organs she
was pradecd af exbravagantly as she wasconsured by Liose
of the oppostie side. She was ominently s el psde, self
oducated woman, who lought ber way to distinction amn s
aillery, snrcasm and vituperation, and plumed hersell ou
despiring public opimion.
