hi art. which are grand and important truths in elevatingtlie mental powers of the race. The subject which
they were to Bp< as upon was the sad exhibition of Die degradationof our raco. The s ght oi those children, eater,
lug upon life a'most devoid of sympathy, was surely suf
Btv M la a'Ou.iO the highest Interest of humanity. Cimtrastirgthrir homes witb.thoso of the audience, huw fearfulthe difference. Vico anl degradation usurped the
place of the family altar. It was difllcult for any but tbosc
w ho visit d the Five Points to picture the Bcene. K-ery
attribute of home seemed Wonting Could we wonder at
the degrading oooscquenoes of this? Yet the sue-ess
which this society had mil with was small in comparison
with what they should be. I.ubnr was never more neededthan at present, yet they never mot with more slight
lappoit. they could not, unaided, carry on tne work;
they could only picture the wants of these children, and
depend on the public as almoners. Thoworiesof the so
cic-ty during the past year had been conducted in much
the tan cfmanner as in that pre log u -trainingan i lead*
log the'young subject. IIo alluded to the judicious
zeal i [ Mr. l'eswe and his wife as fully justify leg the ac
lion ofthe trustees in sole ting the n. He then went Iv.o
r bix'ory of the workings of the society during the past
year, showing tint on the Oral n( M re a there were r*
nmuiiDg in U.e House 182 pcrsors, s iiuo which 820 had
been received. Of these 4U3 b id bo u sent to situatloas,
338 retiirntd to their parents, 7 gon : to hous.-koep.ng. 9
to tbo hospital, 17 to other motituMons, and 35 expelled.
The day scholars averaged about 2f>9, ami the same teachers,with one exception, continued in charge, tuns adding
to their former efficiency tbo ad vantag- of ini-rea«e1 experience.Tne position ol the school to the Church of the
Ascension was a source of great * .tisfsction to them aud
untold hem fit to the children. In the past year otlbrie
bud lieeu made to establish farm house*, and Mr. Pease
devoted bi» untiring efforts to that purpose, whtch would
load to most pleasing results. Although the year nad
1« cn one of great financial difficulties, au-1 many of
the most kindly inclined donors were unahle to
continue their wonted assistance, yet still they dc
sired to acknowledge tbo kiud mercy of Pro
vi fence. Bomc months ago a severe calamity seemi-d
to bi hovering over the house; u fever, probably from the
filth of the neighborhood, sp-ead amongst the children,and at oon time twenty or thirty were tail up, and the
play room turned into no hospital. But in Gotl's providencethey all recovered, and many were here to-night
to he'p In rwriling the hymn of praise.

Rev. Dr. Ct YiJiK then delivered a most eloquent appeal
in behalf of the soc lety. He considered it the true economy
to rave those in.our midst, so that they should becoms
bees to fill our hives, instead of wasps to sting us; and ha
illustrated this subject by an amusing anecdate.of a parsouattacked by warps whilst delivering a discourse, who.
ou being aakrd the reason for his restlessness, explained
that, though God's words were in his mouth, he believed
the devil was in bis breeches. (Loud laughter.) If It
cocts ten times us much to save those children, it was
worth it: and he earnestly advised the audience to give
tfco society their active rather than passive approval.

I>r. Tvni. followed in a most beautiful address, to
which, in cur brief synopsis, we cunot do justice.

Caronne H. Dole, Wendeil Phillips and W. Lloyd Garrison
The Bloomer costume was not represented on the plat
form, though it wss viiiblo here and there throughout th<
room and In the corridors, vainly endeavoring to dtsplaj
it-elf within.
