THE STATE CANALS.

The Battle between the Two Organs of the

Two Begoncles.

[From tlio Albany Allan nml Argus]
AVo are always glad to meet the Journal In the dtooosMon of

the financial condition of tlte State anil the responsibility of
the two grout puties of the country for the present em-
barrussiuents. That paper seldom ventures upon this
subject, tint feelitig Its prensure upon its political fortunes,
it, last evening, approached it and undertook to divide the
responsibility of present debt anil taxation with demo¬
crats.attributing, however, m t of our calamities U the
suspension of tlio public works in 1842. On this last
point, we shall turn the Journal over, for the pi esent, to
the tender mercies of Lieut. Gov. Campbell and the other
«. radical democrats," now iu association with that paper,
who were zealous supporters of the democratic action of
1842. Their verdict will doubtless he that tin-canals were

broken down by the whigs in 1841, ruthor lhau stojipod
by the democrats in 1812.
Our present object is to refresh the recollection of the

Journal and of our readers concerning the origin of the
run-in-debt policy, and to present some documentary "ex¬
tracts which that paper, iu its rosearchcs, seems to have
overlooked. We shall do this even at the expense of some
repetition of fuels often presented by us.
The law authorizing the enlargement of the Erie canal

was passed in 1836. The subject was referred by the Le¬
gislature to the Canal Board, consisting nt that'time of
William C. Bouck, Stephen Van Rensselaer, Greene C.
Bronsou, A. C. Klagg, John A. l)ix, William Campbell unit
Michael lloil'man, uud these geutlemen made a report to
the Legislature recommending the onlurgement on this
financial basis:.

1. To reserve out of the canal revenues moneys enough
to pay off the old canal debt, which they thought could be
accomplished in 1836-36-37.

2. To enlarge the canal out of the surplus revenues of
ihe canals, " without having recourse to now loans."
We copy the concluding )>ortion of the report iu ques-

ion
In urging upon the consideration of the Legislature the Im-
irtanrc of authorizing at thi' present aeasliVn such an en¬

largement of the Erie canal as is conceived to be necessary to
adnpt It to tin- lacranatng trade of the country, the Canal Board
desire to have it distinetly understood that they do not recom¬
mend such an expenditure of money upon tiiia work aa will
Interfere wIth the arrangements now 111 progress for accumu¬
lating a suui Kuilieieut to pay the Erie uud Champlnin canal
debt, and for restoring Ihe auction anil salt duties to the Gene¬
ral Fund . * . . The net proceeds of the Canal fund for
1836, '36 and'37. will probably be aufih-ienl to pay the canal
debt, and meet the disbursement on the contracts tor doublingthe locks. . . . After the period alluded to, the net pro¬ceeds of the canal tolls will lie sufUctent to meet the disburse¬
ments necessary fur Improving and enlarging the canals, with¬
out having recourse to new loans for that purpose.

The law for the enlargement, passed in 1836, preserved
the principles of this report, and directed the work to bo
paid fur out of the surplus canal revenues, and mado no
provision for borrowing.

This was the democratic policy. Hail it been adhered
to the canals would now be completed, and the State
would not owe a dollar on account of them. A simple
statement of the amount of the surplus revenues from
183d to the present time, and of the cost of the canals,
w ill prove this beyond contradiction. In 1836 ihe old
canal debt had all been paid except about $2,700,000.
Starting with that year we give the following table, which,
down to 1867, is copied froin page 149 of Senate document
7, being the annual report of the Auditor for 1858:.

paid for the canals within $36,265 86.
But let us see what the Seward policy has accomplished.

In 1838 Mr. Ruggles. in a report from the Committee of
Ways and Means of the Assembly, proclaimed the new
financial theory that.
A sum of thirty millions might be borrowed, expended,and finally reimbursed within twenty years, or fortymillions might be so borrowed and exi>cnded, and reirn

bursed in twenty-eight years.
In 1839 Mr. Seward, in his first message as Governor,endorsed Mr. Buggies' theory, aud recommended it as the

'.policy of the State," in the following language:.
T respectfully refer yon lo a report of the committee of thela it House, iu which '.:us subject is discussed with eminent abl

lily, and which results iu showing that the canals are propertvsubstautially unincumbered; that their productiveness would
warrant the State In expending In Internal improvementsft,0)0.000 annually during the period of ten years, and that the
revenue of the canals alone would reimburse this expenditure
previous to 1866. This sum exceeds any estimate of the ex¬
penses required to complete the entire system, while it Is not
to tie doubted Iliad the parts vettobeconstrueted will eventuallybe productive of revenue. The conclusions ol' tliis report, at-
though of vata Interest to the State, aud, I trust, decisive of its
policy, have not been questioned.

