anon Pleas, died.ot his residence in Indianapolis, very sud-
-denly, of apoplexy. A Cincinnati paper saye he was as

«of age. " He groduated at West Polut with r.rgh in 1821
and rerved for a perlion of the time as Assistant Professor
of Muthematice. Resigning his place, or claim o it, in the
army, he setthed jo Franklin county, where his father and
Tumily resided, and studied law, in the practiee of which
Mo goon nequired both a luerative busincss and & high pro-
feasional reputation.  He was elected o the Logislature of
