The St. Marys, Commander I'orter, left this place on tho

20th inst. for Guyamas. Her officers and crew enjoy ex¬

cellent health.
On the 6lh iust., while at San Juan del Sur, Lieut. A. J.

McCartney and myself rode out as far as a place called
tho " Half-Way House," on the Transit route, between
Virgin Bay and Sun Juan del Sur. Everything spoke of
desolation, except the scenery, which was more than
beautiful. Flowers were blooming in the crevices of gray
old rocks, birds were singing upon every bough, and the
forests seemed alive with melody for miles and miles.
Many of tho bridge* on the road have been burned and
torn down, while others are still in a tine state of preser¬
vation.
A revolution took place on the 14th inst. in Costa Rica.

President Mora and Cabinet, having boen summarily eject¬
ed from the seats of honor,Were brought dowu to Puuta
Arenas and placed on board of the steamer which arri¬
ved here on the 21st. 1 send herewith a literal transla¬
tion of bis protest [already published in the H*rali>|, seut
by him to Commander Samuel Lockwood, of this ship.

General Canas came in the steamer, and went up to
Leon.

President Mora went to Guatemala, ho returns to-mor¬
row and proceo<U to Panama, on his way to the Uuitcd
States to seek aid aud sympatbv from our government in
this his hour of need.
The people of these Central American States are incapa¬ble of self-government.revolutions are of daily occur¬

rence. A short time ago Santine was ejected from tho
Presidential chair of Salvador. He is uow at this place
trying to get assistance from Nicaragua.

General Canas, Secretary of War, accompanies Presi¬
dent Mora to the United States.
The priesls driveu from Costa Rica, with the Bishop,

have all gathered at this place to take the steamer tor
Costa Rica, huving been recalled bv the existing govern¬
ment.
Our treaty with Nicaragua passed the Congress without

a dissenting voice, but the transit contract negotiated bv
General Jerez was not acknowledged by the govern¬
ment, and M. Belly still holds the contract fortheold tran¬
sit road.' It is very doubtful, however, if he ever complies
wi th the stipulations.

Sir Wm. Gore Ouseler is in Managua negotiating the
British Mosquito treaty.
The news lias reached here that five thousand filibusters

are on thoir way to Nicaragua from the United States,and all tho priests have turned recruiting officers, goingabout the country looking up soldiers to meet them. That
is the report; but from appearances things are ripeningfor a revolution. Martinez and General Jerez have played
quits, and both in Leon and Chonoudago the name of the
latter is noised about as successor to President Martinez-
and 1 would not be surprised to hear of an outbreak at
any moment. The thing is inevitable, and sooner or later
must come; then, and not until then, will our governm-ntbe able to do anything with Nicaragua.

During the past fortnight little has occurred in Chile o

interest to your readers. The political atmosphere is more
serene than it has been at any time during the past eight
months, and with the return of public confidence the busi¬
ness of Valparaiso has almost resumed its normal condi¬
tion of prosperity.
The government has commuted the pain of death, to

which several of the conspirators of February 28 were
condemned, to that of banishment, and Rivadencria,
Fiorro, Riobo and others, have already left the shores of
Chile under heavy bonds not to return. Sad indeed as
it is to contemplate the political condition of a republic
torn by conflicting factions, whose partisans with sword
and fire endeavor to subvert the existing government, in
order to replace it by another whose superiority is very
questionable, it is a gleam of hope amid the darkness to
know that the fiat of justice has been tempered with mer¬
cy, and that the milder counsels of humauity have prevailed In the high places.
There is hope for Chile in the future: but she can never

