Vhc Massachusetts Democratic State Con¬
vention.

Worcistkh, Sept. 15,1859.
Tho Massachusetts Democratic State Convention assem¬

bled to-day in this city at 11 o'clock, In order to nomi¬
nate a State ticket for the ensuing year. The attendance
Is unusually large, and much feeling exists between the
friends of Judge Douglas, who wish a State expression in
bis favor, and those who opi>ose such a movement.
The temporary organization was effected by the choice

Of Francis J. Parker, of Besluu, Douglas man, as President,
bad then a resolution was offered pledging all the nomi¬
nees of tho Convention to tho sup|>ort of tho doctrine of
popular sovereignty, as advocated by Mr. Douglas. Tho
resolution being regarded as out of place at tills time, It
Was laid on the table.
The Convention was permanently organized by tho

Cheioe Ot" Dr. George B. Wing as permanout President,
With the uflhiJ list of Vice Presidents and Secretaries.
©r. Loring wag sppported by tho Douglas wing of the
Convention, and reCeivod 910 voted out of l,.il3 thrown.
The business of the Convention then proceeded with bar-
loony and spirit, it l>eing moved that a ballot be entered
Into frtr a candidate for Governor.

Hon. B. F. Ilallett, of Bostou, made a speech, in which
bo withdrew his own name, and moved the nomination of
Gen. B. J. Butler, of Lowell, by acclamation. The motion
prevailed by an immense majority, and Gen. Butler was
unanimously nominated. Stephen C. Bomis,of Springfield,
Vos, in like manner, nominated for Lieutenant Governor.

At the reassembling of the Convention after dinner the
Convention proceeded to a ballot for four delegates at
large to the Charleston Convention. The returns showed
the election of Caleb Cuehing, Isaac Davis, Glover Stevens
bud James S. Whitney. All of these are claimed as popu¬
lar sovereignty men, and It is said will support tho nomi¬
nation of Douglas. The Committee on resolutions report¬
ed a lengthy series, iu which the doctrine of popular sove¬
reignty is distinctly recognic-d and spoken of in high'terms of approval. The administration of Mr. Buchanan
Is highly complimented.

FEARFUL RIOT AT JIA.TCHESTER, H. H.

Fight between Gambler* and Firemen.
The Gamblers Beaten and Several
Buildings Destroys J, Ate.

Mancmmtich, Sept 16, 1869.
The muster of firemen in this city is u grout unit oxcitlug

affuir, embracing seventy-five companies find thirty band*
of music. With the crowd of visiters to the show wore
numerous gamblers, between whom and the firemen some
trouble occurred about eleven o'clock last night, which
led to a serious riot, in which several buildings were par¬
tially demolished and other property destroyed. The
attack was first made on buildings Now 27 and 31 Kim
street, where the gamblers occupied rooms. The in¬
side party, having tho advantage of position, drovo otf
the firemen, using pistols and clubs. A second
attack was made by the firemen, in which they were vic¬
torious, and took |tosses*ion. The interior of tho building
was ransacked, the furniture smashed, and about $330
worth of liquors and segurs seised, which the flremeu
speedily appropriated. The crowd numbered at least two
thousand, who then proceeded to demolish Nos. 24 and
23 Elm street, supposing that they were also occupied by
the gamblers; but this was not the fact. The mob then
turned their attention to tho American Tlouse, kept by
Horace Bonney, a large three story building on Manches¬
ter street. All the lower windows were smashed, and other
damage done. Missiles were also thrown into the roatauranta
nnder tho Museum building. At this point a Areman ap
(teared upon the balcony of Orfulta' Building, and after
persevering efforts gained an audience with the throng in
tho street He addressed them as foliows:.
ilmm-Yoti have been imposed npon in this house bygamblers, and you huvo cleaned thorn out (loud and

tumultuous cheers.) But do you rcmombor that thoso
gamblers do not own these buildings.(hisses).and that
you are destroying the property of other men? (Cries of
"What did they let thorn have the buildings for ?') Gen¬
tlemen. this thiug has been carriod too far. (Cries aud
hisses here interrupted the speaker.)
He again gained attention, and introduced City Marshal

J. W. Farmer, who addressed the crowd as follows:.
C.K.vnsMKN. If you have been imposed upon by anytnan hero, 1 will make every exertion to make it all rightiu the morning. I advise you now to go home and uol to

destroy tho property of others because you have booncheated by gamblers. I assure you that I shall do all In
toy power to vindicate your rights. (Groans aud cheers.)
Mr. Farmer's remarks only produced a lull In the ex

citement and the loud talk, and throwing of missiles was
speedily resumed.
Another fireman then attempted to address the crowd

from the steps of the restaurant which they were attack¬
ing. He said :.

Fimkmkn.We came here for a good time and to enjoyourselves, aud now what are we doing? (Cries of " Rout
lug the d.d gamblers.") We are breaking glass and de¬
stroying the property of other persons. This is disgraca-ful,"gentlemen, and I hoi»e, for the honor of firemen, youwill stop it. We are uow attacking premises wlijch we
should let alone, ami I entreat of you, if you care for your
reputations, to stop it.
The mob here desisted in their work of destruction

The windows of tho restaurant wore broken, but no otherinjury was done to it.
About four o'clock tho streets began to wear the ap¬

pearance of quiotness and order again.

