
1809, and rulers, newspapers and over/ other
material thing, buve been carried along,- per¬
haps against their will, by the onward drift or
ideas. Railroads curry men to and fro by
thousands, and they come to know practically
their relations to each other. Telegraphs remit
idoas from State to State on the wings of light¬
ning, and awaken thought without directing it.
In this country may be seen on a broader scale
what has occurred in Europe in a minor degree.
^Twenty years ago newspapers here were the
organs of some petty clique of class interests, as

they are now in Europe, and the public mind
was controlled by a few leading men who gave
the cue to the then existing limited channels of
public intelligence. But railroads and tele¬
graphs set people in motion and stimulated
thought, and the result was the existence of an

independent press. The old organs could not,
and the new did not, seek to control the process
©f popular thought. So it is in Europe: men
are thinking, but not thinking as the class jour
bale would, have them. The London Times is
an eminent example. Great as is its circula¬
tion and influence in England, it is limited to a
Class. The drift of English thought is at direct
variance with the Times, and while it is pre¬
paring for an independent press, it is carrying
the Times in a direction quite opposite to many
t>f its teachings for years past. This is what is
Working in Germany and is preparing the way
for great changes there. The dynasties hate
the Napoleonic ideas, because they see that,
though they bridge the abyss of revolution on
the shore beyond where they would conduct
the nations, satisfied nationality is the para¬
mount idea.

News from Kansas.

Sr. Lena, Sept. 17, 1869.
Doaver City advices of tho 8th instant reached Leaven-

Worth yesterday. The returns from Denver City aud Au-
roria of the election on the 5th give a majority of 933
against the State Constitution, and in favor of tho Terri¬
torial organization. Tho returns from the mountain dis¬
tricts arc not received. Large numbers of miners were

leaving the mountains for tho valleys in consequence of
the prevalence of snow storms.

Boston, Sept. 17,1869.

The lady killed last night on tho Worcester Railroad, at
Natick, was Mrs. Cheesemnu, of this city, aged about fifty
years. Mr. Davis, who was Injured at the same time, is
expected to recover.

Stabbing Affray at Boston.
Boston, Sept. 17, 1859.

S. Fay, at tho office of tho
Middlesex Company, in Pearl street, during which tho
former stubbed the latter in the abdomen with a pocket
knife. Ayer was arrested. Fay was conveyed to his
residence in the care of two physicians. His case is con¬

sidered critical. Tho diilicu'ty originated at the lato
meeting of the Middlesex Mills Corporation,'in which Ayer
Was left oil'as one of tho directors. The affair caused a

great deal of excitement.

Hartford. The fire originated in consequence of one of
tho hands putting a quantity of cotton in the stove.

son, jeweller. By this fire nearly all of the manufacturing
business of this village Is suspended, and some three hun¬
dred hands are thrown out of employment. The loss is
estimated at over t75,000.
