The farmers are holilbig on to
their crops, preferring to borrow, with accumulating inte¬
rest and other charges thoroon, to selling at what they
call low prices. But low prices of produce are the great
wealth of tho country. Plenty of cheap fool makes
money; the wages of labor go further; and leaving much
for consumption of other articles of comfort, though of
less necessity, benefits trade and commerce.

The European capitalists always count on easy supplies
of money where food is abundant and cheap. The last
advices from Europe state that tho harvests there were

gathering in successfully, and that therefore no serious
disturbance of the money market was dreaded, though
the increasing activity of business foreshadowed some in¬
crease in the demand for money and a probably spoedy
r iee of half of one per cent in the rate of Interest.
