No animal ahull travel on any pari of the Central I'ark. ex¬

cept upon the "ride," or equestrian road, at * rale exceedingfive miles an hour. t'ersoiia on horseback sliuil not travel on
the "ride," or equestrian road, at a rate exceeding six Uli.cs perhour.
No vehicle shall he permitted on the "ride," or equestrianroad, the same being iletuted exclusively to equestrians; nor

ahull any vehicle, horse, or animal of burden, go upon any partof the Central Purk, except upon tlie "drive," and oilier car¬
riage and trans, crse roads, and upon auch places as are ap¬propriated for carriages at real.
No unlmitl or vehicle sliall he permitted to stand upon the

drive or carriage roads of the Central Park, or any part there
ol to the obstruction of the way or to the ineouvenience of tru
vel, nor sliall any person upon the Central Purk solicit or iuvltu
passengers.
No hackney coach, carriage, or other vehicle f-,r hire shall

stand upon any part of the Central Park lor the purpose of
taking in any other passengers or persona than those carried to
the Park hy said coach, curciage or vehicle.
No person shall expose any article or thing for sale upon the

Central Park, except previously licensed by the Board of Com
miaalonera of the Central Park, nor ahull liny hawking or ped¬
dling be allowed on tlio Central Park.
No omnibus, cart, dray, wagon, truck, or other vehicle car¬

rying goods, merchandise, manure, soil or other article, or
solely used for the carriage of goods, merchandise, manure or
other u idbit's, ahull be allowed to enter any part of the Central
Park, except upon the transverse roads.
No threatening, abusive, tnaullbig or Indecent language shall

be allowed on the Central Park, w hereby a breach of this peace
may be occasioned.
No person shall be allowed to tell fortunes, or play at any

game of ehunce at or with any table or Instrument of gaining,
nor to do any obaceuc or indeceut act whatever on the CentralPark.

In ease of an emergency where life or property nre endan¬
gered, all persons. If required so to do by the Superintendent
or any nl his assistants, shall remove from the portion of the
Central Park specified by the Superintendent or hts assistants,and remain oil the same till permission Is given to return.
The above ordinances were adopted and passed at a meetingof the Board of Commissioners of the Central Park, duly enli¬

vened and held on the USd day of September, 1859, and are
published In obedience to the requirements of ui. Bet entitled
"An act for the regulation and government of the Central
Park, In thn eily of New York," passed April 17. IK57- The
