road, about twelve miles below this city, on .Saturday
night. It was occasioned by a broken rail. One car was

overturned and the rest were throw u off the track.
Twenty persons were injured, but ouly one was killed.

The Fair at St. Louis.
St. Loris, Sept. 26,1859.

The fourth annual fair of the St. Louis Agricultural and
Mechanical Association opened to day. and although a

heavy rain fell in the morning the grounds were thronged,
about 16.000 jiooplc being in attendance. Tho First bri¬
gade of Missouri militia joined in the opening ceremonies,
and were reviewed by Col. Sunnier, of the United States
Army, and his staff. Nearly every Stute in the Union
is represented either by delegates, stock or in
the mechanical and agricultural departments. The
number of entries already exceed 5.000, more than twice
as many as those of any previous fair; still many more are
to be made. The exhibition of stock is unpreccdentcdly
large and superior in quality, the one thousand dollar
premiums for the best roadster, thorough bred stallion,
and thorough bred bull having drawn hero
many of the most celebrated animals in the
country. In a ring of twenty draft stallions
to-day the first premium was awarded to Charles B. Mack,
of Lockport, Kentucky. The Drst premium for matched
horses was taken by Wm. Reed, of Butler county, Ohio.
The city is densely thronged with strangers, and every
train and every steamboat comes loaded with additional
crowds. Should the weather prove propitious the fair
bids fair to eclipse any fair ever held in the Union.

The Pennsylvania State Fair.
PuiLADKi.raiA, Sept. 20,1859.

The State Agricultural Fair commences at Poweltou to¬
morrow, and probably will be the most prosperous one

ever held. The entries arc vory numerous. Tho rail-
roads are bringing unusunlly large numbers of people
from the interior and other cities, and the city is crowded.
A trial of fire engines, both hand and steam power,
promises to be tho most prominent feature in
the exhibition. Forty companies, including sixteen own¬

ing steam engines, will enter Into competition. An artifi¬
cial lake, mist 200 feet long, has been constructed for tho
purpose. The race track is in line order. In the stables
arc excellent stock horses, chiclly utility stock. All tho
departments are well tilled. The premiums to bo Ward¬
ed amount to $8,000.

The Yacht Club Fall licgutta.
A FINK DAY AT LAST.A LIGHT BREEZE ON THE
STAHT.A BIT OF A CALM.ANOTHHR LIGHT BREEZE
AND SOME DRIFTING.DULL TIMES, ETC., ETC.
After three succcssivo postjionoment.s, the autumn re¬

gatta of the New York Yacht Club came olf yesterday with
plenty of sunshine but light breezes, and part of tlie way
a dead calm. Kopented disappointments and the lateness
of the season tended to greatly lessen the interest of the
occasion. Of the third class sloops, the ..Marragausett"
had 110 competitor, the Alpha not sailing. The Mallory
stood in the some position In the second class sloops, so

that these two boats walked over the course. Neither
the Reberea, of the first class sloops, nor the Restless, or
the second closs schooners, had even a promise of a com¬

petitor, and their owners declined to sail. The wholo in¬
terest of the race, therefore, depended upon the Zingn,
Favorita and Gypsy, of the first class schooners, all of
which sailed, and kept pretty close together. The bay
Ht the start presented a beautiful appearance, dotted
as it was with myriads of sails of every size and descrip¬
tion. The location or the starting |*>iut at Owl's Heud,
by concentrating the yiu-hts made the scene unusually
brilliant. At the outset, about twelve 11., the wind was
light, Just enough to be called a breeze, and sutllccd to
carry the five boats slowly down through the Narrows;
but by the time the fleet had reached the Southwest Spit
the bouts' motion had subsided into a complete drift. At
the Southwest Spit, however,the breeze frcshoned a little,
and from that point round the IJght Ship the movement
was a little brisker. But on reaching the Southwest Spit
on the return, the welcome breeze subsided, and the re¬
turn from tliut point to Buoy No. 16,ofTStaten Island, just
below Fort Tompkins, was very slaw. The distance run
was only about thirty miles, yet nearly six hours and a
hair were consumed by tho fustest of the five boata in
making that distance.
