that, having notlttod lie Itivtero sumo time previous not

to attempt to aock such recognition, ho spurned hun with

expression! of contempt, and subsequently pulled the

moustache of ouo of the other two a* n rebuke to him for
MsMing hia hand threateningly under tne coat, an il Ire in¬
tended to draw a weapon; that the party went away do-

to accordance with tliai declaration, they had aent a per-
mm to wait upou turn with a challenge from De Riviere,
and niao an alternative challenge froui the peraou whose
moustache he l>a<t pulled in c-iee Mr Mnlligau ahould not
Be ariii.ua U> recognise the claiina of such a person a* De
ftmere The object of Mr. Mulligan iu calliug oti me with
ilua communication was to have me act for him in tho
matter, and 1 cheerfully assumed the responsibility he
wished. It was a request which 1 did not feet at liberty
to refuse to a brave man who had served under my com
¦sand as sergeant of diagootts through,«I the Mexican
war, and I was the more tmppy to sustain htm when I was
informed that the whole reason why he so grossly spurned
Ds Riviere was, that thatper«ro,in addition to his conduct
to the Blount affair, had been reported to have made a
Wholesale slanderous remark in public against tlie charac¬
ter of American women.

The person who was chosen by De Riviere (M. Prati)
was then referred to me, and we met ou Saturday at 12
IL to diecuaa the matter AtVr sumo conversation I told
torn that Mr. Mulligan would give He Riviere a mating,
toil we required a written challenge before we ooohl jwo
seed. This, however, was strongly objected to on their
part, on the ground, as they said, that it would rompro
mise them with the law; and we, being desirous of leav¬
ing no obstacle in the way of their wishes, waived that
nght. It was then agreed between us, on my proposi
lion, that the principals should fight with Celt's revolvers,
nnvy sixc, at a distance of flfteeu paces, with the right to
either party to advance <ui bis adversary after the first
fire This main condition being fixed and disposed of, it
remained for us as the challenged party to also name the.
place of meeting. Iu pursuance of that right we named
Canada. They, however, objected to Canada. wnorou;>on,
.apposing that the expense of the journey might possibly
Me the cause of their objection, I suggested, with as much
delicacy as 1 could, that ifwant of money were the reason,
we had fifty or a hundred dollars at their service; bu t their.
answer was, they knew nothing about Canada, and want
ad to flgbl nearer at hand and on that afternoon. Though
they had no right as the challenging party to thus dictate
terms. Mr. Mulligan directed me to concede anything ra¬
ther baulk their humor; and Mr. Prati left me to
return at one o'clock and let me know when they would be
ready to start; and we, now supposing that they were
really in earnest, engaged the services of a surgeon hi
attend us on the ground. At one o'clock P. M. Prati re
tumc.a and asked th«privilege of a postponement until
three o'clock; but this I objected to, as the hour would bo
too late for the long ride which we would have to lake.
Mr. Prati, however, was so urgent, that we waived our

rights again, but notified him to be sure to have his prin¬
cipal ready to start at three, without further loss of time.
A t three we w< re awaiting them with our surgeon at tho
appointed place, but they only appeared to ask the prt
vilege of still another hour's postponement, and of eveu
a quarter of an hour beyond Ibat, as the last margin they
would desire. We of course protested strongly against
their thus taking advantage of our previous concessions;
hut being willing to allow them the utmost latitude, and
beginning, too, to be a little curious as to what they really
intended to do, we gave thom till a quarter past four
o'clock, at which hour we were all to start for the Woe-
tiawken ferry at the foot of Forty second street, and
when on tho other side to seek as soon as jmssibie tho
Bioet convenient place. At four o'clock they gave the
signal they were ready, and drove off towards the ferry,
and we followed, stopping only ou our road to take iu the
surgeon, who. after three o'clock, had returned to his
office. This stop, however, eosl us the loss of one boat,
and we suffered a delay at the ferry of just half an hour.
There was in my coach, besides my principal, the

Surgeon and myself, but one other person, though an¬
other coach, containing three gentlemen, followed us on
hoard. Ou arriving ou the Jersey side we found Mr. De
Itlviere and Prati and Stuecchia awaiting us at a tavern
by the road side; and before starting up the hill, one of
the gentlemen in the coach that had followed us, inquired
Of Mr. Prati if there would bo any objection for them to
be present on the ground. No objection was made,
and we started in our coaches up the hill, foi
lowed also by a wagon containing two other
persons whom we found at the tavern on the Jer
¦ey side, where Dc Riviere and his friends had been
awaiting OS. These, and the three hack drivers who enn-
cocveyed us severally to the ground, were all the persons
srbo were present. Ou getting out of our coaches, winch
was at half past five, with the sky heavily clouded up, I
was at once met by M. Prati with au objection to tho dis¬
tance that had bee'u fixed upon, accompanied by a request
on their part that it should be increased from fifteen la
thirty paces. I promptly resisted this new invasion of our
privileges, told Mr. Prati that we would submit to no at
teration of the terms that had been fixed upon, and said I
was at a loss to conceive why they should wish the dis¬
tance increased, now that it was growing rapidly dark,
when fifteen paces hail been thought wide enough apart
at mid-day. Mr. Prati went to his principal frequently,
consuming much time, but always came back to say that
De Riviere would not consent to fight at less than thirty
paces. "Very well, sir,"' then said I, "if M. de Riviere
will net adhere to the terms he has agreed on, or wi shes
So withdraw his challenge, we have nothing more to say;
we have received no liynry , and we arc here, not seeking
satisfaction, but in obedience to your call, ready to give
satisfaction to you, and, if you do not want It, that is your
swn affair." Upon this Mr. Prati went back to De Riviere,
sad after some talk, during which it began to ruin and
grow quite dark, he returned to me again and said that
De Riviere would agree to exchange one shot at fificeu

Bees, but that the remainder tnust be fired at thirty 1,
wever, would not suffer a presuniptuoua dictation of this

sort, and told him positively he must begiu to fire at our
distance, and not increase it till the affair was closed.

Mr. Prati, thereupon, finding his principal to be intract¬
able, said he washed his hands of the affair; whereupon
Mr. Smccchia came forward and proposed to compromise
on twenty and thirty paces,by pu-ung these two nuinburs
In a hat and fixing the distance by tho flrst
drawn oat. I replied that I did not come over there to
settle the affair by lottery, and that having been eugag-d
to making concessions all day, I would hear of uo further

"encroachment on onr rights, and that I hardly knew how-
to understand the demand of a party asking satisfuctiou
to increase the distance. Peeing that I was firm. Dc Ri
vferc then requested to sjwak to mc, and after stating it
was too dark to proceed further with the business that
day, asked me if 1 would consent to meet another repre
Bontotive yif his that evening after we returned to town.
