CANADA AND NSW YORK MATCHES.COMPARI¬

SON OR TBI PI.AYKRH.SKETCHES OP THE KNQ-
naii PLAYERS.TUX PROPOSED BASE BALL
MATCH, ETC.
Hie crickoting community or this city bare, during the

past week, enjoyed a capital opportunity of witucasiug
twir favorite game played by eleven of the moet accom¬

plished players in the world, against twenty-two oppo¬
nents selected from tho whole extent of the United States.
But the late match at Hobckcn cannot strictly be termed
an International one, seeing that there were only three
Americans in the list «f the twenty-two players. The
game of cricket is only just becoming naturalized in this
country, and it cannot be expected that playors of two or
throe years, experience can equal those who have from
boyhood been accustomed to its practice. The majority
of the members of tbo cricket clubs of this country are

Englishmen, who have brought from their native to their
adopted country a love of their national game. In Phila¬
delphia, where cricket has gained a firmer foundation
than in any other city in tho United States, the clubs are

composed almost entirely of Americans, and the progress
they have made in the game was evidenced in the result
.f the recent match between tbo Philadelphia and New
Tork Cricket Clubs. In another year wo fully anticipate
seeing an American Eleven a match for any English
¦even in the States that can bo brought against them.

hi the llrst match which the English Eleven played at
Montreal, against twenty two of Lower Canada, they were
not in a proper condition to display to perfection the beau¬
ties of this scientific game. They had Just arrived, after
having passed the ordeal of a severe voyage across tho
Atlantic, and were consequently not in proper trim for
playing a game which requires such steadiness of nerve,
quickness of eye and activity as cricket. Notwlthstand-

this, they were able to beat their opponents easily by
eight wickets, although, from the heavy rains which had
fallen, the ground was not in a sufficiently elastic condi¬
tion to do justice to the admirable bowling of Jackson,
Gaifyn and Wisdom The bowling they encountered there
was far from being Urst rate, and the Eleven declare thai
they would influitely prefer really good bowling to play
against than tbat of a loose, irregular description.
That larger scores can bo made of good bowling than

sf bad was evidenced in the recent match in New York,
where Bam Wright, Gibhus and Hallis bowled. Those
players are confessedly far superior to Uardinge, Ellis and
Fisher in tills department of the game, yet tho Eleven
scored of their bowling 160 in one innings, against 149 in
two innings at Montreal, with eight wickets to go
down. The ground was also in better condition
at IIobokcQ than it was at Montreal, and the
display of magnificent cricket last week was con¬
sequently superior to anything of the kind ever witnessed.
On the side of tho Twenty two the fine playing of Lang,
Hammond, Sharp and Newhall was conspicuous, while
.f the Eleven, Hayward, Carpenter, Lucky er and Grundy
made the largest scores. But it wus in the fielding of the
latter that their skill was the most conspicuous. Their
precision, quickness and harmonious action were truly
wonderful. The wicket keeping of Luckyer created uni-
ersal admiration and surprise at tho extraordinary com¬
mand over the ball ho possessed. It is indeed difficult to
particularise the good playing shown by each, as all were
equally perfect. They have undoubtedly given a groat im¬
petus to cricket in this country by their visit, and we shall
undoubtedly witness the good eflects in the improvement
manifested in our players in future, tho result of the
lessons they have learned of the English Eleven.
We have already described the peculiar style of play

and merits of each individual cricketer among our Eng¬
lish visitors. There is one thing which forcibly arrests
W>e attention of the casual observer. The majority of
them are men rather below than above tho medium
height, showing that it is not pure physical strength that is
requisite for an accomplished cricketer. George Parr,confessedly the finest batsman in tho world, is a flne-
leoking, powerfully-built mau, about five feet eleven inches
in height, bearing couviuclug proof of his Anglo Saxon
descent. He, with Wisdon, is tho manager of tho corps
of cricketers, and they make all the necessary arrange
ments. He is a person of excellent education, his father
being a largo and respectable farmer at Radcliffe, near
Nottingham. He has always been connected with the All
England Eleven, and succeeded the late celebrated slow
howler, William Clarke, as the captain and secretary of
that body. His merits as a cricketer may be Judged from
the fact tbat his companions all unite in pronouncing him
the "best bat in the world." As one of the Eleven re¬
cently observed in speaking of him, "George Parr plays
cricket from going in to coming out, and if a match is in
danger of being lost he is the man we all look to to re¬
trieve it." Lockycr, of whose wicket keeping abilities wo
have already spoken, is a middle sized, squarely built
young man, about thirty-one years old, with an open,
good tempered countenance, and fiorid complexion that
unmistakably marks him for an Englishman. Jackson
and Stephenson are both tall, strongly built men, about
five feet eleven inches in height, and with open. Intelligent
countenances. The former ranks as a Nottingham player,
although in reality he is a Suffolk man, but has been a re¬
sident of the former county since he was quite young.
The latter is a Surrey man, and is attached to the Man¬
chester Cricket Club as professional bowler. Call'yn, Hay-
ward and Julius Ca-sar arc all about the same age
and height.viz: five feet eight inches. They arc all
handsome, intelligent men, the first and last
being 8urrey men, as Hayward is of Cambridge.
Ckffyn is a finished cricketer in every department, and at
batting, bowling and fielding stands first on the list. His
style or playing is remarkably graceful, and his scores
almost always arc umong the" largest. Wisden, a Sussex
player, is a gentlemanly looking man of some 33 years.
He is rather below the middle stature and anther sturdily
built, bat possessed of great activity. He ranked for
many years post as the " prince of bowlers" in England,
and yet occupies the very highest rank. He is the cap¬
tain and secretary of the United All England Eleven.
John Lillywhite is the eldest son of tho late celebrated
cricketer, William Lillywhite, who first introduced round
arm bowling. He is the largest manufacturer of and dealer
hi cricketing materials In the world, and is surpassed by
none as a finished player. Grundy is a Nottingham play¬
er, about 86 years of age, and just about the middle
height. He has a countenance expressive of good humor
and intelligence; be carries on a large business in the gro¬
cery trade at New Radford, near Nottingham. Alfred
Diver, the celebrated lODg stop, is a Cambridge youth,
rather below the medium size, and with a very prepos¬
sessing expression of countenance. He is a professional
cricketer, and as such is engaged by the Rugby school.
Carpenter and Hayward also belong to Cambridge; the
former is a fine-looking, well built man, about 28 years of
age, and of quiet, gentlemanly deportment. He has only
been a member of tho United All England Eleven for two
years, but as a batsman is excelled by few. His beauti¬
ful " back play" is generally admired, as also is bis field¬
ing at point, in which position he is unequalled.
Hayward is a slenderly built young man of tlfirty-four
years of age, and about the middle height. He tiosscsses
a well knit frame, combining great strength with activity.
He is a very intelligent, handsome looking man, of very
pleasing manners. His services arc alwnyB in demand as
a professional by some of the best clubs in England. He
belongB to the Ail England Eleven, and his scores in this
country in the matches played have always been very
large.
The English cricketers express their gratification at tho

