THE RECEPTION AT HOME.

For Borne time post expectation baa been on tiptoe con¬

cerning the wedding that took place in the Cathedral yes¬
terday. It baa been the principal topic of interest, the

exciting subject of discussion in many circles for weeks
and mouths, and more rumors have been circulated in

oocncction with it than with any similar event since the

Rothschild wedding, of which such glowing accounts were

published in the English and continental papers. This,
like it, has been a'diamond wedding; everything was

magnificent.everything was on a grand scale.all tbeap-
jpointmcnts and arrangements wero carried out with the
utmost munificence.
The correspondents of the various country papers

amused their readers with accounts of the marvellous
iwealth of the bridegroom, who was represented to bo a

perfect Oroesns, to be literally rolling in riches. Ho was

reported to have made presents to no end to the fair
' bride.several Bets of diamonds, a wardrobe containing
'Sixty or seventy dresses, and other things too nume¬

rous to mention, the value of the wholo amounting
to between seventy and eighty thousand dollars. One

ring alone was said to havo cost the bridegroom about
two thousand. It would, in fact, he tedious to repeat the

reports that were circulated. If the wealth of the brido-

.groom does not ceme up to the figure at which it has been

fixed, it is still quite large enough to afford some ground
for the stories that have been circulated. His wealth is
estimated at a moderate calculation at five millions of dol-
'lars; he owns some four thousand negroes in Cuba, and is
the possessor of several of the largest plantations on the
Island. His sister is said to be equally as wealthy, and
out ol her fortuno has built and endowed a convent. We
may also add that the Oviedos are among the nobieBt
families in Cuba.

To prevent ovor-crowding, only those who had cards
wero admitted,and policemen wero stationed at each door
to seo that no one cutercd who was not entitled to the pri¬
vilege. The police arrangements wero got up undor tho
direction and supervision of General Superintendent Pills

bury, who appeared to be ubiquitous on the occasion. Tho
following was tho order issued to the hack drivers, and it
was carried out to tho letter:.

The Atebbishop's residouco was literally and actually
besieged by applicants for tickets. Ono lady, a recent

rouvcrt from Eptscopalianism, pleaded for one*on tho

ground that she had novcr seen a Catholic wedding.
Many an appeal was made to the flinty-Hearted policemen
at the door; butali in vain; every petition was met by tho

tame curt answer, "Can't, without a ticket;" and very
many who canw trusting to their powers of persuasion
retired bailled and disappointed. The excitement among
the ladies was something tremendous; as ono of them feli-

citiously remarked, the Great Eastern could not create

greater; they were all anxiety to see the bride, to note

how she looked, how she acted, but above all, how she

was dressed.
Within tho church every seat was occupied, and every

available space crowded. A great number of foreigners
were present, particularly French and Cubans, several of

our most distinguished fellow citizens, and a good sprink-
kng of naval officers in undress uniform.

Bartlctl and tho bride, followed by Senor Ovicdo and
Mrs. UartlctL The bridal purty on entering the church
ranged themselves in ordor outside tbo altar rails, thoro
to await the entrance of the Archbishop. Every eyo was
directed to the principal parties in the procession, and as
the bride advanced, enveloped in a eloald of lace, tho
congregation half rose in their eagerness lo catch a glimpse
®f the fair object of general curiosity. Tho bride w ire a
magniflcent dress of white silk, whicU was almost concealed
beu. alh two deep flounces of Brussels lace. A veil o.'
the same elegant lace, fastened on her head by tho ous-
ternary orange blooms, Mi around her; a imcklaooof
pearls encircled her throat; sho wore a splendid brooch of
pearls and dtamonds, and a pair or magudlc ut pearl ear¬
rings completed the brlda dress, she approached tho al
tar leaning on her father's arm, while the bridegroom
and Mrs. Bsrllett walked together Mr- Ban
lett's dress was a white mnlro antique trimmed With
Jnce flounces.

