The Daniel E. Delavan Musketeers, one of the moot ex

tensive independent military corps of oar city, made
ffieir first annual parado yesterday, and visited the Rod
Bouse, Harlem. They assembled at an early hour at the
6ty assembly roams, Na 444 Broadway, whore, pro¬
curing muskets, they.under command of Major George
B. Hall, and numbering about three hundred and fifty
men, equipped in black coat and pants, blue caps and
white belts.were formed into line on Broadway. A troop
sf about sixty men also accompanied them, James Ir-
vlsg commanding. After the formation of the
In* the battalion, by companies, wheeled into
Column, and, headed by Rhelton's Ban#., numbering fifty
pieces, proceeded up Broadway to Prince street, passingto review at the residence of Daniel E. Delavan, Esq. At
Sullivan street they countermarched and proceeded to
Broadway, thence to the Park, where they paid a march-
tog salute to thu Mayor and Common Council. At a little
past twelve they embarked on four double cars, on the
Third Avenue Railroad line, and proceeded to Red House,which place they reached about oue o'clock. Here a col¬
lation was in waiting, and as soon as the battalion hod re¬
freshed themselves they proceeded to fire at the target.Meosrs. John X. Gen in, Esq., Aldermen Bradley, Oenet
and Boole, Win. L. Proach, Esq., and Henry Arcularius
acted as Judges.

Rifles were only used for firing, and hut two hundred
had Ored when it became dark, aud it was impossible to
See the target at any great distance. Further shooting
wa'i therefore dispensed w ith, and the battalion again fell
tolo hue and returning to the cars reached the city about
eight o'clock. They proceeded to the City assembly
rooms whore tbey sat down to a sumptuous dinner,
which was in waiting. Five tables, running the full
length of tbo large hall room and one extending across,
arreted upon a platform, wore spread with all the delica¬
cies of the season. At the main table were a large num-
b«r of guests. Among others, Daniel E. Delavan,
l!on. John Cochrane, Andrew V. Stout,City Chamberlain;
Charles Delavan, Captain Richard French, Thomas K.
Downing, John 8. Giles, Wm. D. Kennedy, General Elijah
Ward, John N. Geniu, Wm. L. Proach, and Deputy Super¬intendent Carpenter. After the company had done
Justice to the good things the health of Daniel E. Delavan
was proposed, which was drank with nine heartycheers.
Mr. Delavan In return expressed himself highly hnn-

sred for the liandsomo manner tbey hail received his
name, more especially coming as it did from so many of
his fellow citizens. It was gratifying to him also for the
display thev had made, turning out over four
hundred, which was to him a surety that as
at the nead of one of the public departments his
tobois had been appreciated. lie alluded to the time
when he was called upon to take possession of the CityInspector's Department, aud the state it was in at that
time, lie had now got it in working order and thoughhe had to say it himself ho had novor soon the streets in
better order since he was a boy. He had accepted the
position and he intended to do his duty so long as he re¬
mained. In conclusion iio asked their united support in
eariying out the arduous duties of his otllce.
Hon. John Cochrane beiug honored with a toast re¬

sponded briefly, ullviiug in a wry complimentary man¬
ner to the appearand, of thu Guard and their namesake,Daniel E- Delavan.
Tb" J'I'gee here being ready to report the successful

winners, appcurcd before the company, and Mr. Cor¬
nell. President of the Board of Councilmen, on behalf
sf tno Judges, stated that they would award the prises to
those who bad hit the target, and there beiug some thirty
prizes over and abovo the number that had hit the target,those not having fired should draw for the balance 01 the
pries.

This seemed to give goncral satisfaction, and the judges
at once proceeded to call up the fortunate marksmen.
The prizes numbered In all about eighty six. The Urn
prize, a gold wutcb, presented by Mr. Delavan, was
swarded to T. W. Kemble, as being the best marksman.

Tbo London Sun publishes a letter, dated August 1,

from a correspondent at Vancouver, of which the follow¬
ing is an extract:.

The Americans did not count the cost of insulting or
.Marking us. Tbey forgot their old enemies the Indians,who are burning for revenge, thirsting for their blood,
let it once be known that the Englisharo no longer friend¬
ly with Americans, and slumbering fends will break out;but let It be known that they arc at war. and 100,000 In¬
dians will attack the Americans unusked.
Americans forget their old enemies the Indians! Never.

