Morn than six huodrod
I ridges have been found necessary to its perfect eomplog
ticn, while construction* of massive masonry, formlns
huge terraces, run along tho faro of rocks for tiistaituo
perhaps miles in longth. TVu immense galleries, either
cut through the solid roek, or built of ooormo is stones,
nnd twenty houses of refuge, to aboIt T people passing, or
the laborers on the road, add groatly to its completeness.
A groat writer has said that the " peculiar charact r" of
the Himplou " is to bo the greatest of all til ho monu¬
ments that at once dazste the imagination by their splen¬
dor, and are subservient to general convenience." Its
origii ul cost was about $30,(.P0 a mile, but the numerous
and extensive deprodatluns causod ou it nearly every
year, by avalanches and storms, have Increased Its cost
very materially The scenery along it Is for the to >et
t art extremely tin.', I doubt very strongly whether tho
famous, Via Mala, of tho Sphtgcn road, surpasses the wild
and terribly grand gorge of Gondii. As I cama along I
noticed Seine small but very elf-olive forti¬
fications near tho great Gallery of Gondo.
They hud evidently beou very recently con¬
structed, probably on account of the Italian war.

After thoroughly visiting the many and often described
beauties of the Italian lakes.Magglore, Lugano and Cumo.

Before taking a final leave of Milan I paid a visit of a

few hours to the late battle field of Magenta.
Leaving by the early train, my friond and self were an

hour Liter on the station platform at Magenta, bargaining
with a parcel of ragged boys and girls for bullets, brass
eagles and various other warlike trinkets they had picked
up from the battle ground. After purchasing a handful
>1 bullets, Ac.. wc proceeded to look about us a little. As
ar as a casual observer could distinguish, the aspect of
the s|iot no lately the scene of a terrlblo battle, and the
graver of so many bravo men, did not essentially differ
from the country adjoining. 1 imagine that c<*ild a man
totally ignorant of date events in that region be taken
through the locality of the fight, he would scarcely Ire at¬
tracted u> any c pecial night denoting the sanguinary
event, unities it might bo to inquire what could have de¬
molished n w all hero, or laid open the side of a house a
little fnriher on. The trees, excepting here and there a
branch, look just as green, and the people in their fields
at work lock just the same as though nothing had oc
rurrrd to diitturb the harmony of the community. It
was very wonderful to mo how a battle of so great
extent and so destructive to human life could
take place nnd ltuvc ho few permanent general marks
of its occurrence; and in fear lest the guide did not under¬
stand my limited stork of Italian,] continued repeating the
word battle field and the question whero it was; ho would
wave his hand around over a field of growing vines and
mulberry trees that looked quite undisturbed if not care¬

fully vi wed, and then point to a huge grave, which told
the plain and not to to be concealed truth. He began at

length to see our wants, and to show us truces, which wo
probably, in our expectation ef seeing a general devasta¬
tion, would have passed quite unobserved.
Then we began to understand how to catch the traces,

and soon found enough to engage our thoughts and eyes to
the fullest, in liic torn asunder vines, the frequently
barked trees, with occasional drooping withered branches,
smoothly trodden ground, thickly strewn fragments of
knapsacks and hale, and very many.alas! how often.
freshly mado mounds of earth, marked sometimes by a

rude cross, constructed of slight broken tree brunches,
hut more often by not oven that, with nothing to tell
their name, their-couutrv, or their numbers. Arriving
at the' bridge over Buil'ulora creek, wc found marks which
will lost as long as the bridge stands, in the battered brick¬
work forming the abutments.

After spending two or three hours in various parts of
the field wo returned to the town, and discovered
many traces which had escaped its at flr't,
and which arc plain enough, if low laid stone
walls and Bullet riddled buildings can be called such. Ono
large stone dwelling house, but a few rods from the station,
must have been the sceiio of very hard lighting. Its
south and west sides were completely shivered to pieces;
many great gaps made by' cannon bulls and thousands of
less n'ectivo indentations by smaller halls told the pile of
a hard won cont -i.

