This is another stock which a revival of spe-
culative activity would be likely to affzct, Thers was very
little done In State stocks or bonds; but prices were firm.

In other worda, Cashiler Jopes tells us that the
whaole establishment waz a swindle on the public—a bare-
fnoed, scandalons swindle, by whom perpetrated and for
whose benellt we may possibly learn if the pew trinl of
Warren Leland, now sed for the 21st of November, ever
comes ofl,

‘We have no desire to be bard on the parties who had
tho misfortune to be mixed up with this very dis-
graceful affair; but as it is not the first transaction
of the kind which wo have had occasion to no
tice of Iate years, and ns there i3 only too much ground to
fear that there are other Colehiester banke in tourishing ox-
istence at the present time, scattering broadeast, through
largn | disbursing establishmenots likefhotels, bank Jnotes
which are utterly valueles, wo hope and trost that the
present opportumity of getting at the facts will not be ne-
gleeted. It has becn intimatod—according o our report-
er—that no further trials in vonnoction with this afur will
tuke pluce in Copneetlent. Wa ean hardly believe that
the magigtracy of that Stata will allow =0 senndalous a
transcation o be hnshed up: as, however, It {8 intimated
that they, und the baok receivers as well, can be “ma-
naged,’” we degiro to call the adeution of members of
Copgress to the sublect. 1 no forther trials take place,
and justice i8 nol vindicated, the necersity for a general
bankrupt law for corporations will be geen very plalaly,
