Ho ha? not
yet been indicted. Tho San Francisco Grand Jury ad¬
journed without finding a bill, thinking, no doubt, that
the obligation to do so lies with the Grand Jury of the
adjoining county of San Mateo, where the duel was fought

THK 8KXAT0K1AL VACANCT.

It seems to be tho opinion now that Gov. Weller will
decline to appoint any successor to Mr. Broderick. It
is understood thathc lias written to this effect to several
of the aspirants. The papers discuss very freely tho
aspect of Senatorial affairs. A multitude of views are

presented. Among others that the appointee of tho Go¬
vernor would be endorsed by him us the most fitting
man in the State for the position, and ho would in
this wise give offence to all other candidates;
and again, ha would bo debarred from op¬
posing tho election bv tho Legislature of bis
own choice.

THK UNITED STATES STKATIER SHTBRICK AMONG THE INDIANS.

In consequence of intelligence from I'uget Sound that
the Indians in that locality had agaiu lauded on Smith's
Island, threatening to destroy the lighthouse there, Com¬
mander DcCamp, Inspector of the Twelfth Lighthouse
District and Captain of the United States steamer Shubriok.
has left this city to take special command of his vessel
which arrived in this port yesterday. Mr. West, master
of tho Sbubrick, and commander in absence of De Camp,
has been engaged through the summer in rendering aid
to the light houses, and in acting in concert with tho army
during the excitement consequent upon the occupation of
San Juan Island by tho American troops under General
Harney's command, and also in conveying Mr. Campbell,
the United Stales Boundary Commissioner from point to
point wherever his duties called him.
A hostile party of Indians wero lately captured on

Smith's Island, by D. Turner, gunner of the Shubrick, .and
a party of seamen, and conveyed to the main laud, with
an admonition not to land again on the island. This was
much better than te shoot them, and It is presumed thai
they will appreciate the clemency exercised. Captain De
Camp, who is about six feet six incurs high, seems always
to insplro resjioct and confidence among the red men,*so
that wherever lie goes be is received by tho Indiaus as a

great white chief. He is known among them all along
the const as Hynss Tyec, or tho great chief .!' the white
men.

OFTKHXAK AT THE STATE rRlSON.LOGS OF LIFE.
An attempt was made on tin-27th nit., by about thirty

convicts, to escape from the State prison at San Queutin.
It appears that these menhiul been during the forenoon
engaged in discharging a cargo of wood from a schooner,
which was lying at one of the wharves of tho institution.
At noon, as usual, they went to dinner, and on tlcir re¬
turn. thinking the opportunity favorable, rushed -on
board tho vessel, taking with them one of the guards,
named Moon. Some delay occurred In consequence of
the hawser which fastened the schooner not bciug parted,
allowing sufficient time for alarm. The guards at once re
paired to the cannon mounted in positions tcjcomraand tho
bay. Tboy opened fire, and In a brief space dismasted the
vessel and killed and wounded a number of tho convicts
on board. Eight rouuds of canister and grape
were llred, and those on board having sought shelter in
the hold, very soon displayed a flag showing their desire
to surrender. Tho schooner was brought back and tho
prisoners secured. Tho guard was carried oft A. D.
Moon had one of hie arms shattered, which will probably
have to be amputated. Two convicts were killed, A. B.
Wfeichcll and John Dixon. William Burk was mortally
wounded. Eight other prisoners suffered injuries, but not
of a fatal nature. It is said that the convicts on discover¬
ing that liro was about being opened on tliem, held up
Moon in front, thinking the guards at tho prison would de¬
sist. but by an understanding with the prison authorities,
such n contingency could not prevent the cannon opening
(ui escapes. Tlte guards have to take this risk. The fol¬
lowing winvlcts were either killed or wounded :.
