Tho fact is that the poor crea¬
tures bad never the ability to pay a lawyer. It has b -ea
my misfortune, and the misfortune of my family, to live
among those clacks (and they have lived upon an,) for
twenty four years. I have employed huudrods of them,
and with the exception of ono (namod Klchard Hunter) , mot
011c has ever done for us a week's honert labor. 1 have
taken them Into my service, hare fed and clothed them
year alter year, on their arrival from the States, sod n
return have gcrernlly found th<m rogues anJ thieves, and

a grneelef-s, worthless, thriftless, lying set of vagabonds.That is my ve ry plain and very f-imple description of tho
darkies as a body, and It would be endorsed by all the
Western white men with very few exceptions. I have hod
seores of their lieorgs Washtofstocs, Tooma- Jeflersons,James HadicoBS, as woll as Dinahs, (Jieniras and Lavinias
in my service, and 1 understand them thoroughly, nod I
include the whole botch (old Richard Hunter excepted) ,In tho category above described. To conclude, you, "gen¬tlemen of color," Fast uid West. ar,d especially you,"eolored citisens of Toronto," I thank you for haviuggiven me an opportunity to publish my opinion of your
race. Call another indignation meeting, and there make
