way, the long aud rather dismal passageways leading Into
the hall, and the ball Itself; and their presence alone pr«
vente i . $< ncral melee, which might have resulted in lom
of life.
Judge Dean and tho Wood party bad entertained sorai

hope that Billy WIIpou and his gang of rowdies would not
be present last night, as at the meeting tho night befor
Filly bad adjourned hid half of tho Convention unti
Wednesday right: but Bil'y, the event showed, was uo
to be gut nd of In that stylo. Judgo IV.i ar
rived at the Broadway cnirauee about a quarter past
seven o'clock, and learning that Wilson and his men had
already gained adniitiuioe by tho back way, obtalnod tho
services of a friend, who, by tho way, is a member of tho
American paity, to assist blm into the Hall.
When be entered the Hall, which by this timo wan

strongly garrisoned by tho police, Billy WilBon and hisfriends w-re gathered around the stage or platform usu¬
ally occupied by the cnalrman, cheering lustily for their
leader, lor the democracy, and for everything in general.
The friends of Judge Dean soon Hocked in,being almittod
as delegates, one by one, through the lines of policemen.
Judge Dean then mounted upon tho stage, holding a

paper In bis hand, and three cheers were given for him.
Biliy Wilson also mounted the stage on hi* side, and su\o-
ral of his backers, stout built, experienced bruiser*, gath¬
ered around him, cheering tor Billy Wilson. Ju »p» IMan
called the Convention to order, and so did Billy Wilson a.
U>e same timo.
Then followed a scene that battles all description. The

crowd seemed rather to think they had been called to dis¬
order. Judgo Dean shouted, Biily Wilson shouted,and the
crowd shonted, and ever and anon above the din arose
calls for "three chcers for Fernando Wood," ..throe
chccrs for Billy Wilson," &c., which were responded to
by mingled cheers, hisses, groans and yells.
Bmv Wiipon went on, as near as our reporter could

gather amid tho din, to make a speech. Ko said he was
no picked up man, nor musty lawyer, sent by Tammany
Hall, but one of tho people themselves Who fought
harder, ho would like to knew [The rest of the sen¬
tence was entirely lost.l "1 am going to stick by you.
every one of von," said Billy. "I appeal to the friends
of municipal liberty!" said Judge Dean. "I'm your
Chairmau, boys.I'll do what's right by yon!" said Wil¬
son. " appointed Secretaries.say ayo.'posed no.
lis a vote," said l>ean. "Aye!" "No!" "Go to h.!"

Sow led and shouted and screamed the excited crowd,
lis, we were assured was the appointment of three Se¬

cretaries of tho Convention.Messrs. John J. Reilly, of
the Feven'b; Thomas H Ferris, of the Eleventh, and Pe¬
ter T. Delauy, of the Thirteenth wards.
And still the shouting, screaming, swearing and chcor

tag of the crowd and tho vociferations of the rival chair
men went on. Judgo Itean labored under some disadvan¬
tage, net having quite as strong lungs as bis opponent, andalso standing rather unsteady on bis legs.

1'recently «oroel>ody moved thai a Sergeant-at-Arms be
appointed ,*and a Mr. Stanley.a large, stout man, and one
of Dean's friends.was declared clccted to that
high ofllce, "with tho assistance of any whom
he might call to his aid." Then camo symp¬toms of a fight. Wilson's men rallied around
him, and Dean s men around their leader,and tho ends ofbindgtons and brass knuckles began to be visible. About
the same time somebody moved that Fernando Wood bo
nominated for Mayor by acclamation, but just then a rush
was made for Wilson. A great deal of pulling and haul¬
ing ensue 1, in the midst of which by some means Wilson
got off the platform and moved towards the door; but justthen Wilson drew from bis pocket something which
looked like a pistol, and shouted, "1 am your chairman:
you can't put me out of this;" upon which the crowd fell
back. Then ho broke through the crowd and got uponthe platform again, and th£ scene of confusion was con¬
tinued. Judge Dean shonted something In which the
words "lavor" "Fernando Wood" wore distinguishable,and an ImmenBC cheering rose abovo the universal din,which was supposed to be the nomination of Wood byacclamation.
Then something was said about lynch, or lynching, and

more hurrahs went up. Our reporter inquired of nno of
the quietest looking men In the crowd what that meant,and the reply was that the Convention had nominated
James Lynofi for Almshouse Governor. "When? wm
the natural inquiry of our representative. "Why ! juat
now; in that last holler," said the delegate.The confusion now increased, and it was said BillyWilson bad offered to fight any man In tho crowd. At
this stage IHian's friends gathered around him and re¬
moved I :m to the other end of the hall, where be was
mounted upon a pile of settees. Bill Wilson followed im-
mcdiatelv and took his [tost behind blm and a little higher,and the joint vociferations were renewed. 8ome one
moved that a committee of one be appointed from each
ward to rail a ratification meeting; both chairmen put the
motion timultanf ou."ly, both declared the motion carried,and both promised to publish the names ol' Uk committee
la the morning papers

