With the affulrs of Mexlco the Brownsville
trouble bas no connection whatever, It in said
that some sixty villaing have been forcibly re-
leased from the jail of Victoria, the capital of
the State of Tamaulipas, and that (hey have
fled to Cortinas’ camp. The condition of the
neighboring republic is one that renders ita
prey to all classes of evll doers, aud we shall
not be at all surprised if Cortinas, when he floes
from Browneville, should carry the terror of
the American pame into the border States of
Menico. Exhausted by loog contention, the
<condition of the peoplo everywhere in that re-
public is #o abject that they have been forced
to enler upon a career of rubbery and plunder to
wstain life. The highways o swarm
with robbers, and farms, villages, towns, and
@ven citics, are rubject continually to contribu-
tions by bands of men that are thieves or sol-
diers sccording ns the humor of their leader
lista,

The great parties that are strmggling for rule
are oppressod with a nearly equal scantiness of
resources, aud the only hopes of the man of
property and order Lo in the conclusion of the
preeenl treaty negolintions with our govern
ment. It is rupposed that the straits of Mexico
will foroe her to aoccdle even to the minor
points to which our government has adhered,
evenufter the great principles involved bad been
conceded by Mexico. If the treaty fails, a
pioblem will be presented to the next adminis
1ration that may bo more difficult to solve thas
the presentone is. We muy drive Cortinns and
&is bend into Mexico, ag we have driven and
are driving the Camuanches and Apaches belore
us, but what power shall restrain them from
fornys Into our frontiers as well aa those ol
Mexigo, it is difficult to foresec. A mutual
right of the passage and operution of troops
wmay meet the difficulty,

Disscnaions in the British Cabinet—=The
Derby Banguct—An Ianterregnum in
Forelgn Pulicy Here and in Englaad.
The English journals are endeavoring again

to get up on unfricndly fecling in England in
regard to the San Juan quostion, evidently
with the object of preparing the English public
or n favorable reception of Lord John Rus-
eell's impertinent despatch to Washington in
regard to that queetion, and even the ex-
Premier seens to treal our ¢luim on San Jusn
in a jooular style. AL the great opposition
‘bunquet given at Liverpool on the 29th ult.,
the Earl of Derby, in summing up England's
difficulties, alluded to this matter of the North-
western boundary, and said that, to use a
familiar expression, we appeared to be “rying
it on.” The English people and Cabinet will
soon realize, however, that It is no jokiug
dnatter, and that so far as this country and ita
government ore concerned, we are quire
sorions.

We have no doubt that when it becomes
known in England that the Foreign Secretary
has endeavored to add an_ excited fecling in
this country against England to the presen
gomplications in British, forcign and domestic
affuirg, there will be trouble there which may
be suflicient to break up the Cabinet. Such an
event is not very distant now, and it is quite
probable that a change must take place before
the Minlstry can be brought to enconntera
session of Parliament. The meeting of that hody
hus been prorogued Lill December, and it is
likely that it will be still farther delayed until
February. The present coulition Ministry Is at
loggerheads on a number of points, some of
which can hardly be got over otherwise
than by the withdrawal of somo of the
members,  In regard to the China oxpedition,
Lord Pulmerston and Lovd Joha Russell wivo-

ate a strong demaonstration, in which England,

and not I'rance, shall play the leading part,
while the Manchester school, represented by
Mr. Gludstons and My, Milner Gibsgn, are in
favor of u more penceful policy, and the gon-
demuation of the violent conrso of Mr. Bruce,
the British Minister to China.  Oan the other
hand, Lowd Palmerston nad Mr, Gladstone join
in fgsue with Lovd Jobn Ruesell, opposing his
projecied Reform bill, beeanse it goes too far,
vlile the radical sectinn in the Cabines insisg
that it does not go half far enough.

In thiz dilemma in domestic politics Loed
Palmerslon relies upon gottlng up an exeile-
mentin foreign questions, snficlently skeonir to
finat him over the session. He oavilsatthe eourse
of Lonls Napoleon in rezard to [taly, assumes
to be indignant at the progeedings of Spain
against Moroceo, and s Impudent to ns in the

Famdnan gqnestion. We eare very little what
comrse England puranes in regacd to the com-
plications now growing up on thi Continent of

Europe, butwe confidently rely on the fivmnoess

of Mr. Buchanen to maintain all enr tislis

in the™straita of Fuca, As we are now
eotering upon  the sergon  of  exeiting
combinations for the coming Presiden-
tial - campnign, the administeation mnst
relapse into the usual quadrennisl inlor-
regnum in our foreign poliay, when action is
ount of the question, becaunse one administration
is aboutio go out and snother to come in.

Bat the President can leave the fucls aud the

argument of our rights lo the island of San

Juan fully and clearly stated, and this will of

itsell defeat the blustering of Lord Palmorston.

The Eoglish people do not care one whit for

the obtaining of that island, If it is shown that

our right to it is well founded.

The prosent dissensiona in the British Cablnet
are the natural result of the growth of a new
school in British politics. The commerclal
men of Kngland nre outgrowing the leading
strings in which they huvo so long been held
by the landed aristocracy, nad are boginning
to elaim their due share in shaping the policy
of the government. Our example has shuken

thelr faith In the domincering thoories of the
old tory school, and they advocate n similar
non-combattant and  commerelal policy for
Fngland,  They wonld give up ail fdea of sus-
taining the old dynastics of Europe, as well as
that of destroyiog those of Acin,  lostead of

, rpoading millions in dishwb feelen wyr,
awler  the fallaclows  pectence of 0 e
senuieg  eommeres, ey would  Tuster
it by he Jess  expesslye  bul  more

efficncions policy of abandoning the ruling
propensity to domineer, and udopting fustend
peaceful arrangement of the conditions ot an
exchuoge of commodities. Some time may yet
clapee before this school of statesmen nétains
complete power in Eagland; but the fack that
Palmerston was forced to admit thom into his
present conlition Cabinet, and that they to-day
sustuin their views there, is a ‘palpable evidende
of their growing intelligence. The samo fact
waa exhibited in the late Cabinet of Lord Der-
by, which could not obtain power until the
Manchestor men supported it, and lost their
hold as soon utln Manchester men were driven
from their side. Under these clrcumstances, i§
will be ns difficnlt for Palmerston to rouse an
inimioal feeling towards the United States on
sccount of San Juan Island; as It would be for
Mr. Buchanan to obtaln action from Congress
during the coming still wator time in the action

of the administration. %
