Fiates before the elavery question is settled, Marsylaod Is
more lkely than any other placo to be the scene of it,
under the cir of the p tme. Itis & mis
fortune (bat the pegroes should rise; and for a long interval
there was bope that the transition from slave to froe labor
might be accomplished in u peaceful and orderly way, Up
to wbout & quarter of & century ago the nolversal sapposi
tion was that slavery could come to an end by no other masns
than a servile war; and thic was the dread which kepl givist
rome leading citizens, who. {f they had  stirred in time, might
have iplished the revol in the labor market lng
lefore this. There were then risogs, of more or
lees congequence, in the elave Plates 8o frequent!y
that the average was Bet down 88 twelve par
year. The fearful iosuerecton  koown by the
pome of the Southampton Massacre took pace in
1582, and this wur nll recently called the last negro
riging. The aboliton movement was instituted st thet

For
above twenty yeare, while the slavebolders kept up their
Aarme and cantiong, SUSpOCHNE incendiarism, material
and moral, at overy turn, the slaves never rebellod, more
or legs, This wis one good service dowe by the ubl:l"iﬂl'l'
iete; and another wag that the glaves were better treated
In proportion es the stention of the world was directad (o
ward their cake, By degrecathere came a slackening of the
aiarme which provail wherever slavery exists jand, o 1850,
ragh prictices were sdventured which are bittorly repwot-
edof now, In their borror of baving an anti slavery Prosj-
dent m the person of Fremouot, the Southern politieiaas
munde epecches all over the country, proving that his
election would doom slavery aud Southern iostitutions
altogether,  These epeeches wers uttered o the hearing
of thefuegrnes who bang round all vrowds, and of coarse
every ot of them becams & worshipper of Fremont, and
gpread his proige vp wnd down all the rivers of the
iterfor, This f8 universally admitted to bave been the
cuvgo of the so-called conspiracy of 1866, which seared
whole communitios out of their wits. Thoere was ceriainly
n wide sprond communication und symputby, Whether
there wag actunl  conspiracy to rise, bofore the - whites
drove the negroes to i, remiiog a matter of dig
pute,  What 18 certaio s, that wiong the conrse of the
great rivers the negroes  believed that their day
of deliverunce bad come, and nctea accordingly, aond
that many died under the laeh and on the gibbet a8 mar-
tyre.  lhe stropgest admonitiong (o prudence have since
been promulgeted among the whites; and the apecches
that have been listened to by mquisitive negroes luve
been full of assurances that slavery would sudors for
