The News.

The steamship Cansds, from Liverpool on the
Gth and Qoeenstown on the evenlng of the Tth
inst., arrived st Halifsx at an early hour yesterday
moruing. She will be dae at Boston this eveuing.
Our telegraplic despatch of the news s very
meagre. It is stated that Frunce and Eogland
heve 'agreed on = basis for the settlement
of the lialian question, and that England
will join the Congress. A report was in circnlation
that Garibaldi bad declared to Victor Emanuel at
their lute interview that Italy was betrayed, and that
he would head a revolation. Cotton was firm, and
rates had advanced. Wheat and corn had slightly
improved. Consolsat noon oa the Tth, were quo-
ted at 96f.

The Virginia Court of Appeals yesterdsy refused
to sward & writ of error io the case of Jobn Browan,
beicg of the opinion that the judgment of the
Circuil Court was correct. A despatch from Charles-
town states that ull was quiet there, but that the
military forces were augmenting in view of reports
of armed men from Ohio having croased into Vir
ginia. The excitement and alarm throughout the
Histe i very great, and it is rumored that the abo-
litioniste will “bsg"” Governor Wise and other pro-
mioeut men,and hold them as hostages until Brown
is released. Troops are to leave Richmond
this morning. The barns and other propegty
burtied belonged to Messrs. Burns, Tate aod Shir-
ley, alb of whom were jurors in the late trigls. A
meeting for the purpose of obtaining fands for the
relief of Brown's family was held at the Tremont
Temple, Boston, yesterday, and very fully at-
tended.

The politivians of the city were busy at work
yesterday, The Temmavy Hall Convention met
apd nominated Mr. Wia. F, Havemeyer for Mayor
and Mr. Bamuel J. Tilden for Counsel to the Cor-
poration. Mr. Havemeyer held the same office for
two previons terms (which were then annual),
namely, in 1845 and 15848, Mr. Tilden was member
of the Convention which framed the State consti-
tution of 1846, The Billy Wilson faction of the
Mozart Hall party also met at the Stuyvesant Insti.
tute and nominated Mr. Havemeyer for Mayor, but
did not trouble themselves about the office of Cor-
poration Counsel. The old line whigsheld a meet.

The New Congress and the Vote of New

York on the Presidentinl Question.
We have shown, from the reaults of the late
State elections, North and Soath, that while the
democratic party are moraly certain of the
vote of every Southern Stute upon the Presi-
dential question, they may also seoure the vote
of New York, which will give them the victory,
and apother four years lease of power at
Washington. We have shown, too, from the
divided honors upon the State ticket in our
recent election, and from the oue hundred aad
fifty thousand or more of our popular vote
beld in reserve, that the Presidentisl vote of
the Empire State is in the hands of a conserva-
tive balance of power; and we are daily
strengthened in our belief thst this balance of
power can never be brought over to Wm. H.
Seward or his revolutionary Rochester mani-
fasto.

In order to impress these opinions upon the

minds of the democratic leaders and managers
of the uew Congreee, wWe will put them in
apother form, to wit: Withoat the vote of New
York jpe democratic party will almoet as cer-
tainly be defeated in 1860 ms with the vote of
New York they will be victorious; and as this
decisive vote 18 within thelr reach, all other
copgiderations upon the subject should be ren-
dered subordinute to this paramount idea—the
vote of New York. All the troubles and quar-
rels in the camp between rival candidates,
cliques, factions and sections should be set
aside, and every candidate, cligue, faction and
section of the party should be prepared for
every sacrifice and any compromise necessary
to carry the vote of New York.
Te this end it will be folly to await the ac-
tion of the Charleston Convention. The de-
mocratic members of the new Congress may
supereede that Convention, or dictate its po-
licy. As the authorized and responsible rep-
resentatives of the party from all quarters of
the Union, these democratic members of the
two houres may command, if they will, the re-
spectful acquiescence of the party, North und
South, to any reasonable and practical Presi-
dential platform, in reference to the decisive
vote of New York. These Congressional
chiefs of the party, however, must, in the first
place, hurmonize upon the Administration and
umong themselves, Thus consolidated, the le-
gislative and the executive representatives of
the democracy at hewdquarters will be com-
petent to reunite the broken battalions of the
party throughout the Union, and competent,
also, to dictate to the Charlestsn Convention
the proper policy for winning the indispensu-
ble and decisive vote of New York in the Pre-
sidential election.

But, as the loss of New York will inevitably
involve the defeat of the republican party, we
may be assured that they will not neglect this
field of their lnbors. They may, perhaps, be
cairied away by their delusive estimales
of BSeward’s popularity; but in any
event, we sball soon bhe able to form a
definite opinion of their prospects, from the
general course of the party in Congress. A
violent anti-slavery republican programme in
the House against the administration, the
South, the “Northern doughfaces” and the
elave oligarchy, will leave the balance of power
in New York, “subject to the decision of the
Churleston Convention.” On the other hand,
a moderate and conservative national course
on the part of the republicaps will be some-
what difficult, inasmuch as this will reqoire the
repudiation of Seward and his eternal war
upon the South. Possibly his whippersin mny
force him or his sectionsl crussde upon the
purty, even in the face of this overwhelming
anti-Sewusrd populur vote of the Empire State,
But therein lies the hope of the democracy.