This, theory of Kuggles and Seward of forty million debt
has been carried out. The moneys borrowed have li "on
eaten op in paying interest,and have been squandered,as
moneys obtained hv such a system of finance usually are.
Insteud of having the canals completed, they arc yet unfi¬
nished, and we have the following canal debt:.

taxpayers of the Slate are thirty million.- of dollars worse
on under the Sew ard-Boggles policy than lliey would
have been under the democratic policy. This la the
blessing which Seward isiu has conferred upon the peopleof this State.

[From the Albany Evening Journal ]We have already stated, what the Allan and Argus
cannot deny, that the Erio canal enlargement,tho Chenan¬
go canal, the Genesee Valley canal, &c., were democratic
improvements. Whether tho debt created for their con¬
struction be less or more than $10,000,000, the laws under
which the money was raised and expended were enacted
by democratic legislatures and approved by democratic
governors. Rut, silenced iti tills respect, the Atlas and,
Arffut falls back ami rests upon what it chooses to call
"the democratic policy of paying as yon go," or of pro¬
gressing with the enlargement only as fust as the surplus
revenue of the canals permitted. Now we will .jn.-l Strike
this last "prop"' from under the "democratic policy.-'leaving the edifice to topple down upon the heads of its
builders.

east part of the city of Utica and building an enlarged weigh
lock at that place; rebuilding the aqueduct over the Oie-I la
creek and enlarging Ihe canal at the end of it; cutting down
ihe Jordan level und taking a feeder from the Nine Mile creek;
building an enlarged weigh lock at Kouheater. and enlarging

anal through the mountain ridge; rebuilding ihe locks at
and the guard lock at Pendleton.Lockport i

If the state of the funds would justify it, the work nbove
mentioned could nil be put under oontract iu the course of the
present year. If a more speedy enlargement bIiouM not liepresent year, it a more speedy enlargement should not lie
directed by the Legislature, the Commissioner* intend to applythe funds at their dispoaal to the enlargement, at such points
ss they deem most beneficial to the interest* of the public.
(Page 8.)
Arting upon toe recommendation of s democratic Gover¬

nor and democratic Canal Commissioners, the "democra¬
tic lKjlicy of enlarging the Erio Canal with its surplus reve¬
nue" was departed from by Iho Legislature of 1838. The
Assembly of that year was whig.the Senate democratic.
The Hon. G. W. Patterson, Chairman of tho Assembly
Canal Committee, introduced a bill appropriating $1,000,000for the public works, which passed the House. In the
Senate, on motion of Mr. Wager, (a democrat,) It was so
amended as to appropriate four millions. The House con¬
curred in tho amendment, and the bill thus amended wits
approved by Governor Marry, and became a law. In this
precise and exact manner the "gafo democratic policy of
enlarging the canal" was ignored.
To show beyond all possible cavil the entire abandon¬

ment in 1838 of the "sufe democratic policy of pay as you
" " of rgo," we need only refer to the special message of Gover¬

nor Marcy, recommending a loan by the Commissioners
of tiie Canal Fund of $7,500,000, to be used first to enable
the banks to resume specie payments, and then to bo
drawn from the banks to carry on the public works. Wo
quote from the Governor's message:.
To avoid the creation of a new stock for the express purposeof t>eing loaned to the banks for a long period I recommend

that the Commissioners of the Canal Fund bebe authorized to
issue stock, which It is now certain w ill become necessary
within a few years for the enlargement of the Krie canal, and
the completion of the black Kiver and Genesee Valley canals,
and if the apprehended emergencies should arise, demanding
Its use, to loau it to the bunks requiring of tliein the most ample
security for Ihe punctual payment of the Interest, and the re¬
imbursement of the principal from time to time, as money may
he wanted In the progress of the works..(Page 8.)
With a view of making ample provision* for nny such ex¬