attain the proud position to which her patriot- would cle-
vato her until this tendency to caii in tho sword and the
bayonet to settle party differences and to compass party
ends be thoroughly rooted out from her people, and, cast¬
ing aside manfully Ihe prejudices against their brethren of
tho North, so insidiously sown by unfaithful journalists,sock advice and instruction from those who would cheer
fully aid them in the work of progress.to beat the swordinto' a ploughshare and the spear into a pruning hook.
This is unpalatable language 1 know to tho fraternity of
the quill, who talk learnedly about the unity of the Latin
race, and the formation of a great South American Union.
of tho spirit of aggrandisement and conquest instilled
into the mind of every North American with his first
view of the map of the Southern hemisphere.of tho ne¬
cessity, as a Santiago paper had it the other day, of
'.sending an envoy to Washington to tame the citizens of
the United States;" but. whiie Chile is still sobbing lik" a
corrected child al ter her recent civil convulsion.w hile the
squadron of Peru blockades the [torts of Ecuador.whilethe cabinets of Santiago and La I'az are indicting bellige¬rent notes ale ut the confines of a desert, useless to
either.while Buenos Ayres and the Argentine republic areinarching their armies to the field in mortal combat,and Venezuela is iu a stale of quasi anarchy.the time isill chosen for the establishment of a South AmericanUnited States, and such unmerited insult as that justquoted to a nation that has ever sustained and sympa¬thized with Chile cordially and fraternally is in bad taste,and leads to most invidious comparisons.The press of Chile is exasperated because, in view ofthe repealed and too frequent outrages upon Ani-ri aninterests.in view of the positive refusal to atone, or evenapologize for such.in view of the utter UDprotectednessof our people and our property in Chile.the governmentof the United States has seen lit to send hither lour or liveof the vessels of our navy in order to give tone and dignityto such demands as our Minister may deem fit to makeupon this republic m satisfaction of such outrages.It is not very probable that in the critical condition ofEngland, who stands tottering above the abyss of Eu¬ropean war, liable at any moment to find herself irre¬trievably plunged into the imbroglio, she will detach afleet of seventy-fours to meddle with questions hure.asexpected, in which she lias no concern; and I ratherthink that in this instance "the wish was father to thothought" in the mind of the writer of the paragraphquoted in my last letter. I do not question the fact thatsundry English vessels of war lave been orderedhere, one, the. Alert, having already arrived; but
as England has likewise certain unsatisfied and dis¬puted claims of similar character to our own on fileiu her Legation and before the Department of ForeignAffairs, the visit at these forces Will probably have ft verydifferent object from the one suggested, itnd I am satisfiedthat no nation will view with inore gratification than Knglaud the equitable adjustment of our claims upon Chile.

The nomination of a t .barge d'Affaires of Chile near the govern¬
ment of North America is also decided upon.

Mr. Manuel Carvallo Is well kuown to Washington
circles as an able diplomatist and accomplished gentle¬
man, and will doubtless creditably represent his govern
tnent near Uiat of his Imperial Majesty; but if he
exi«cts to operate upon the upright and Intelligent
monarch of Belgium in the case of the Franklin,he will lie
very much mistaken. The cvidoncc in that caso (one of
sonic twenty-Ove years' standing), proving incontroverti-
bly the justice of the claim, and the various arguments
which have been from time to time adduced in lis favor or

against it have been submitted by mutual consent to
King I»eo]K>ld, and no ministerial interference from either
side will now bo pormitted.

Mr. John Bello, the new appointee to Washington, is a
man of some literary ability, but of uo great eipertence
in diplomatic affairs, and if ho wore a very Mottarnich
could not shield the government of this republic from tho
just penalty of its own wilful recklessness.

resjxmdeut, referring to the claims recently presented by
the United States Legation to the governmont of Chile.
The correspondent says that Gov. Bigler lias made a de¬

mand in the case of Albert Sucss for 21,000, as the price
of a watch. I have obtained the facts from Mr. Suess
himself, and they are briefly as follows:.On the 28th of
February bo was surrounded in tho street by aoldiors
wearing the uniform of the Third battalion of infantry,
who, with bayonets at his breast, robbed liim of a watch
which cost him 2120 in New York, and of somo hundred
dollars iu geld and silver. Mr. Suess was an uttor
stranger iu Valparaiso, being a resident of Mendoza, in
tbe Argentine republic, a twenty days' journey hence,
where lie was in prosperous business. Unable to return,
SB the robbery left him peuuiless, he applied ugaiu and
again to the local authorities for relief, bat was driven
away unsatisfied, and finally laid his case before the
Cousul. Meanwhile, his business iu Mendoza was ruined
by bis compulsory absence; his creditors seized his little
property there, and having lost reputation, business, and
all that ne had in the world, dependent upon the charity
of a friend for a roof to shelter him, he laid his damages
at the modest sum of one thousand dollars, in the expec-
lotion w hereof lie has already waited live mouths in a
state of destitution.
The veracious currespondent also says that Gov. Bigler

has demanded ?'200,000 for the discharge aud detention of
the brig Tow useud Jones. This is another falsehood. Tho
amount claimed by Captain Janvrin falls far short of that
amount, and includes the value of the vessel, worth somo
seven or eight thousand dollars, and of tho cargo, for
which he had refused au offer of a hundred and thirty
thousand dollars shortly before the seizure, us well as de¬
murrage of vessel and her company, expenses, Ac.
The article referred to winds up by declaring that $80,-