To-day tho fire companies were addressed by tho Mayor

and Chief Engineer of the Manchester Fire Department.
Tomorrow will he the last day of the demonstration.

A Bloody Riot on a Steamtug.
THK CAPTAIN OF THE STEAMTUG MOSES TAYLOR
HAS HIS HEAD CUT OPEN BY THE KOWDI8S.THE
Tl'O MADE A WRECK.THE ROWDIES BROUGHT TO
THIS CITY BY THK CARS, ETC.

Yesterday afternoon a disgraceful riot took place on

board the steamtug Hose* Taylor, one of the tugs em¬

ployed to take passengers and baggage on hoard the Gal-
way steamship Jason. The particulars are as follows:.

Nearly three hundrod persons by somo means got on

board the steamer Jason whilst sho lay in the stream,
most of whom, it is supposed, were there to see their
friends oil' and take a final leave of them: others, the
sequel shows, were there for no peaceable purpose.
Amongst this class were a number of drunken rowdies,
all of whom passed from the steamer Jason to the steam
tug Moses Taylor. When the tug cast off from the
steamer Jason below Stateu Island, the Captain of the
tug said to them that ho was not going to Now York, but
would take thorn all up to the city upon the payment of a
small sum, and if they would not consent to that he must
land them at Fort Hamilton, where they could take tho
cars, as that was as far as he iuteuded to go. All of tho
respectable portion of those on board acquiesced in that
ar rangement and were going to pay, when a number of
the drunken rowdies declared tliut they would not pay,
and that it would bo the death of any who did, declaring
that they would throw the Captain overboard if ho did
not. take thorn up to Now York. The Captain took no
notice of their threats, but placed the steamtug along the
wharf at Fort Hamilton. The rowdies Immediately
took charge of the bout and prevented tho pas
sengers from landing, when a bloody scene took
place, excelling the " Plug Uglles" and "States Hose" of
Baltimore fame. Ono man seized an axo and struck the.
Captain on the arm.it is feared broke it. The ruffian was
not content with this, but struck the Captain again over
the liend and laid it open; be fell inscnsiblo upon the upper
deck, but tho savages had not done enough yet to satisfy
their fiendish lusts. One of their number seized the Cap¬
tain and throw him down from the upper to the main
deck, nnd thon jumped upon him. Another squad attacked
the engineer, and beat him severely. Still not satisfied
with what they had done, they took axes and handspikes
nnd broke everything thai they could roach, causing
great constornatien among the passengers. The pilot
house was completely demolished and the small boat was
cut to pieces.in fact, they made a wreck of the tug.
Their malicious work did not end hero. When they got
on board the horse cars they refused to pay their fare.
One man stood over lite driver with a bottle in his hand
and swore that ho would knock him out of his seat, if he
offered to say a word or ask any of them for their farm
Fearing the same fata as the Captain, the driver brought,
this disgraceful set of drunken rowdies to the city, where
they are now prowling about lik" blasts in the fores-t seek¬
ing their prey. Tho ixissengers all escaped without Injury,
an l'ur as our reporter could learn.

Conflict Between Outlaws and n Vigi¬
lance Committee,

[From the Now Orleans True Delta of SApt. 10.]
A friend, who has Just arrived from Lafayette parish,

informs us that on Saturday mornlug last, tho Vigilance
Committee of that parish were summoned to assemble
nnd proccod to a place called Bayou Tortus, about fifteen
miles west of Vermilllonville, where an encampment of
outlaws had been formad, the ringleaders of which had
challenged tham to buttle. Accordingly, tho law and or¬
der men of tho parish, who had long suffered from these
depredators, wuo had robbed, plundered, passed coun¬
terfeit money, and murdered with Impunity, quickly
gathered, and taking apiece of artillery with them from
tho village of Vormillionvillo, started for tho rendezvous
of the outlaws. At 9 A M. on Saturday about five hun¬
dred well equipped mounted men suddenly appeared
beforo tho entrenched camp of tho boastful defiers of tho
laws, where they found them In full force, with tho
Bayou well guarded, aid a bouse in the centre of their
position, loop holed, and otherwise thoroughly prepared
for enduring a siege or resisting a storming party. The
(',ag of their fraternity also floated defiantly in the breeze,
and until tho Vigilante had formed their order of battle,
and unmasked their cannon, all looked as if the defense
would bo obstinate and sanguinary.
Tho sight of the big gun, however, struck terror into

the hardened hearts of these outlaws, and snuac out j> iU
suddenly appenred to animate the warriors. Tholr num
ber was about one hundred and fifty,»many of whom hav
ilig horses, managed to make their escape, but seventy of
thetr force fell Into the hands of tho Vigilante. Immedi¬
ately a court martial was formed, consisting of two Vlgi-
luntH from each company, to whom the ques'iou was sub
milled whether the prisoners, notortons evil-doers, should
suffer death or be paddled. By a iwtforHy of two, it was
decided to tnfilct the paddle punishment, and thirty -fx
hundred blows wero equally administered. One fellow
committed suicide, by shooting himself, to avoid the
paddle. '

Subsequently, five others of the gang were found dead
from gun shot wound*.
Our Informant says that tho news of this affair caused

the greatest pleasure among all tho honost and decoat
inhabitants of the parish whero it oocurred and the adja¬
cent Attakapaa parishes, which have long suffered from
the depredaUow of the powerful and dangerous gang.