handsome manner in which they have been received in
New York, and the treatment they have experienced from
all with whom they have boon brought into contact. Had
time permitted they would have had great pleasure in
making arrangements with the base ball clubs of this city
for a match at that game; but the time ol' their visit being
brief, and having two matches still on hand.at Philadel¬
phia and Hamilton, C. W..compels them regretfully to
decline the Invitation they received for such a match. It
would undoubtedly have proved a most exciting aud in¬
teresting affair, and wc should have been glad if a match
could have been arranged between them.

The reduction to loans, though considerable, is hardly

as large as was looked for by those who wish to see the
loans reduced to the neighborhood of one hundred mil¬
lions. It seems that the banks arc not yet prepared for
so thorough a reduction. Public opinion decidedly favors
a reduction which shall be a guarantee that no risk is
going to be run by the banks; but the necessities of tho
jobbers and the natural tendency of thej^ank managers to
leavo none of their deposits idlo havo not, thus far, led to
the desired result. In coin the movement is rather better
than was generally expected. A California steamer
Is now about due, with over a million and
a half, and from present appearances tho prospect
of further large lossos by export is at the present time
rather slender. 8tiU the banks must bear in mind that
they can no longer hope to draw gold from tho interior,
and that while, on the other hand, a moderate export of
gold to Europe must bo expected, it will bo safe to calcu¬
late, on the other, upon largo remittances to tho South to
move the cotton crop.
In the money market there is no material change to

note. Some brokers report more money offering, while
other houses, on the contrary, state that they are selling
paper with more difficulty than last week. Tho late ad¬
vance is mostly felt on long paper. Ali fears of a rovul
sion this fall having vanished; short paper with two good
names goes readily at or below the legal rate. Tho stock
broken) are paying from 6 to 7, according to the charac¬
ter or the socurity, ftc., &c.
Tho foreign exchange marked has hardly oponcd yetfor Wednesday's steamer. Tho loading drnwer has not

Changed his rates, and is doing very little business. Tho
market rate nppears to be about 110 for 60 day sterlingbills, and 110>{ for short sight; for francs 5.13\a 5.16for 60 day bills. At these rates, allowing for freight, win¬
ter instrance, &c., it hardly pays to draw against ship¬ments ot specie. The present prospect is that the steamer
of Wodneniay will tako little or no gold, though somo
may bo engaged to morrow. The latest European advices
point to a further accumulation of gold in tho Bank of
Englnnd, and are not calculated to stimulate further ship¬ments from this side.
Tho stock market opened feebly, but gained strength as

the business of tho day progressed. There worn largo
transactions both in New York Central and in the loading
Western stocks. The foimer was rather stronger this
norms* than on Saturday, notwithstanding the discr«-

pancy between the ret) and the promised incretee tn the
month'e earnings. The (took opened tt alwut 78\, ad
vanced to 79>4, at which price it wan offered botween the
boards; In the afternoon it sold at 70V. end cloned at
79V bid. Operators seem surprised that while other
stocks have reacted 6 a 7 per cent, Central holds its
own so strongly: tho readiness to soil it short has
been quite marked for a few days. Galena was dune
as low as 70V on Boilers' option; in the afternoon it closed
at 72 bid. Rock Island sold as low as 62V, the price at
which it stood in July and August; it closed In the niter-
noon at 64 bid. These roads cannot fad to do a large bu¬
siness this fall. Michigan guaranteed rattled from the
extrcrao depression of Saturday, and sold at 18, closing at
17V bid. For the second mortgage bonds, 36 was bid.
Tho question whether the November interest will be paid
is actively discussed in the street Hudson River was

quite firm at Saturday's price; tho exhibit of the last
year's business Beems to strlko people favorably. There
is very little doing in railroad bonds; in State stocks,also,
the business is moderate, but prices are firm. In tho af¬