It uiny bo well to state that the Archbishop addressed

the groom iu Spanish aud ho replied in the samf lan¬
guage.
Then the Archbishop addressed the brile, and asked

her:.
"Frances Amelia Barilett. wilt thou take Bstabon Santa

Cruz do Oviedo for tby iAwiul husband, according to tho
rlto of our holy mother, the church?"
"1 will."
They joined bands, and the Archbishop said:.'"I join

you t< g« thcr in marriage in tho name of tho Fatucr, and
of the Son, and of the Holy Chest.Amen." After which
be sprinkled them with holy water, aud blessing the ring
which the groom had placed on the hook, he said:."Our
help is in the ramie of the Lord:" to which Father Starrs
and Father McN.orny responded:.
"Wlio made Heaven and earth.
Oh Lord, hear my prayer,
And let my cry couie unto thee.
Tho lord be Willi you
And with thy spirit."
The Archbishop then ollered up the following prayer:.
"Blots, O Lord, this ring which we bless in Thy name

that slic why will wear it keeping true faith unto bor
spoute, may abide in Thy |ieaoe and will and love, live in
mutual charily, through Christ our Lord..Amen.'1

'J he ring having been blessed, tho groom received it
and placed It on tho middle linger of tho left hand, the
Archbishop saying:.
"In the name of the Father and of the Sou and of tho

Holy Chest, confirm, O Cod, that which thou host wrought
in us."
And tho assistant clergy responded.
"From Thy holy temple which is in Jerusalem."
Save Thy servants.
Who hope In Thee, 0 my Cod.
.Send tbein help, O Lord, from Tby sanctuary.
And defend them out of Zion.
Be unto tin.in, 0 Lord, a tower of strength.
From the face of the enemy.
O Lord, hear my prayer.
And let my crjrcome unto Thee.
Look,0 Lord, we beseech Thoe.upon those Thy ser¬

vants, and graciously assist Thine own institutions, where¬
by Thou hast ordained the propagation of munkiud, Unit
tfiey who are Joiuod together by Thy authority may be
preserved by Thy help, through Christ our Lord. Ami-u."
At the conclusion of tho ceremony the Archbishop, ad¬

dressing the newly married pair on the sanctity and in¬
violability of the marriage vow, said."The contract you
have now entered into is for life: it can uever be broken.
' What God has joined let not man put asunder."
Cur Ixird himself raised it to the dignity of a sacrament,
and his church in all ages resisted every attempt to lessen
the sanctity of the matrimonial contract. Tho Catholic
rhurch has never granted divorces.never, never.
You may have heard that she has done so,
but bciicvo it not; 'lis a mistake; she has never
granted a divorce where marriage has been legiti¬
mately entered Into, and she never will. For maintaining
the inviolability of this sacrament the church lost England
aud at the present moment she would lose a thousand
Engiandg, or any other country, rather than loosen tho
bonds that binds society together. What would
the condition of society be but for marriage. So-
icty is modo up of families, and to this sacrament
tho family relations are indebted for their sanc¬
tity, stability, decency aud dignity. Marriago Is no
mere human contract, to bo dissolved at the option
of cither liarty; it cannot bo affected by prosperity
or adversity, sickness or health, joy or sorrow: it lasts
through life, and can only bo broken by tho summons
that calls one or other from this world. It has its bless¬
ings, its privileges, and it lias also its trials; but they will
be borne together? and with religion as your guide and
pole star they will conduce to your eternal interest aud wel¬
fare." Alter some further remarks the Archbishop alluded
to the ease with which divorces were obtained, and their
injurious etfect on the morals of the community. The wis¬
dom of the church of God, observed tho Archbishop, was
never more strikingly displayed than in her unwavering
opposition to divorces. See the state of society to which
a lacility of Obtaining them has led at the present time,
w hen men can be lound to advocate tho total abrogation
ol marriage, or its depeudenco on the. whim and caprico
of the parties entering into it. After dwelling on this
subject at some length, he referred to what is called a
double marriage, that is, being married, according to
the Catholic arid i'rotestuiit ritual. This, he said, was au
impossibility; they could not be half married in ouo place
and ball married in another. They should remember
when ihey were married in that church no other ceremo¬
ny was requisite.that was final. The Archbishop then
exhorted them on the duties of the married state, the mu¬
tual affection and forbearance they Rhould exercise to¬
wards each other; and, addressing the bridegroom, said,
he should bear in mind that this young lady had been
sui rounded in herown home with loving care ami attention,
and that it devolved upon him to supply the place of those
affectionate relatives she hail left. She will be the lady
of your home, continued the Archbishop, aud its orna¬
ment, and there is every bumun reason to suppose that
the marriage this day solemnized will be fortunate and
happy.