They do not need this reminder of the fact, that an un¬
natural mother hounded on hordes of savages against her
-ahildren and urged them to bloody butchery, not only by
giving them full license, but by oiTeriug rewards for tbo
scalp locks ot he progeny, without regard to sex or age.Forget It! Never; while there lives a man upon our Western
. horse this deep and damned blot upon the page of Eng¬land's history will never be effaced; and now in this great
age of civilized progress, the nineteenth eeutury, we haveunmistakable evidence that she is ready to enact the foul
tragedy again. let England know we shall nevor forgetthai act, any more than we can ever forget that. In 1812,this tame England landod her troops upon our shores, in¬
vaded our national capital, and, In a spirit of ruthlessuosa
that would have shamed the Goths and Vandals, and,intile light of this same century, deliberately applied the
torch to our public buildings and burned the archives of
our nation; an act for the parallel of which we look in vain
through history. Forget it 1 Never. The boy Is now in
manhood ; but the bitter wrongs of hla childhood yearsstill; ankle In hla breast, and let Old England be assured
that if the cay should ever come (wbiob God forbid)when she will again be arrayed in arms against us, the
recollection of these bitter wrongs will rouse a spirit of
retaliation that will not bo eaally allayed.
As aba sees lit in hor arrogance to give us this bloody

warning, it Is but right she should in turn be warned that
these bitter recollections only sloop, and that if theyshould be again aroused she will long have reason to re¬
gret the indiscretion which will havo provoked a gono-
roiis and forgiving people to fall back upon their post
wrongs.

LIST OE THE CONSPIRATORS. WHITE AND ELACK.

THE EFFECT IN WASHINGTON,
Ac., he.) Ac.

Peace and quiet are restored a*. Harper's Perry Tim
fitc prisoners in the bands of tho troops, including On«a-
watlomie Brown, whose wounds arc said not to be serious,
have been conveyed to Charlestown, Va , where they are

to be tried by the State outhoritie, for murder. If such

prosecution fad, then the United States will try Until for
treason. Brown has made a full statement, Implicating
Gerrit Smith, Joshua Giddings, Fred. Douglas, and other
abolitionists and black republicans. Uerr.t Smith appears
to bare furnished some of the sinews of war. In Brown's
bouse was fbund quite a magazine of arms ami ammuni¬
tion.
Our despatches from Washington and Baltimore give

full and roost interesting pariicuiars. They arc as fol¬
lows:.

OUR WASHINGTON DESPATCHES.
Wastn.vt.TON, Oct 19,1869.

Brown and the other prisoners have just been taken
from the Armory and put on [special train and started for
Charleetowu. There was an Immense crowd about the
gates and cars, with all sorts of arms; but a guard of
tw»«ly-Ave or thirty marine); surrounded ;be pr.-unej.i
Tbere was no attempt at violence. Governor Wise, Sen*
tor Ifaeon and others accompanied the train. Tho Circuit
commences to morrow when, probably, the prisoners
will bo indicted and will be tried on Friday. There is no

foundation for the rumor of filibusters in the Maryland
mountains.
Brown's wounds arc slight. Bo has made a lung state-

nient to Governor Wise to-day, and to Senator Mason and
District Attorney Ould, in presence of Mr. VallandigUam,
ot Ohio, and Mr. Faulkner, of Virginia, members of Con¬
gress, and other leading men. Papers that have been
found in his possession implicate Gerrit Smith, Joshua
Giddings, and other notorious abolitionists, whu furnished
money.
Two commitments have been lodged.one by tlie State

and the other by the United States. This was done to
meet the question of jurisdiction.
Brown abuses Cook for deserting him.
The following additional intelligence has been received

by the government:.
Everything is quiet. There arc only five prisoners.three

wounded and two uuhuit. Six citizens have been killed
and one marine. All the citizens were killed outside the
limits of the United States territory in Virginia. The ma
rinc was mortally wounded in it. 1 have seen Colonel
Ixc, but not Governor Wise. Only nineteen persons were
engaged in the matter, of whom five were free negroes
from the North. Brown has been living a few miles from
here, in Maryland, since June last. His premises were
searched to day, and fifteen hundred pikes and two hun¬
dred guns were found, besides Hints, axes,
blankets, clothing, in abundance. Brown says
ho has contemplated this movement since 186d. All
his party are cither killed or captured, except one, who
left on Monday. They were driven by the Virginians
into the Armory, and there Colonel Leo and twelve ma¬
rines did the balance. All the slaves engaged, if any,
were forced. None of tho persons held by Brown were

hurt, although all were in the building stormed by tho
marines. The books and papers of Brown are secured,
and throw considerable light on tho movement. Btrange
it is but true, that Btowd and his eighteen men took pos¬
session of the government property and town, and held
tbom during Sunday night and Monday. The govern¬
ment money is all safe. It is not known which of the
party killed the marine. The man who carried off I/>wis
Washington is one of the wounded prisoners. 1 do not
apprehend any violence to the prisoners.
On receipt of this intelligenco the President directed