Carpenters were busy at work, and soon all traces
wbh:}i it bears will be removed and covered up. The
small railroad office near the station, which was quite Uc-
molished, had been rebuilt, and workmen were cngagod
in plastering and fitting up the interior. The railroad track
bad be.-n entirely rr laid, and ere long all ol the few traces
remaining at this time will ho concealed, from Magenta
we returned to Milan, and alter a few hours; stay took the
lute trnin for I>»senznio. which was the farthest station to
which the mended portion oi the destroyed track by the
Atistrians bad yet been finished.
From this place, in company with u party of English

and Americana, wo took a carriage to Holferino, an-1 so
«round to I'esehlora, where iho railroad again com¬
menced. Arriving at HoltVrino, we found ranch
the same state of afi'airs, and went through
much the same process of bargaining for
huHid'-' and the like lliat wc did at Magenta. Although the
battle here was considerably later, the traces were
scarcely so satisfactory, or at least not inoie seat any
one point, than at Magenta,
Accompanied by an old msn, who seemed very familiar

and correct in pointing out localities, as a guide, and with
maps and descriptions of the battle field numbering le¬
gion, wo ascended the lately familiar heights of Solferino
to the oft mentioned town. Once up, we had the whole
extent of the battle ground, from the. towers of Mantua in
th" distance to Cavriano and the village of Solferino near,
with l'o?7olengo ami Ban Martino on our left, laid out
finely b* fore vis. Here we traced the ground over on our
male' many times, and after locating the principal posi¬
tions of the armies, the, respective positions of the Em¬
perors, Ac., wc started to examine the ground near us a
little more minutely. The same appearances of smoothly
trampled ground, kuocki d over and batten d walls which
marked Magenta, were hero to be seen. The high and
tolerably slrong wall enclosing the ceun bory bore the
most marked evidences of the battle that wero to ho found
at Sollcrino. This had been used by the Austrian.-; as a
strong defence, and holes had at first been made bythorn to shoot through at thy ascending and
rnnidly approaching fbo, hut were shortly
outnumbered by tho breaks produced by the fyencb
cannqgi and the attacking soldier;;, until it flTAS, as 'i now
Cnfiws, riddled almost a; thoroughly as « slevo. The
large breach or round hole, about the height of a small
man, made by the affrighted and beaten A istrlans to
escape through, and the high wall, serving as a vIn., tor
race, down which they were obliged to leap upon their
exit through the breach, woke all easily distinguished;and irom the broken vinos and mulberry tree branchesIs -u , co.ild nl. once be recognized tlie numbers and dis
oi dei ol those who here were fleeing. Here, too, those
sorrow ful inomunonts of fifty or sixty thousand slam incu
v -re prominent objects In one's path. Occasionally onewould h-- found marked by n rude cross of two slightpieces of board, with the name of one of the poor unfor
louates lying beneafh. put ou iu rude letters, bv somesurviving friend probably.
There, too, tlo fragments of garments lying about In

the gieatest piofuiiou everywhere where opposition was
met, added very sensibly to (he feeling of badness iusepa-r.iblo from a visit to such a sanguinary field as was Solfe¬
rino ou tho recent date of tlie filth of last June. As un¬
satisfactory as the conditions of the late peace may be to
many, I hardly think any ono, after a visit to MagenUnod Solferino, could wish that, a state or affair* productive
or such «eenefl should Is- continued except for tho most
Imperative reasons, and not for an "idea," w hich It seems
by late declaration, was what Franco mado war for.
Tha position that tho Austrians held at the coramenco-

ment of the conflict hag Justly b<^i described as one of
groat natural strength. That they relied too much on tho
natural strength of the heights at Solferino, and hence
bit a comparatively inadequate force to protect it, Is not to
b- so much wondered at, even though the error was com¬
mitted by men who had made the position their study for
a battle field fbr yearn. As we neared Pcschiorn tho pre¬
parations made before tho poaco to repulse a foo wero
to be distinguished. Jtvcry large tree within cannon shot
of the forts was cut down.so as not to serve for a defenoo
to any attaeking force. Fresh earth fbrtlflcatlons com¬
pleted, and otln-rs with many laborers at work at pre
sent, running out from old fortifications or forming new
and d inline! ones, were to be seen.

The Trial Trip of the Great Eastern.