Motions were then made to adjourn, and both chairman
put the motion, and declajcd it carried Dean and his
partv then left the hall, and cn arriving among the boysoutside, Judge Dean called for three cheers for Fernando
Wood, which were beartl'y given. Wilson then took tho
platform and made another speech, vaunting his
democracy, and declaring that if had not been a
true bom Irisltman he would not have stood so
tlrmlv for his rights. A respectable looking man
named Hennessey interrupted by calling for "three cheers
for Fernando Wood." wbloh were given. "My friends,"said Wilson, "I havc'nt anything against that. I am one
of the people, I am.-' "Three chalrF for Koruando Wood,"bawled Hennessey again. "Well, I've nothing againstthat," faid Wilson. "You've been working against him,"said Hennessey; "you're a liar and a swindler, and a
black'/uard.I'll fight you," and he pulled off his coat and
flourished a stick. Biily declinod the combat, however,and Hennessey's friends gathering about calmod his foot¬
ings and led liiro away.
Stephen P. Russell, Isaac Lawrence, Francis F!o»t, JohnBoy J un<l Stephen I.ynch wore appointed a committoo to

wait upon the candidates.
A committee of one from each ward was appointed to

make arrangements for a ratification.

Iomi Cm, Sept 13,1869.
After a long nnd tedious journey wn arrived la lone

City the 10th of September, fight o'clock at night. Oa
tbe 26ih of July, between eight and nine o'clock at uight,
wo arrived at Culd Sprsig. Wheu we arrived a tr%in w«s
encamped the re; we weio i .formed by them that the
luotaiiB bad made an attack upon th>-in, killing one man
and wounding another, and carried olTa good many cattle.
Next morning (tbe 37tb of July) we arose early and pre-
paied to Biuit.

After we bud gone about two miles some of oar mm
looked back ami *uw that the Indians bad attacked the
tralu Kguin, wounding ooo man and taking iff boom more
cattle We then wanted to g<* back and assist tiiein, but
our captain said be Uimight it beBt to go on.

Mysterious Murder of an Old Fortune-
Teller In New Orlenuni

[From ttie Now Orleans Bee, N»» 9 ]A hOTrlble, deliberate and cold blooded murder or an
old gray-haired woman wasconsummated on Monday eve¬
ning or nlfht lit ite very heart of our city, and at progeuithere teems to be no hopo for the detection »f the Inhu¬
man tlend, unless by some special dispensation of the Al¬
mighty.
Madame XJenard, a natlvo of tho Bute of Ohio, sixtyyear* of age, who has resided a number of years in thin

city, following the professed occu|>ation o' a fortune-lei er
and astrologer, was tho victim of tb.s crime. She U*d
lately moved across J'jyuras street, renttug the sooond
floor of No. 131, where she lived during five days. Tim
perron who occupies the Orst or ground floor, and rented
the madamc her apartmeut*,sa) s tlmt she wax an extreme
ly quiet, reserved woman, who bad no visiters oxoout
those who called ujon her on business. Whatever M<dame UedarJ's power of dlvluatsrn may have been, she
was a shrewd, well educated wuman, with a rather m*s
culinc frame or mind, who hail strong natural powers of
reading character, and had turned to account in ber pro-cssioii the atided experience of ber many years. Shehas always lived a life of seclusion, a d, trusting no one,has managed ber own business affairs, and never aslced
counsel of any one. By this, perhaps, ft was generallybelieved that she had auiastted and was boarding thou
sands of dollars.
On the second floor of No 131 Poydras street there are

two I mull rooms in front and a large unfurnished aparttnent back One of the small rooms was occupied by Ma
dsmtfLVdard uh an auolence chamber, and the other was
her sleeping apartment. In the latter were simply a
trundlebed, woshstand and her trunk, which contained
her lull stock of clothes. Hero she had every day a uutn
ber of calls, principally from strangers, who were at¬
tracted by the little handbills which she had each daydistributed In the way of all who came Into the city. She
kept In her employ a ) oting man, about sixteen or seven¬
teen years of age, who uifctiibuloU tiitso circulars fur
her.