We wnbmit the subject to the carefal atten-
ion of their Presidential arithmeticians of the
pew Congrese. As New York, between the
anti-sluvery heresies of the republican camp
and the ultra-Southern pro-sluvery abstractions
of the democratic camp, stunds in the position
of a dmllrﬂhl ﬂe_utl'al“a:. and w3 the vote of
New York will in all probability deside the
Presidentiul election, is it not worth every-
thing? for does it mot Involve the issue of life
or death to the democratic party? The late
third party of this State has dissppearel. It
has ceased to exist. But, whig, demograt and
American, there is & body of ol least one hun
dred thonsand men in this State awailiog the
finul arrangements of the republicuns and the
democracy for the Presidential baftle; and
these arrangements, involving the defeat of the
one party or the otler, will probably be de-
termined within three months from the meet-
ing of Congress.

Another Insurrection (n Preporation nt
whe North.

From all the signa of the times, from every-
thing that we can see and hear sroid us, there
appeurs to be anosher servile insurreccion on
foo: at the North, bus on » larger aud more ex-
teprive seale, and of & more violeat character,
thun the late gutbreank at Harper's Ferry. The
republican leaders in Congress and in the
press, and above all the lights of the pulpit,
are preparing the way for the coming events
which are custing their dwrk and ominous
shadows before.  They sll eadorse John Brown
1k fur us they can, aod some of them muke bim
u bero, a demiged, second only to Jesus
Christ, They mix up religion with the move-
went, and thus add another combustible and
dangerous elewent to the politicul fansticlsm
of the “bigher law."

Tuke, for example, the sermon of Rev. Bdwin
M. Wheeloek, of Dover, N. H., published in yvs-
terdsy’s Herato, This wan, who bousts that
he is “of Puritan blood on buth sides--blood
thet is always revolutlonary”—says that the
PBunker Hill of our second revolution hasbeen
fought and won by John Brown, the second
Warren, wha bas paidt the glorious forfeit of

| bis life; and that “his scheme ia no faiture, but

n solemn success;” that “from the martyrdom

of Brown datee a new era of the satlelavery

oanse—to morsl agitation will now be added

pbyeical, to argument action—other devoted

men will follow in the wake of Brown, and will

carry on to its full results the work he has

begun.” “I think the time is fast coming," con-

tinues this apostle of treason, “when you will

be forced to do as be hus done."

Such are the sentiments apnd the very lan-

guage uttered in the pulpit. Nor is this all.

‘We are told that “John Brown had a live reli-

gion also, and that to be hanged in Virginia is

like being erucified in Jerusslem, and that the

gallows from which the sainted martyr ascends

to Heaven will be a sign and a symbol in our

politics s the cross is in our religion.” When

we couple this inflammatory harangue from

the pulpit and gimilar sppeals of other traltors,

lay and clerical, with the fact that a collection

is mow started by the same parties who raised

a former subscription of $100,000 to purchuse

revolutionary rifles aud pikes, to be used in

Kansas by John Brown aond his associates, we
can come to no other conclusion than that the
money now collected will be applied in the
same way, and that the phrase “John Brown's
family” isto be understood figuratively, and as
meaning his followers, like the expression,
“the farily of Christ,” eo often used by di-

vines. According to Rev. Mr. Wheelock, Joho
Brown has u very large fumily in the motapho-
rical sense; for, says he, *if an honest expres-
sion of the wishes of the North could be taken
to-morrow, John Browa would be the people's
candidate for the next Presidency, and he
would receive s million of votes.” And this
is the family for whem the subscciptions are
raised to metamorphoso them into a million of
men in arms,}ike the dragon’s teeth which
were gown of old iii ghé esrth und sprang up a
crop of armed men.

By some of the sympathizers with the canse
of John Brown ke has been pronounced insane,
because they are mot yet prepared to fully
identify themselves with the overt acts of trea-
son at Harper's Ferry. But Rev. Mr. Wheelock
repudiates the ides of this “God fearing Puri-
tan" being mad; and, indeed, so does Brown's
wife, who declares that he had this tragedy in
contemplation for the last twenty years, which
is from the time the anti-slavery agitation be-
gan. He is, therefore, no more mad now than
when he wus being prepared for college and
the gospel ministry by Rev. Moses Hallock,

father of the editor of the Journal of Commerce.