igency, I respectfully recommend tliat authority should be
given tn the manner suggested to 1m ue stock for the con¬
templated purpose to the amount of s.x or eight millions of dol¬
lars. This recommendation does not, It will be perceived, pro¬
pose the creation ofa slock, and eventuallyif need be, the raising
of money expressly for sustaining the banks in the measure of
redemption and retrieve from their present depression the bust-
nes concerns of the people ; but II suggests for those highly Im¬
portant purposes, that the moneys which it is known will be re¬
quired tor the public works already authorized bv law, should
be raised a short time before they ore wanted for'expeuditure.

THE CANAL CONVENTION.

The Canal Convention which met at Rochester on Thurs¬
day, does not seem to have attained any definite end, or
to have taken any course tliat will materially affect public
opinion.
H was composed principally of repulicnn politicians,

who apparently despair of their own party, under tis pre¬
sent management, and who are anxious either to give its
policy a new direction or to seek out a new political or¬
ganization.

This, however, ther must fail to do, so long m th»y
pursue a mrrety retrograde policy, seeking to placo impe¬
diments iu the way ol' invention and of material develops.
moul, and to obstruct the channels of trade.
The condition of our Canals is such as to call for the

wise counsels of prudent men. They are great under-
akiugs, in whicii the interests of tho Statu are deeply
uvolvcd. It is idle and wicked to get up the false issue
of a sale of the public works, so long as the constitution
forbids thoir sale. The real and present problem
before the people is, how shall they be administered so
as to secure the greatest efficiency, at the least expense to
(lie interests that use tliem, the consumers who profit liy
them, and the taxpayers who arc .threatened witb the
burden of their support.
This Convention docs not seem to have berni composed

of such men. There were doubtless honorable and sen¬
sible gentlemen in it, who spoke in the interests of tho
canals and of the public; but the greater number were
politicians seeking to influence the nominations of the ap¬
proaching State Conventions, and the emissaries of rail¬
roads, sent there to rail against the central line, the chief
object of vituperation.
The Evening Journal ignores the existence of the Con¬

vention.a significant course in a paper which for scores
of years lias made its political capital in tho same way. as
tho originators of this body propose to do, as the specialand exclusive friends of the canals.

Canadian View of the Pugct Sound
Question.

[From the Toronto Globe, September 6.]Tbo island of Sau Juan (not the homo of Robinson Cru¬
soe) but one which lies hi i» much higher latitude, prom¬ises to become a place of importance during the next few
months or years. It is a low lying bit of land situated at
the month of Pugct Sound, between the Island of Van¬
couver and the American Territory of Washington. The
The treaty between Great Britain and the United States,of 1860.[lts46: El>. Hkk.hjiJ.declared that the boundarylino should be in the middle of the channel, between Van-
couver and the main land. Now, the trouble is that there
are several channels. By following one, San Juan would
be given to the United States; by another, to Groat
Britain. It is of no use for purposes of settlement, beingsmall and far from fertile; but it baa been regarded as a
place of some importance from an idea that it commanded
the entrance to the Sound, hate writers say that
this is not correct.that the channel near it is
very wide.and that there are others far distant from it.
The American General has, however, very recklessly and
Improperly taken possession of it. und we presume that
there will ho a great deal of protocoling before he will
lw removed, in American matters the Imperial authori¬
ties generally make a great light about a small matter,and abandon everything important without a struggle.We therefore anticipate a keen contest about San Juan,but we vUiture to say that there will lie no lighting. If
Brother Jonathan says he must have San Juan at all ha¬
zards. lie wilt probably get it; or perhaps the matter will
lie allowed to lie over till there is a batch of little mat-
tors to lie settled, and then Uncle Sam may make a groatmerit of surrendering the island In consideration of get¬ting something worth ten times as much. Such are gene¬rally the results of British diplomacy in America. Eventhe Nkw York Hkkalp could hardly make u casus belli
out of the business.