000 had been demanded by the legation for some poor
Failor. a participant, who was killed in a revolution.al¬
luding to a claim of some sixty or seventy thousand doi-
us, made for the cold blooded murder uud mutilation, iu

the presence of his family, of Horatio Gates Jones, a
highly respectable gentleman, who was uol a poor sailor.
whoW not a participant, aud who was killed in his own
parlor, in the midst of his family of little ones. He left a
widow and seven helpless children unprovided for; and
but a few weoks since, an eighth was added to the sor¬
rowing group. Nine widowed and orphaned ones, depen¬dant upon the pity of the stranger; and yet there are those
who would snatch even the bread of charity from their
famished lips in their anxiety to uphold iu »U tilings a
reckless and despotic government.

British Mail Communication from Panama.Detention of

the United States Mails, and Necessity of an American
St amship Line-R-portfd Seizure of the Sloop Dorado at
Caldera.IIcw the English Ad in Naval Matters on the
Ccad.Financial Screw ofEngland on the Government.
Tli" British mail steamer Lima, which arrived here on

the "tli iust., brought two mails from the United States,
the steamer which left New York July 5 having arrived
at AspinwaU in time to connect with the English steamer
for the South Pacific. This is an unusual occurrence, as
the mail from New York usually arrives at Panama a few
hours after the sailing »« «v,n steamer for Valparaiso. The
English company will net detain the steamer a

after the time fixed for sailing; the consequence is, our
mails are usually left two weeks at Panama. In oue iu-
tance the United Slates mails had actually arrived at
Tanama, ami were being embarked to be sent on hoard,
but the hour had arrived for the sailing or her Majesty's
teamer, and although the captain was aware that the
mail was in Panama, and that it would he seut on hoard
his vessel in a short time, ho would not wait for it, al¬
though he knew that by so doing he would take to the
S.uth Pacific six duys later news from England, via the
l'nii«d States.

. j # tv.An American line or steamers is much needed from Pa¬
nama to Valparaiso, and the American residents on this
coast still have ho|ieP that the Congress of the United
Spites will, ut its next session, make such au appropriationfor carrviug the mails as will authorize its establishment.
The time now occupied by the English mail steamers iu
the vovage from Panama to this port fa distance of lens
than three thousand miles) is twenty-three days; their
charge lor passage is two hundred and ninety dollars.

This republic still remains in tranquillity, as far as out¬

recent revolution.
About tlie futi of May last, while the revolutionary par¬te held possession of the town of Caldcra, the mail steam¬

er irom Panama for Valparaiso arrived at that port, whensiie was immediately hoarded by officers from the Britishship of war Alarm, anchored there, who placed marines
on board: the stcuiner was surrounded by boats from theAlarm, and no communication permitted with personsfrom on shore, except by permission of the British officers.No person from shore was allowed on board except the
agent of the steamer and her Majesty's Vice Consul.
The British officers refused to allow any of the passen¬gers to go on shore, although there were many who hidbusiness there and desired to do so.
During the stay of the steamer at Caldera, the Chilean

government brigif-war Ancua was in port, and wastowed to sea by the mail steamer when she- left.
It is believed here that the present government or Chileowed their success in the revolution of 1861 to the directarmed interference of British men-of-war.
The fact that Chilean bonds to the amount of nearlyfifteen millions of dollars are held by capitalists in Eng¬land wlio are understood to be very influential with theEnglish government, may be one reason why this govern¬ment shows such partiality to the English residents here.

came off this port with his ship, only came as far as tho
Parton (guard ship), in this harbor, in his boat, and did
not -'come on shore," as stated in that letter.