A grand wedding Is not a rare sight in the metropolis,
but it always commands the devoted attention of what is
graphically called the sidewalk committee, a very numer¬

ous class of persons, composed of the most heterogeneous
materials. There are unemployed clecfcp, Bohemians,
loungers, ladies with no reputation w^feh mentioning,
boys of all sizes, frum the diminutive urchin of tender
years and suspicious trowscrs to the half rowdy and hall
thief, always on the qui vice for country gentlemen's porte-
monuaics or the poodles of maiden ladies. You may sec
all these people hanging about the locality where matri¬
mony d la mode is to be performed any day of the week.
It was not remarkable, then, that the sidewalk com¬
mittee should be on band in full force for the aflhir of
yestcrdny. It was reinforced, too, by an unsavory infu¬
sion of the denizeus of the Points.while, black ofid dirt
color.with here and thero some well dressed people,
who had been clossitlcd like the original stockholders In a
broken railway. The tickets of odmir .on to tho church
were stamped ''B.".all stamped "B.;" but tho preferred
stock, which entered by the vestry door, on Mulberry
street, where the immortal Brown and a stroug detach¬
ment of police kept a clear passage, had tickets stamped
with a blue "B.while the others ran in this way:.

hlo for the "red B's" to get in. A good a my "red
B'S 'did squocze through, but came back very red all
over, and disagreeably warm, saying thero were no seats,
and tha' generally they had quite euuugh ol' It. TUoroupou
tho rrst of tho "red B's''mixed with the crowd, and be¬
came jolly and generally agrcoublc.
As an unfortunate "red B,'' the writer can say nothing of

the interior of tho Cathedral and the general magnificence
v hich prcvniled there without doubt. But the external
scene, which was quite free to tho public, except drivers
and coal earls, who were compelled to buck out ignomlnt-
o. sly, was a study for a phlksopber. The purlieus of
Mott and Mulberry streets aro very democratic, and of
course exceedingly dirty. The crop of wicked boys,slat¬
ternly women and sickly infants is very largo in this dis¬
trict. The conversation carried on between tawdry young
women in tenement houses and precocious young men on

the sidewalk, or perched upon fences, was not
such as is habitually lleard In up town drawing
looms and the criticism, on tho appearance ol tho bridal
pnriy wore more froo than elegant. Homo of tho young
women expressed an earnest desire for a Cuban with onlyhalf the bridegroom's money; while tho young gentle¬
men wondered where lie kept bis loose cash at night,sarcastic remarks wero made upon those of the unfortu
nuto red "B's" wholujd gotten themselves up in all the
K ory ol lull drops, which did seem a llttlo out of plucounder the droppings of thrco cent grog shops and fifth ratetenant houses.

It was a curious scene this crowd, which must havenumbered etglit or ten thousand pcoplo, some of wh mi
were on the ground us early as ton o'clock in the morn-

irig, and ri maiued standing until ono. Tlio windows
and root's of tbo houses looking towards the Cathedral
were nil tilled with anxious faces, young aud old, clean,
medium clean and awfully dirty, haggard, thin and worn
with the labor that never tola, the hunger thai always
gt awo, the thirst tliul is never quenched. Contrast such a
sombre background with the splendid equipages, the
clouds of crinoline, and lace unJ (lowers, the fair ladies
glowing in beauty, set oil' by the rarest work of the
uiost expert niMlirtit, the cleverest jewellers aud
the r.immugcfd fitbt icattons of all tlio thousand
uickkuacks that go to mako up tho autre
of the woman of fashion their attendant cava¬
liers dressed in the best possible taste, with coats
irreproachable, white cravats immaculate, trowsers
that might be called wonderful works of arU., hein yauJie
et bini chauuir.idealize it all with the clear atumepnoro
of a lovely Iiidiun Buumier day, and tell us If tho phllo
sophic "red II.'' did not have «s Interesting a stuoy as tho
more aristocratic ceruhau customer who was admitted
(0 the Temple of Hymen '