District Attorney Odd to deliver the prisouers over to
Virginian authorities, as it was under tho laws of that
State the murders had been committed, and as the United
States had jurisdiction only In ono case, and that the
death ol tho United States marine.
The Secretary of the Navy, after consideration with

the Secretary of War, despatched an order to the com¬

manding officer of marines to return at once to Wash¬
ington. Gov. Wise will therefore take charge of the pri¬
soners. Their trials will come off as soon as the neces¬
sary arrangements can be instituted.
The Prcsi lent has received the papers and documents

which were found on the person and in the valise ¦ t
Brown. They have not yet been thoroughly examined
but enough is known of tholr character to show that the
conspiracy had an extensive organisation in tho various
States, and that leading men of the North, East and West
were engaged in It. They had a regular constitution and
taws, by which thoy were governed. The chief of the
conspirators had power to appoint officers of various
grades, and it is clear he exercised that authority. The
papers disclose that Brown kept a daily journal, in which
he set forth the details of his transactions, the
purchase of arms in large quantities, and stores and am
mnnitlon of all kinds. Field spyglasses, picks and shovels
for throwing up temporary fortifications, calls or boat
swain's whistles of a new kind, being very shrill and ca¬
pable of being heard at a long distance, which are sup¬
posed to have been intended for assembling his bands or
warning them of danger, were among thrso stores. Tho
whistles found in his effects were made in Philadelphia,
and forwarded to an agent of hie in Baltimore Inst week,
per Adams k Company's express. Some of them were
found in his valise.

It Is not deemed advisable at present to publish the
names of persons engaged in tbiB conspiracy. or the con¬
tents of papers found, as it might thwart and defeat the
investigation whi:h 1s nbout to be instituted.
There is said to be nothing iu the papers found show.ng

that the negroes, or otters belonging at Harper'* Barry,
or Ma vicinity, were jmfMoapt erimittii before foot la
Brown'* conspiracy. Among otter ihisga embraced la
ttls batch of papers are said to be the names of various
persona upon whom be might rely for aid la case of neoss-
sity. It is also said to be apparent from then that he was
promised instant extensive aid from abroad, which,aa the
rexult proves, failed him. There can now be no donbt
that his grand aim was to create a general servile insur¬
rection.

PROVISIONAL CONSTITUTION AND ORDINANCES FOB

THB FBOFLa OF TUB UNITED STATES.
IHBAtfHLB.

Whereas, slavery throughout its entire exiatenoe in the
United States is none other than the moot barbarous, uu
pi evoked and unjustifiable war of one portion or Its
ciiixcna against another portion, the only condition* of
which are perpetual iinprieonment and hopeless servitude,
or abeolute extermination, in utter disregard and violation
of those eternal and sell evident truths Bet forth in our
declaration of inde|iendeaoe;
Therefore, wo the citizens of the United States and

the oppressed people, who by a recent decision of the
Supreme Court are declared to have no tights which the
while man is bound to respect, together with all the other
people degraded by the laws thereof, do for the liine be¬
ing ordain and establish for ourselves the following pro¬
visional constitution aud ordinances, the bettor to pro
teel our people, property, lives and liberties, and to
govern our actions..

Astute 1.
Qualification! for Membership.

All persons of mature age, whether proscribed, oppress
ed and enslaved citizens, or of proscribed and opprnr-. d
races of the United States, who shall agree to sustain and
enfotce the provisional constitution and ordinances of or
gsnizaiiou, together with all minor children of such far-
suns, shall be bald to be fully entitled to protection under
the same.

Aniasl
Branches of Go"rrmtt*»t.

The provisional government of thla organization shall
cwn'ist ei ihree branches.viz: the legislative, executive
and judicial.

Amine 3.
The Legislative.