From all the indications of the times there is

an evident design, a setiled purpose, in the
abolition element of the republican party, Lo
follow up in due time the blow struck by Joha
Brown, and to plant another servile imsurrec-
tion in the South, more comprehensive in its
character and more enduring in its effects.
They do not disguise their intention to achieve
the diszolution of the Union, and they are la-
boring bard in their vooation—the propagaund-
ism of the gospel of John Brown, *the living
Waghington,” whose “banner bears no uncer-

tain sign.’
All the conservative classes, therefore, no

matter what may be their party designation,
ought to lay this perilous coundition of the

Tug Cuanrse Eueorios o Fapor.—All the
exoitemont among the differeat fuotions about
the approaching charter election is expended
for nothieg. As for any improvement [a our
municipsl goverament resulting from it, it is
all nonsense, for it is evident to us that things
are destined to go on in the old way, if not
in a far worse one. There ia a great desl of
plaoning and maocuvring about the Mayor
and the Corporativn Couasel, just as if the
Mayor, were he gifted with the peefeotions of
an archangel, could do saythlag under the
present system, with all the power asd sa-
thority vested by Albsny legislation in the
hanus of & set-of irresponsible heads of depart:
wents, buresus and commissiens, sud the

chiof magistrate himself & mere cyphor, whilo
* the purties who

really exerolse power ure the
toola of the lowest clase of paliticians in the
city. When s woalthy and . influenthet oltizen
was piked for whom ke would wote for Magyor, |
he answered that If the sole excoutive au-
thority was plaved in the handp of Mérnando
Wood for ten years be would'vote for him, as
a means slmply of protecting hiz property—
otberwise he saw no use in voting wt all; and
perbaps he was right, for, shorn of its power
va the office now is, the Mayor is no better
thaa a machine out of order. The election of
the Muyor, therefore, is a mere farce, and that
of Corporstion Counsel, about which there is
50 much fugs, i atill worse. The office of Cor-
poration Counsel ia only good for the luoky in-
cumbent, who is sure to realize a fortune out
of it by his sulary and fees. All the city gaios
by the services of thut official, who is supposed
to protect its interests, is to be awindled ac-
cording to the legal formula of sllowing suits
to go nguiost the Treasury by default.

With proper candidates for Aldermen and
Councilmen, however, some gnod might result
from the charter election; but there is not the
slightest chance of such nominstions being
mude. The business is in the hunds of a set of
losfing politicisns, shoulder-hitters, grogshop
keepers, junkshop keepers,and all that class—
the lowest, least intelligent and worst class in
the whole community. They will elect o new
batch of Aldermen snd Councilmen, with whom
they expect to share the plunder, and the pro-
bability is that we shall see more corruption
and rusculity in the nextCommon Council thua
ever before. The taxes, which are now ten
millions, will most likely be increased to
| twelve, or possibly fifteen, mext year. Thisis
not a very agreeable prospect for the tax-
payers, but we gce no romedy for it. There is
no use in trylug to etem the tide of corruption,
fraud and misgovernment; we have oaly to sub-
mit to be robbed and plundered unresistingly.

Evrgrios or Scaoor, Qvrigens—ILoox Qv poR
e Rocans.—8chool Conileslonerd and Trus-
tees are to be nominated on Tuesday night in
the various wards of the city, end are to be
voted for at the charter election in December
It is o well known fact that some of the lowest
and most disreputable characters look for, and
too often succeed in getting, these places, with
no other object in view than the indulgence ot
their vicioua propensities. The position gives
them an influence and confrol over the female
school teachers, which they not unfrequently
use for the vilest purposes. We are informed
that in one of the up town wards there are two
candidates for school offices, one of whom was
recently divorced from bis wife, and the other
of whom was proved to have sbused the same
office by debauchiog one of the female school
teachers who came under his jurisdiction.
These are the sort of féllows to whom the con-
trol of our educational institutions is handed
over by the bullies and rowdies who have mo-
nopolized the management of our whole muni-
cipal system.

Of course it would be vain and useless to
appeal to grogshop primaries to put in nomi-
nation for school offices none but men of edu-
cation and good repute. The machine does
not work in that way. It is in the hands of
the rowdies, and can produce nothing but what
is vile. But there may be a mode of check-
mating the primaries, not only in the matter of
candidates for school offices, but in respect also
to candidates for the Common Council and
other municipal offices.

We do not see why a few of the decent
householders in a ward should not put their
heads together and invite by circular the other
respectuble residents of the ward to meet at
one of their houses, where they might canvass
the merits of the various candidates and sug-
gest the names of those in whom they could
repose confidence. If several were mentioned
in connection with the same office the candi-
date might be decided by lot, and the voters of
the ward could then be intormed by circulars,
or by adverliscments, of the choice made by
the real bona fide representatives of thelr in-
terests. We are confident that in every ward
of the city decent, honest people outaumber
the rognes, roughs and politicians, and could
elect their own candidates. Will those who
huve children to be educated, taxes to be paid,
and intereets to be protected, take the hint and
move in time,

Tom Corwin ron Seraxkr.—Honest Tom Cor-
win, of Galphin elaim notoriety, is talked of as
a candidate for Speaker of the House of Repre-
sentatives. Ile is a conservative man, Corwin
is—a very conservative man. Perhaps if the
democrats cannot do better they may take up
Tom Corwin and elect him. To the lobby he
would be invaluable; and when there are any
Jjobs afloat no man is more reliable than honest
Tom Corwin.

More of the people cantot go on Sunday ex-
cursions of pleasure than go to church, for
they are effectunlly barred, but it may be
safely said that for every one who attends di-
vine eervice five stay at home. The London-