I verily believe the eoposf in the Hiralp'scolumns of the
deeds of the slave traders will effect more towards put¬
ting an end to the African slave trade than all tliecruisors,
no matter under what flag they may sail, that can be seut
to cruise off the coasts of Africa or Cuba. By the way.there has not been a British cruiser off this island fornearly or quite a year, and I am pleased to llnd there aresoon to be several cruisers under the "stars and stripes"rent to cruise off this island. They will doubtless do theirwork well, and will make many captures.Hie brig Brownsville, formerly a regular trader be-tween New Orleans and this port, lauded recently abouncing cargo of bozales on, 1 believe, the north coastot this island.

street and New Bowery On being examined as to the
truth of the charge, Limbert made a clean breast of ins
thefts, and also preferred a serious charge of complicity
against Mr. Cooley aud an Englishman named George
Her wood. According to l.imbort's story, Ilerwood
and himself were partners in tho swindling
business, and divided the profits of their
larcenies equally. Limbert, moreover, alleges that his
flrst/nua pas was the theft of sundiy needles, which he
brought and sold to Mr. Cooloy, when tho hitter en¬
couraged liim.lo bring more, and even threatened to in¬
form ou liim if not supplied abundantly. Under tho in¬
fluence of this apprehension, limbert states that he was
induced to repeat bis dishonest acts, and that on one oc¬
casion he sold Mr. Cooloy three complete machines from
Wheeler & Wilson's establishment. On another occasion,
while he was negotiating a sale with Mr. Cooley at his
place of business, in a room up stairs, be charges that his
accomplice (Herwood), who remained below, broke Into
tho private office and took away somo portions ofmachines
which limbert bad previously sold to Cooley, aud which
they afterwards resold to other parties. On tho other
hand, Ilerwood swears that it was Limbert lninself who
committed this burglary. The caso appearing to be so
completely mixed up, the Judge decided to commit the
whole three for a further examination, which will take
place this afternoon at three o'clock.

Coroner's Inquests.
Another Suicide im a Disreputable House .Henrietta

Morton, nn unfortunate belonging to tho class of easy
virtue, committed suicide on last Wednesday evening by
taking a large do6e of laudanum, at the house of Mrs.
Mitchell, No. 16Greene street. Deceased was an Ameri¬
can woman, of some accomplishments and beauty, in the
prime of life, and formerly kept the Masonic Saloon in
Mercer street and the l'acttlc in Grand street, which, in a
pecuniary point of view proved failures. These and other
embarrassments preyed upon her spirits to such an extent
.n-it she resolved to put an end to her existence, und ac¬cordingly last ivcuucsday she iuduced a domestic to pro
cure lier some laudanum at a drug store, which she look,and expired in a few hours after. The jury summoned byCoroner Jackson to bold an inquest rendered a verdict of
"Death by laudanum."
Death From Being Accidentallv Snor..A boy named

Edward Phillips, sixteen "years of age, was accidentally
shot by the spontaneous discharge of a fowling piece in
his possession, while on a gimning'excumion In Bergcil
county. New Jersey, on the 12th instant. It is supposed
that the accident was occasioned by the boy attempting
laokmlworM'a f.-nce near winch bis body was found,and pressing the lock of the gun against some object,which caused the explosion. The boy was alone
at the time, and no one knew of the accident until next
day, when the dog which liad accompanied hiin returned
alone to the late residence of deceased, corner of Mac-
dougal street and Ludlow place, and this gave the alarmtoUiifyarenls, who immediately proceeded to the placewhere they susposed their son had gone. Here they foundhim lying dead, with his gun beside him. Coroner Jack-
man held an inquest on the body, and a verdict of "Death
by accidental shooting" was rendered.
Mela.ncholt Result or Intemfbranck. .Isaac B. Flagler,

a native of roughkeopsio, sometime ago left his residence
in that place, and caute to this city, where, it is alleged,
ho took to excessive drinkiug, from the eilbcts of which he
finally died yestorday at llellevuo Hospital. Several let¬
ters from his w ife, Mrs. Melissa J. Flagler, entreating hiin
to return to her, were found on his person, and the unfor¬
tunate previous to Iris death begged of his attendants tohave an account of his sad end published, so that h.speople might hear of it. Coroner Jackmau held an in¬
quest.