And then when it was all over, and everybody had
fallen back so far that no ono had any mot e back to
fall u|siu, or any more toes to be trodden upon,
L< w refreshing was tho cheer which tho <n poltoi
set up as tho bride Boated to her carriage, fol¬
lowed by ber train of attendant divinities. The carriage,
with the blinds down, drovo rapidly nwuy.but the brides¬
maids were in no such hurry, and even the "red It's" had
a sight at Ibern. You could See a bit of nose and some
hi address, all the rest was a maze of muslin and wonder-
tulty gawzy fabrics, looking like a form of luo cream
with a 'ted B" stuck in the top of it.

IN TRANSITU.KROM THE CATHEDRAL TO THE HOUSE.
The classic purlieus of Mott and Mulberry and Prince

streets doubtless never knew such a charming crush uf
crinoline, carriages, satin slippers, patent loathor boots,
new bats and snowy kids as signalized the egress of the
multitude from the Cathedral. Between the people who
wanted to get away, the carriages that wanted to get to
them, and tlio Inquisitive multitude anxious to witness all
that was going on, there was the most charming confusion
of the cr«me de la crente und the lofter ten thousand. But
surely, though slowly the extrication was completed, and
the emorgiug of so much of fashion and the feminine
gender into Broadway added much to the brilliancy of
(bat world-renowned thoroughfare. A steady current of
both vehicles and pedestrians could be discerned pouring
towards Fouitvenlh street, while the scene on arriving at
that [loint was almost a repetition of tbo Cathedral jam,
so far as tbo density of the crowd was conccmod.
THE CROWD AT THE DOOR OP THE BRIDE'S RESI¬

DENCE.
Long before the brilliant cortege of tho bridal party had

made its appearance, heading the long line from 1%
church to the house, the crowd began to collect in tho
vicinity, and by tlio time the visiters to the bride and
bridegroom began to enter, the stoops of tho neighboring
buildings, tho windows nnd the sidewalks, were crowded
with eager gazers anxious to see the rich Cuban and his
friends, and indulging in all sorts of extravagant ideas
concerning his untold wealth. It was rumored that his
team was to consist of Flora Temple, Lantern, Princess
Rnd Lancet, and that he designed toslfl silver dollars alongthe route, lor the benefit of the people, on the all import¬
ant occasion of his marriage. But this story was doubted
by a few. Expectation, however, was none the less on
tiptoe, and as carriage afler carriage wheeled up and de¬
posited its fair hiad, eager eyes peered in at the windows
and at the faces of tbo visitors. Fven the wide street was
blocked up as far as from Sixth avenue to Broadway,with the numerous vehicles of the ban ton intermingled
with an occasional hack or a Fourteenth street stage, de¬
positing at the door the honored caller wlioso finances
favored that democratic mode of conveyance.

THE BCENE IN THE HOUSE.
The compactness of the Cathedral crowd was daguerrco-

typc3 in that of the house, an 1 were it not for the ex¬

pansive and protecting ct iitoiino doubtless some of the
luetics would have been ueon irtably squeezed.un¬
avoidably of course. Everybody was anxious to get in,
and was perfectly unconscious that anybody else wanted
the same privilege. It was all ebb tide and no flow, and
the inducement to try and stem the current grew small
and beautifully less. To attempt to enumerate
tho gentlemen of note in the army and uavy,
at the bar, in the political world, or in pri-
vato life, or the numberless Mm of account
in the world of wealth, letters and fashion, would neoes
sarily result in a most imperfect list, and occupy some
ro< m Suffice it to say that everybody was there, und
everybody's friend.