The legislative branch shall be a Congress, or House of
Representatives, composed of not less than five
nor more than ten members, who shall be
elected by all tho citizens of inuturo age
and of sound mind connected with this organization, and
who shall remain iu office for thine yuars, unless sooner
removed ior miscci nduct or iuahility, or by death. A ma¬
jority of such members shall constitute a quorum.

Arncuc 1.
Kxrmtive.

The executive branch of this organization shall consist
of a President and Vice TVeskleul. wis) shall lie choson bythe citizens or members of tin* organization, aud each of
whom rhall hold his olhce for three years, unless sooner
removed oy death or for inability or misconduct.

Article 5.
Judicial, v'l'brj udicial branch shall consist of one Chief Justice of

"the Stijirrirc Omit and four Associate Judges of the said
court, each of thorn constituting a Circuit Court Theyshall each be chosen iu the same manner as the President,and sliu'.i conliuue iu ofli.'e until llielr places have boon
ailed in the same manner by an election of citizens.

Treaties cf Pratt.

Before any treaty of peace shall take full cflfcet, it snail
lie signed by tho President, Vice President, Commander
in Chief, a majority of the House of Representatives, a
majority of the Sopremo Osirt. and a majority of at) tbe
iietierai officers of the army.

fnly of th- Military

It shall be the duty of the Commander-in-Chief and all
the officers and soldieis of the army, to afford special |>ro-tec'ion. whin needed, to Congress or any nn mtrer there
of, to the Supreme Court or any member thereof; to the
Prvs'ilcnt, Vice President, Treasurer and Secretary of
War. an.1 to afford general protection to all civil officers
or other persons having o riglit to the same.

Property.

All raptured or cbufincatod property, and ..II propertythe product of tlie labor of those ledonging to this organi¬
zation and of their families, shall be held a* the propertyof the whole equally, without distinction, aud may bo used
for tho cominnu heuollt or disposed of for the name ob
jeet. ADd any person, officer or otherwise, who shall Impro¬perly retain, secrete, use or needlessly destroy such pro¬
perty, or property found, captured or confiscated, belong
iiig to tho enemy,or shall willfully neglect to render a full
and fair statement of such property by htm so taken or
held, shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and on
conviction shall be punished accordingly.

Article 29.
Safety or Intelligent* fund.

All money, plate, watches or jewelry captured by honor¬
able warfare, found, taken or confiscated, belonging to tho
enemy, shall be held altered to constitute a liberal safety
or intelligence fund; and any person who shall impro¬
perly retain, dispose of, hide, use or destroy such money
or other article above named, contrary to tbe provisions
and spirit of this article shall be deemed guilty of theft,and on conviction thereof shall bo punished accordingly.
The treasurer shall furnish tbo commander-in-chief at all
times with a full statement of tho condition of each fund
and its nature.

Article 30.
The Commander inChief and the Treasury.

Tile command? r-iu-cihei shall have puwer to draw from
the treasury the motley and other property of the fund
provided for in article 29, but his orders shall be signedalso by the secretary of war, who shall keep a strict ac¬
count of the same, subject to examination by any memberoi Congress or general officer.

Article 31.
Surplus of the Safety or Intelligence Fund.

It shall be the duty of the commander in-chief to advl e
the President of any'surplus of the safety and intelligence*
lund, and he shall havo power to draw the same, his
order being also signed by the Secretary of State, to
enable him to carry out the provisions of article 17.

Article 32.
Prisoners.

Xo person, after having surrendered himself a pri¬
soner, and who shall properly demean himself or herself
us such to any officer or private connected with th>s orga¬
nization, shall afterwards be put to death or be subjected
to any corporeal punishment without first Uaviug litd the
hem-tit of a fair and impartial trial. Nor shall any pri¬
soners be treuted with any kind of cruelty, disrespect, in¬
sult or needless severity; hut it shall be the duty of all
persons, male ami female, connected herewith, at all
times aud uuder all circumstances to treat all Buch pri¬
soners with every degree of respect and kindness that the
nature of the circumstances will admit of, and insist on a
like course of conduct from all others, as in fear of the
Almighty God, to whose cure and keeping wc commit our
cause.

Artklk 33.
I'Uuntaries.

All persons who may conic forward, and shall volunta¬
rily deliver up slaves, and havo their names registered
on the books of litis organization, shall, so long as they
continue at pence, be untitled to the fullest protection in
person and property, though not connected with this or¬
ganization, and shall he treated as friends, and hot mere¬
ly as persons neutral.