THE BRIDE AND BRIDEGROOM AT RECEPTION.
At the head of the front parlor stood the newly mar¬

ried couple, the bridesmuids.Misses West, Parker, Stark,
Howland, Bartlett and Izquado.v\ ith the attending
groomsmen and the happy father and mother being
ranged on either Side. The visiters were expected to

greet the bride and groom, pass round to the other end
of the room, taking a look at the gorgeous and prince¬
ly wedding presents, and pass out through the
third room, stopping to take a look at or a bite of the well
surrounded collation. As before intimated, tboso who
got in flrst evinced little disposition to make room for
new comers, and locomotion was rather difficult, and
hkcly to play sad havoc with the ladies' expansive toi¬
lets, and envelope the comparatively diminutive cents
in a mysterious maze of silk, laces, poplins and
crapes, ol delicate texture and delicious odor. But seve¬
ral thousand invitations had been issued, and the crowd
kept pouring In.
The bride received her guests with unaffected cordiality,

and a smiling self-possession which few could have main¬
tained amid such embarrassing prominence. She was
ready with a pleasant jest for all, and as the poet hatb
it:.

her cheek was pale,
And yet so lovely that the mirtli would flush
Its rose of whiteness with the brightest blush.

Nor was the groom less happy, and to one and all he
extended cordial greetings in his native tongue.in which,
by the way, he would have better comprehended the
Archhishop's long speech. The exaggeration of bis age
cannot make him a whit less jolly, or soiiul, or rich, and

Joseph Hall, of the New
York Hospital, male a |>ost mortem examination, aud
found three wound*.ore in the abdominal parietes, tw
inches below the umbilicus; another over the right side of
the chest, and a third at a point two inchos below the in¬
ferior angle of the Bcapula and at the same sido. The Jury-
rendered a verdict."That Dennis McHenry came to his
death at the hands of John Krimans, on the 10th day of
Ociober, I860, with some instrument to them unknown.'
On being examined, tho prisoner said."I did it in
my own defence; I thought those who were
with deceased intended to injure me ; I did
not intend to kill the man." Deceased
was thirty years old, a native of Ireland, and was gene
rally considered a peaceably disposed person. He leaves
a wile and four children. The accused is alsomarriod,
twenty-four years of age, Irish by birth, and a typo caster
by occupation. He has been locked up in the Tombs Co
trial.
Arrkjt of an Alleged Mlrtikrkr.On Wednesday, as

a citizen of Clyde, Wayne county, N. Y., was passing
through Central Park ho observed among the workmen a
young man named Wm. Fee, for whom a reward ha I
been offered on an alleged charge of having, witu three

RoadH.Statement of Capt. Shufeldt, Ate.

N'ORSOLK, Oct. 13, 1859.
Tho steamship Quaker City arrived iu Hampton Heads

at 7:30 l'.M. yesterday, in tow of tho steamer ritato of
Georgia. llio following U Captain Shufetdl'S statu-
merit:.
Hie engine was smashed when thirty six hours out from

N't w York, and thirty-eight mil * 3.S.K. of Capo Hattorua
After her separation froru the Doiibarton on ttie 7th,
tho Quaker City made Iter way north and «a:l under can¬
vass. At 6 P. M. ef the Dth she was in latitu to 3(1 5S,
longitude 74 22, one hundred and thirty ini'e s from tho
first point named. Thoro a steumur bouud south passu i
without uolieing our signals of distress or tho tiring of our
guns, although apparently near enough for both. At b:3i
r. M the schooner King Kieber, of New York, the name
of'whose captain is not known, bore away for us, an I
with the truo characteristic of a seaman hail
ed us, and said ho would stick oy us till
the last, which premise ho faithfully performed. Tho
brig Sena, of Alexandria, also answered our signals, and
laid by us nuUl Sent in Search of a steamer. At seveu in
the evening a gale from the northward of great force
struck the ship, when she laid with her hat to the east
ward, behaving udmiiahly for forty-eight hours. During
this time il became necessary to heave overboard tho
deck freight. At noou on the llih, the gale having
abated, iu iat. 3d 30, Ion. 74 ti, tho ship was taken in low
by the. Kingfisher, and aided by bcr own sails, siio&seded
in bailing twenty miles westward, when ut midnight tho
State of Georgia ran down aud Look us in tow, sixty miles
northeast of Cape floury. Captain Shufulut desire* Ur
pub.icly thank the captains of the Pun burton, Kiug
Usher, Senu und State of Georgia for the prompt and