Article 34.
Xeutrals.

The persons and property of all nou slaveholders who
shall remain absolutely neutral, shall bo rosjioctod so far
us circumstances can allow of it; hut they shall not be
entitled to any active protection.

Article 33.
Xo Xe-jdlers Waste.

.The needless waste or destruction of any useful pro¬
perty or article by lire, throwing open of fences, fields,buildings, or needless killing of animals, or injury or
cither, shall not ho tolerated at any time or place, but
Ehall be promptly and peremptorily punished

Article 36.
Property Confiscated.The entire personal and real property of all personsknown to he acting either directly or Indirectly with <>r

for the enemy, or found in arms with them, or found wil¬
fully holding slaves, shall he coutlscated and taken when¬
ever and w-herever it may be found, in eltber free or
slave .States.

Article 37.
Dtterliem.

Terpens convicted on imjiartial trial of desetrion to the
enemy, after becoming members, acting as spies or
treacherously surrendering property, arms, ammunition,provisions or supplies of any kind, roads, bridges, per¬
sons or I'orti ileal Ions, shall bo put to death and their en
tire property coulleuted.

Article 38.
Violation of Parole (J Honor.

TerRons proven to be guilty ofukiug up arms after
having been setat liberty on parole of honor, or after tbo
same to havo taken any active part with or for the ene¬
my, direct or Indirect, shall be put to death and their
entiro property confiscated.

Excitement Catued by Ox Inturrection at Harper1$ ferry.

The nevs of the alleged insurrection at Harper's Ferry

spread throughout Washington with groat rapidity.
Fears of an oatbreak here became general, and many
allusions were made by our oldest citizens to the rising of
the negroes in 1881 or 1832, when the citizens were
called out to put them down. On that occasion the battle
waa fought where tlte City Hall now stands. The citizens
commenced the fight by a rapid onslaught, and the ne¬
groes fled without firing a gun, leaving the city to tho
control of tho proper authorities. Since that time Wash¬
ington had been free from even the suspicion of a slave
riot until the reception of the anonymous letter by the
Secretary of War, indicating Washington as one of the
places to bo attacked. Allusions were also made to the
horrible deeds enacted at Southampton, Virginia, about
the same period.

Bttbre oigbt prompt measures were taken by the Mayorto prevent any attempt that might be made by tho abolt-
liou emissaries here to follow up the violence inaugurated
at Harper's Ferry. Two hundred stand of arms, with
ammunition, were proouied at the Navy Yard, and taken
to the City Hall for the um of citizens; the Whole police
force were ordered on duty; two military companies wera
<>ti duty during the entire night, the armories of the mili¬
tary companies were vigilantly guarded; heads of fami¬
lies and their sons burnished up rusty weapons, and
horsemen were stationed on the different roods leadinginto the city.
These preparations of course increased the general ex¬

citement. and the firetddes of our citiasns, the different
hotels, the telegraph offices, street oorners and eatinghouses, were crowded with excited people. The indigna¬tion against the known abolitionists and black republican
managers at several points nearly led to flaticaflb and
bloody noses. At tlie bookstore and newspaper depot of

, Aoamson vu Seventh street, a difficulty look place be¬
tween Mr. Clephane, the Secretary of the Nstisssl Re-
publican Association here, and the same peraso who had
the difficulty with the Postmaster General in regard ta
the franking of abolition documents, and a well known
citizen, which fortunately did not lead to blows, la re¬
ply to an interrogatory the latter remarked that the out¬
break was more serious than ho at first apprehended, andthat Harper's Ferry was in the hands of about two hun¬
dred and fifty abolitionista. At this Mr. Ctephane laughedderisively, when be waa sternly warned aot to Justify thoconduct of the Insane abolitionists at Harper's ferry.Mr. Clephane eagerly and excitedly rejoined, "Per¬
haps 1 may," looking at the samb time meaninglyat his companions, among whom tt is said wad
Mr. Good loo, of the National Era. For this Mr. Cle¬
phane was denounced as "a d.d abolitionist,"and an exchange of defiance ensued on both sides,when the parties separated. But the matter did not rest
hero. The sympathy of Clephane with hie warlike friends
at Harper's Kerry has raised a storm which upon the
slightest provocation may lead to a demonstration againsthim.