THB BBNICIA BOY 8 ACCOUNT OF TUB AFFAIR.HE
DECLINES PUBLISH1NO ANY MORE CARDS.HIS
VISIT TO TUB HERALD OFFICE.
A day or two ago wc published a card of Mr.

Hcenon's, notifying Mr. Morrissey in tho politest
terms that he should be happy to accommodate him by
fighting him for tho round sum of $10,000, either before
or after his (Hecnuu's) contest with Tom Sayers, tho
champion of England. To this card Morrlssey replied
on Wednesday, by publishing a noto couched in equally
polite and respectful language, expressing a hope

the sum named. A paragraph in yesterday's Herald
described an altercation which was said to hxve occurred
between these two distinguished individuals at the lower
end of the City Hall Park on Wednesday, aud represented
Morrisscy as invitiug his rival then and there to Btop with¬
in the enclosure, divest bimself of his outer garments,'and
then and there favor him and the promenaders on Brood-
way with an exhibition of his skill in the fistic art, just
for tlie love of the thing.which iuvitation Human was

said to have coolly declined.
To that paragraph were we indebted for the honor of a

visit from the Bcnicia boy yesterday, in the editorial
rooms of the Herald office. He felt much aggrieved
that such an Incorrect and exaggerated statement of his
Interview with Morrissey had been published, and desired
to give his own version of the occurrence. According to

Although the advk:c3 are thus one day later, the main

point* of the news have been anticipated by our tele-
graphic report from the Indian at Farther Point, given in
the Hbulii of Tuesday last.
yrince Nupcloon arrived at Zurich Sept. 29. Separate
conferences brtween the French and Sardinian, and after¬
wards between the French and Austrian Plenipotentiaries,
have taken place.
A variety of incoherent rumors were circulated in Paris

on the 28th ult. as to the settlement of the Italian question
and the proceedings at Zurich, but they would not agreo
with each other, and several aro probably pure inven¬
tions. The belief seems to he general that a Congress is
decided on.

The Li ndon Herald correspondent says that Austria and
Piedmont are about making warlike preparations, and that
the French army of occupation in Italy is about to re¬
ceive reinforcements. The renewal of hostilities Is appre¬
hended by many.
A French provincial journal says that the military dl-

viskins and subdivisions of France are ubout to be or¬
ganized on a new footing, and that the government In¬
tends to make every great port a centre of a division or
subdivision, in order that at a given moment the action
of the laud and sea forces may prove prompt and effica¬
cious.
The representative of the Grand Duke of Tuscany at

Rome has refused to deliver up the Embassy Bouse, al¬
though threatened with the confiscation of his own pro¬
perty In Tuscany. It is said bo is supported in his refusal
by the Ambassadors of France and Austria.
The Dictator of Modena has given orders for the pur¬

chase of 30,000 Minnie rifles, and also of the horses of the
Itedmontese cavalry which have been reformed.
A telegraph despatch from Naples announces that the

King has left for the Roman frontiers, for the purpose, it
was said, of having an interview with the Pope.

Letters from Rome mention a rumor of an insursec-
tionary movement lu the Abruzzi, and state that the King
of Naples has sent troops to put it down.
Some fresh details have been given in a Paris journal of

2Sth ult. respecting a projected expedition to China. The
force is to consist of 12,000 men, chosen from the bust men
of every corps. It is certain that all the men of a regiment
are not fitted to endure the climate. A depot to repair
deficiencies is to be established near Hong Kong or Shang¬
hai The departure of the force cannot take place before
tbe first fortnight of November.