Tliis morning, near the National Hotel, an oxoited bodyof citizens, among whom Mr. John F. Ooyle took a promi¬
nent part, discussed the propriety of calling a meeting for
the purpose of passing resolutions, and ordering Clepbanaand his supporters to leave the city instanter. Some per¬
sons in the crowd repeatedly declared that be ought to be
hung, which seemed not to be onpleasing to the majority,though no other warrant is possessed for the assertion
than the silence of U)e sodimce. .However, it is evidentthat nothing is wanted to establish a vigilance committer
in our midst but the commencement of hostilities. A little
spark just now would soon become a great conflagration.Political animosity and private feuds would add additionalflorccness to the warfare.
Governor Wise was emphatic in his declaration that he

would not spare the authors ofthe rebellion against law andorder and the rights of the citiaens of the commonwealth
of Virginia. Notwithstanding the night ride from Rich¬
mond to this place the Governor was in exoellent spirits,and betrayed no traces of fatigne or the evaporation of
his military ardor. His prompt action and personal par¬ticipation in what he believes demanded by the exigenciesof the occasion, have elicited unqualified approbation, andthe remark has been repeated that he is a model Gover¬
nor in all but his passion for letter writing.
A NIGHT OP ALARM IN WASHINGTON.

MOVEMENTS IN THE CITY.
[From the Washington Star, Oct. 18.]Upon receipt of the intelligence in this city yesterday

of the insurrection at Harper's Ferry, the President issued
orders to Ool. Harris of the United States Marine corps, to
despatch all the available force of the barracks (per spe¬cial train) to the scene of the difficulties. In one hour
from the receipt of the order a detachment of marines and
non commissioned officers of the corps, under rypoitraGreen, arrived at tbo railroad depot. The detachment
consisted of 81 privates, 11 sergeants, 13 corporals and
one bugler. They took with themseveu guns, Dohlgrenhow¬
itzers (three from the Navy Yard and four front the bar¬
racks) , SCO shells and a largo quantity of ammunition.
They also bad ample supplies for several days' service.
Quite a number of gentlemen volunteered to go up with
the troops, but they could not be received. The marines
were received by the Secretaries of War and Navy, who
communicated to Oapt. Green his instructions as to his
course of action when he should arrive on the spot. Major
Russell, of the naval stall', accompanied the marines, un¬
der instructions from the Secretary of the Navy, when
it became known |tkat an anonymous letter had
been received by the Secretary of War some two
months ago, giving warning of an organised attack to bo
made simultaneously upon tbe armory works at Harpar'o
Ferry, Wheeling and Washington, considerable appre¬
hension was felt by the governmental and municipal au¬
thorities, and measures instantly taken to the end of ex¬
tinguishing any possible disturbance that might take ptaco
at this point.
Mayor Berret despatched a requisition to the Secretary

of War, who upon receipt thereof Issued an order for him
to draw on the United States Arsenal for two hundred
fiand or arms and live thousand rounds or ball and buck
shot cartridge. The arms were received at the office of
Capt tin Goddard, Chlel of Police, where they were all
loaded with cartridge and bayonets Axed. Tho entire
police force was on duty, ono halfon parade and the other
tifty under arms at the City Hall, for action at a moment's
warning. Police mounted on horseback were stationed at
every outlet of tbe city, at the bridges, &c., to give instant
warning of any hostile demonstrations from outside tbo
city. They were Instructed to Bignalize the first suspicious
movement by a certain alarm that had been previously
agreed upon at headquarters. Captain Goddard also in¬
structed tbe active police force to arrest all colored per¬
sons found on tho street and searoh them for concealed
weapons, and in case of finding any to take the
parties to the watch house, and if no weapons
were found, to send such arrested persons to
their homes without delay. As an evidence of tha
rigor with which this order was carried out, some watch¬
men arrested a colored man soon after 10 o'clock,^and
proceeded to search him, when ho cried out, 'BreesGod,
massa, no use to search dig nigger; I'se been searched
free times afore to night." Ho was cautioned to mako
tracks for home, and released. Permits to colorod peo¬
ple to hold halls and festivals, which bad been prevksntijr
issued, were countermanded, and the Mayor and all this
police force, ns well as the clerks in the City Hall, were-
on th" alert until daylight this morning.
Numbers of citizens attended at the Mayor's oflloe, and

volunteered their services, if necessary. The night passed
otf. however, in a remarkably quiet manner. Not tho
slightest thing occurred in any quarter to occasion ap¬
prehension.
About three o'clock this morning, the Southern boal
