The Chairman then read the advertisement calling the
meeting, and requested that the persons interested would
slate the object ol M.

Mr. Faihbanks then rose and said that tho gentlemen
who had taken an active part in late affairs in connection
with the church, had come to the determination of catling
. meeting of the members of tho church at once, for tho
purpose of ascertaining if the church was willing to hear
the reasons they would assign for the courso they had
taken in sending Miss Johnstone to England to raise somo
money. This was not done in behalf of tbe church, as
was charged against them. The} could have no right to
do that, and they never contemplated it, as they would
show to the satisfaction of all. Wo never thought
of taking upon ourselves Rucb a responsibility. Hut
they hao found themselves in a very tight way. They
could not get money to pay their debts, and tbe only way

which they could bO|« to go on, was by appropriating
a small sum of money designed lor tne churches in the
*eel, to the service ol their own church here. They had
been repeatedly told ty wealthy members of the church
that they could not go on; that the church oould not be
supported much longer, and that it must go down. Those

Enilemen.men of wealth and influence, somo of them
Idiug offices in the church.refused, when applied to for

aid, to assist in averting this calamity, and refused to give
a single dollar towards liquidating the tho debt of
the church, a debt, be it remembered, of their
Own contracting. Finding, therefore, that they
could p»t nothmp at borne, they took the
responsibility upon themselves not to send an agent to

on bi half of the cburch, but to rata: money to be
ot-ed tor sntttiulmi the cburch. They felt it iheir duty to
aak money from those who had it and who wore willing
to give it lor sustaining a church like theirs, and they did
not stop to ask whether the waters of the Atlauln rilled
between them ana their Iriends, or tbo prairies of Illinois.
Therefore it was that they had sanctioned the mlsslou of
Miss Johnstone to England to raise money, and they in¬
tended to place that money in the bands of a committee of
S»ven, Ave of whom were to be mimoers of the church
two not connected with it, and that so long as that
pitpit was faithful in denouncing slavery, tho church
was to have the benefit of it; but if the
{Uftor ceased this work, then the committee would bo
empowered to apply It to somo other worthy objoct. Th it
money was intended to sustain a free uumuxxlod gospel,
lbat was it. They had drawn up a statement of all the
ciicumnances, which was now ready to bo submitted tj
tbo meeting.
Dr.,JUrtt rose to read tbo statement, bat was iu tempt¬

ed iffy Mr. Barvoy, who opposed the reading of tbo
stat< ment, on tbe ground that it was drawn up by a < cll-
oonsUtu e committee, without the sauction or concurrcnce
of the. church. lie demanded on belialf of the church
that all the circunutanecs connected with Miss John¬
stone's mission to Eugiand be publicly announced by
tlvwe who ban in any wav recommended such an under¬
taking, so that the odium of tbe|act should rest with them
alone.

Mr. F-AiRHANKri spoke at considerable length ia favor or
having tbe stut'iBont referred to road. He thought tlio
Meeting ought to hear that statement, but if they d:<l not
H was a mailer of do groat consequence, for whether they
received tt or not, they intended to luivo it published both
In this country ami in England.
The question was then put from the Chair, whether tho

Statement t»o read or not, and curried in the affirmative.
l»r H.uitt, m introducing the subject, said tbat be wis

one of tlie members of the committee referred to, and
was happy at having an opportunity of rendering an ac¬
count ot their stewardship. Their only regret was tbat
they bad i.o funds at present, but they trusted ibey would
eomc in oue season. Last year Dr. Cheover and two of
the author* ot' the appeal, wilb the aid of one of the trus
teee wlio voted lor the resolutions which were published
th» other »'ay, succeeded in raising two thousand dollurs
in this city tor tbe benefit of tbe church This year they
hoped to raise a much larger amount outside ot the city.
There was no objection on tbe pirt of the trustees or uiiy
one else to their operation then; why Bhould there he to
their o|ieratioii now t They made precisely the sumo re¬

presentations concerning the church and its wants to their
friemis here thai tbey h id ma le to their brethren iu
Great Britain. Where, t/iun, was ihe difference? If they
bad a right, as individual members of tho chiiroh, to go
to merchants and members of other churches la New
York, and tell thum that the Church of the l'uriuns want¬
ed funds, which the trustees either would not or could not
furnish, and that if they wished this noble citadel of truth
and lr< e om to stand, they must come to its aid, then, ho
maintained, they had precisely tbe same right to go to
Christian mm in any city or in any land with
similar representations and with a similar ro-

3uest What would they have thought If
le Board of Trustees, after the annual meeting in

March, had held two protracted meetings, and published
resolutions to tbo effect that Dr. Cheever and Dr. Hartt,
By and iwth the consent of two other brethren, had gone
round the city of New York to obum funds for tbe Church
of tho Puritans, thereby assuming functions and preroga¬
tives which did not belong to them, and iutlicting a serious
injury upon said church, for which most unwarrantable
act tbey could not hold themselves resfionslblc? Ami thou
.oppose all tbe patters in the city, religious and secular,
democratic and republican, had come out with long ar ti¬
des beaded "A Disgraceful Appeal,'' and stigmatizing tbo
Church of tho l'uritans as a mendicant church, and charg-
ing its pastor with everything that was bad; and then,
supposing tbat tbe cbureh itself had been compelled to
cease its exercises, and obliged to call u meeting to adjust
the dillleulty, would they not have conclude!, from tbe
simple fact of the case, tbat they had been seized with a

panic almost as ridiculous as that which had seiz¬
ed tho Virginians? But this would not have been
m wbit m >ro preposterous than the excitement
that has been raised by our appeal to Great Britain. It
was tbo right of every member of this church, if lie
found it in need, to obtain aid for it in any quarter, upon
fair and honest representation. He had us much right to
labor in any and every direction for tbo supply of itu
temporal Wtuits us he had for the supply of its s jiritnul
wants, and the church should ni tnoro find fault with
tiim in the one case than in the other.

A UVRLY IHSCtWION

Mr. Chkstkr objected to tbe statements and the regolu-
tioi.s whk'h accomiuuikHi them for this rea*»n, amougst
others, tbnt they tmanaicd from a self lotistitnt. d
authority who bad not eveu consulted tbe members o the
church with respect to tbe part they had undertaken
to act They had been told, in addition to that ground
of objection, that thm self coostltuted c>mmitu-e did not
rare whether this meeting approved of thsiu or not. He
thought this a most gratuitous and discourteous challenge
lo tbe other members of the church, rtiiry were t->l<l
that whether they approved of-these documents or not
they would be published to tbe world all the sumo, lie,
for one, would never vote lor the adoption of tbe siate
men! or the resolutions. That statement omtaineu charges
against ixidiviuus Is of the churcb; charges against the
trustees, bene of whom weto present to defend Ui-m
selves. But these chat ges were neither explicitly stated,
Dor were those against whom tbey were levelled named.
Now bo demanded that ti e charges be put Into
a tangible form, and that tbe parties referred
to be named. If it was Intended to arraign,
impugn and use opprobrious epithets against those who
might chance to differ from a certain sell constituted body
ol members here, lie bad liitic hope of harmony or bro¬
thel )y love in the churcb. If the church wis to bo pa¬
raded before tbe American community with such a mill¬
stone round its mck aa that, it must, indeed, and 0 ight to
go down. What- position would they fin 1 tbomselve* in
b< fore the American community when it was thus made
public that the beautiful church in Union square, lu tho
most fashionable aud wealthy quai ter of tne city of N 'W
York.cot a church established for U10 poor and needy,
but a grand ediOce where the wealth aud re&noment
of the city came to worship, hud been compelled to go to
Englabd to look fur money to support it. Tbat was
hud enough, but il was far worse tbat those who
bad recommenced ibis beggingtinismon should give, as a
reason tor Buch an appeal, thai. they duro not apply to
them.the general body ol tbe church.that. they dironot
let it be known 'hat ibey were about to make such an ap¬
peal because or certain hostility to tho potior, and to Iho
abolition oi slavery which it was known he advocated.
This was all bad enough, but there was worse to como
What was ibe fact? They Ijund that these charges were
backed up by a letter from tholr pastor wherein he had
btought charges not only againet this church, but against
the ministers aud churches or the whole country.charges
wherein he told bis frieuds in England tint
bis was the only anti siavery church la the
country. Were such charges as those to bo en
doised by the church? He Uoped not, but he for one
would not let them go uncontradicted. What would be
the result if they accepted foreign aid for the churchy
lie could tell thi m that they would be no longer a Belt'
governing church, controlling their nwnall iirs; but they
would be a dependent church controlled by Uiuse gentle
men who wifbed to arrogate to themselves the power of
control over the funds of the church. It would bo no
longer tbe church that would control the ministration* of
the Gos|iel, but a self appointed committee, a' mod with
turds received from a foreign land. No ohurcb could live
in tliis way, and he callxi upon tho cnurcb m>.mb rs
preset,t to ward off the comlDg evil. Why should they
go to Eng'ann.to a jioor country like that.for
aid, from whence they repeatedly had missionaries
asking aid to afsust the in In evangeliziug the
Irish ard for otber put poses. Let it once go out to the
world that tbey were supported by English gold, and tho
whole influence of their pastor as lb: great denouueer of
slavery would die out. No matter with *-bat poorer of
truth or intellect Dr. Che-v«r's war might be waged
against slavery, hie moral influence would be dead, ana
himself would be as it were a dead mm. In conclusion
he urged upon the meeting nottoondorse the statement
or the resolutions accompanying that statement. If they
aid they would bang a mtllstouo round their nocks which
would eventually crush them.
Mr. Aiikrnetiiy was opposed to a hasty adoption

of the statement and of the resolutions. Ho was
anxious for tho good name and welfare of the church
and of their pastor, and be recommended that the
documents be laid on tbe table for the present, and that
time be allowed for a full consideration of the whole mat¬
ter. He commented strongly upon the wrong done to tbe
church by the letter of Dr. Chcever, wherein that gentle¬
man bad asserted that be was surrounded by foes from
within and without He donied that there were any foes
within, except, indeed, it might bo that those gentlemen
were foes who bad taken certain responsibilities In this
matter without consulting tV members of tho church.
He would vote against tbe resolutions.
Rev. T. C. Warrkn spoke at length in support of tho

statement and tbe resolutions.
Dr. Bali, was opposed to handing over to the control of

a committee the funds contemplated to be raised,
as was proposed in the resolutions. He was not so
averso to seekiDg aid wherever it could be honorably
obtained.

Mr. E. F.mus spoke in favor of the adoption of the re¬
solutions.

Professor Marti* did not believe that Dr. Chocver could
be influenced by any set of men, no matter what control
they might have over the funds of the church. Iu that
respect, be had no fear but be was strongly opposed,
nevertheless, to place the disposal of any funds tUat
might be raised in the hands of a coraraitteo. On
that account he objected to the resolution. He was
strongly opiweod to tbe mission of Miss Johnstone, as tbe
bare fact of tbe Church of the Puritans being the reci¬
pient of foreign aid, would grca'ly Icxseu the power and
influence of their pastor as tbe great and uullinching ad
vocalo of abolition and the denouncer of the sin of
slavery.

After a very lengthy debate It was moved that the papers
ho laid on the table, and the further discustion of the ma'
tors adjourned lor tbe wcok. The motion was lust.

Several motions for adjournment were successively put
and debated, but they were all successfully opposed. and
the adoption or rejection of the papers was prossed upon
tho meeting.

l»r. CmocvKR, who had entered the room at a late hour,
then roso and addressed the meotjug briefly. Ho said he
was very much p&ineo at what ho had h-ard there that
evening. Me admitted that he had written tb« letter to Mr.
Spnrgi on, that reference had been ma e to, entirely on his
own responsibility, and he was surprised, subsequently,
to see In the public prints resolutions from tho
trustees, In wbirth tliey dlsawowod any connection
with Miss Johnstone. If tbey had come to him the
matter might have been settled amicably, but they hurt
acted without consulting bim. Whilo absent from tbe
city, he had received a letter from his wife, informiugbim that a plan had been set on foot to deprive him of
bis charge. He had often felt like giving tho matter up,but then be felt that he was commissioned of flod to keepbis post, and coniiuuo in the conflict with slavery. Ho
had received letters of encouragement from all parts of
this country and Great Britain, and so lung as God upheld
him would preach upon the sublert.

After several Ineffectual attempts on the part of thoso
who were opposed to the adoption of the statement and
ret-olulions to carry an adjournment, tho chairman put
tho question whether tbe documents submitted be approved

THE HOMICIDE OK BOARD THE UNITED STATES MAN-

OF-WAR.
rSITFll STATES DISTRICT COrRT.I.V CHAMBERS.

Before Hon. Judge Belts. ¦

Nov 22..In re the United State* t». Chart's C. Cooper on

Writ of Hubea* Corpus .The prisoner was brooght up
again this morning, when his Honor delivered the follow¬
ing opinion in the case;.
Tho prisoner, Charles C. Cooper, who is under arrest

and confinement by the Marshal of this district for the
murder of George Bitter, a seaman on tioard of the mta
of-war Brooklyn, a few days nnoo in thit port, sued by
his counsel, Mr. Bidgeway, a habeas corpus, returnable
yesterday morning. Hit discharge was claimed oil the
ground tbat there was no legal proof authorizing his com¬
mitment, aud also that the United States had no Jurisdic¬
tion over the offence charged.
Junge Beits ruled tbat in order to obtain Jurisdiction in

the I'mted States courts tbo act must have been done in
ibe waters within the admiralty Jurisdiction of the Uuited
StaHP. and out of the Jurisdiction of any particular State.
Tb< re was nothing in the proofs showing that the offence
was coinmitted out of the Jurisdiction ol tbo State of New
York. Tho ship was yet in the bay win n the transaction
jJ.argcd against the prieoner occurred, and clearly within
(be State jurisdiction, and accordingly it was not pro-
l>crly within the cognizance of a naval court mirf.al.
The Jtidge said the prisoner could remain, however,
In custody of the Marshal until this morning, to allow tbo
United States government to claim bim as liable to pun¬
ishment under the rules and articles for the government
of the navy If deemed applicable to the case, or to be re¬
mitted to the custody 0! the authorities of tho State of
New York. The order was absented to by the prisoner's

TERRIBLE EXCITEMENT IN RICHMOND,
ora kichmokd correspondence.

About seven o'clock last night one of the city bolls,

located in Capitol square, commenced tolling at a signal
for the volunteer companies of the city to organise. La
an ineUut the city was in a state of wild excitement, the
presumption naturally being that some cmergeucy had
suddenly arisen which required prompt actiou to mcot it.
Volunteers in uniform, with muskets in hao t, were seen

rushing from every quarter of the city to the armories
of the respective companies to wbica they belonged.
The populace, ignorant of the causc of this sudden alarm,
hurried in hundreds to the executive mansion, to ascertain
from Governor Wise what information he hud received,
if any, to inducc him to bring tbc military so suddenly
into requisition. Their curiosity was soon relieved on be¬
ing informed by the Governor that hu bad received a tele¬
graphic despatch from Colonel Davis, com-n&nder of tho
troops at Cbarleatown, asking for an additional force of
five hundred men, to aid in repelling an attack
expected to bo mode by a force of eight hun¬
dred men, who bod crossed tho Ohio at Wheeling, and
were on their way to Charlestown, as It was supposed,
for the purpose of rescuing Old Brown and the other pri
Boners. As this news was circulated a scene of the
wiliest excitement followed. Every man, yoking ant
old, became fired up to the utmost pitch of indiguauon
The civilians were suddenly seized with a military enthu¬
siasm which would do honor to a Zouave, aud uuny of
thi m heartily yearned for an opportunity to be enrolled
as volunteers in the Charlestown expedition. They en¬
vied the fortunate regulars, as they called the voluutcers,
who, being enrolled in the military organization of the
city, had now an opportunity to take vengeance of the
rascally abohtioulBts who are causing so much trouble
and anxiety to oar people. The feelings of men.ay, and
of women, too.were wrought up u> a pitch or enthu-
s asm which it would bo difficult to realize. The
Richmond and Kredoricksburg Railroad depot on Broad
street, whence the troops were to start, became the cen¬
tral point of interest, as the hour for tbc starting of the
special train (nine o'clock r. ht.) which was to carry
the troops to Washington, approached. At half past eight
o'clock there could not h&v<- been less than ten taouaand
prisons in tbo street in fiot.t of tho depot Tre excite¬
ment at this point wus liatumlly very great. As oacb
company marched up and formed into line on each side
of the street, awaiting the putting of tho train in readi¬
ness, shouts went up lrom the immense crowd, which
echoed through the rnuotott limits of the city. The scene
might be regarded as a miniature picture of the spectacle
at the railroad depots of Fans, as described by some of
) Jur correspondents, on the eve of tho departure of the
French troops for Turiq. There was, indeed, a strong re¬
semblance in all tho details of the preliminaries between
the two scenes. Tbc hurrying of the troo)* through the
city, preparatory to the organized march to tho
de|>ot, the exciiimcnt as they reached that point,
the tarewcll of friends.for such they were.the
entrance into the cars in due military precision, and tho
final dc|<urture ol tho train, consisting of nine cars heavilyladen, auii J the most enthusiastic hurrahs I have ever be¬
fore b>a>d, brought vividly to my mind tho preliminaries
of the French vampaign against Austria. Many thou¬
sands who wore compelled to remain behind as belonging
to no military organization, would have gladly exchanged
plactS with those who h*d gone on; and in their zeal to
he permitted to share tho glory of those who have left, If
any is in store for them, would have willingly submitted
to. the very worst privations incident to a military cam
palgn.
Gov. Wise was at tho depot giving directions and coun¬

sel as to what was necessary to be done for prompt de¬
spatch, and the comfort and convenience of the troops.
He had his armor backled on, "ready for the fray,'' and
was among tbc tlist on the spot to urge tb" prompt pre¬
paration of tho special train. Nothing could exceed the
enthnsinsm with which he was hailed as ho pissed
from the depot to the cars, as they were about to
¦.tart. He was accompanied by some of our

wading men as fur as tho cars; not
oven their presence could restrain the crowd Irora press-
Jig upon him and taking his hand as he advanced towards
the train In twenty minutes after tho receipt of the tele¬
graphic despatch from Ool. Davis he was ready to start,
bavins waited, as I understand, not even for supper. So
ureal was the enthusiasm which bis presence inspired it
the depot last night, that if he only had Intimated a wish Tor
nn additional force, six thousand men would have instant¬
ly arrayed themselves under his lea lership. As It was,
he had a force of over 600 men, as well disciplined and of
as good pluck as any in the country. And, believe me, If
the necessity arises, they will take ample revenge for
past grievances.

FERRY SERMON.A Ct'RtOCH AND BiOHLT INTMRKST-
l*G rOOl'MINT.
Henry Ward Beecber delivered at the Plymouth church,

Brooklyn, on the 30th ult, * sermon on the subjoct of the
Harper's Ferry incursion. A copy of the Spiritual Ttk-
groph, containing a verbatim report of the dlsooursc,
was sent by a gen-leman of this city to a friend in Charles-
town, and by the latter wa= placed in the hands of Brown,
that he might read and criticise it. Brown willingly un¬
dertook tbe task, and with his own hand wrote marginal
notes, expressing assent or dissent on the views and
statements of the preacher. Wc have received :h» oopy
of llie Sf iritval lelegraph, with llii marginal annotations
in Brown's plain, unmistakable chirography. It ii one of
the greatest literary and political curiosltics of the day.
We subjoin the paragraphs from Brother's discourse on
which there are any particular comments, and the re¬
marks thereon by Brown:.
Beetiikr.. + * An old man, kind at heart, industrious,

peaceful, went forth, wiih a large family of children, in
seek a now home in Kansas. That infant colony held
thousands of souls as noble as. liberty ever inspired or re¬
ligion i-nricbed. A great, scowling slave State, its nearest
neighbor, sought to tread down tuts liberty loving colony,
and to dragoon slavery intuit by force of arms. The
armed citterns of another State crossed the State lines,
destroyed tbe freedom of tho ballot box, prevented a fair
expnssion of public sentiment, corruptly usurped law¬
making power, and ordained by fraud laws as infamous
as ibe suu ever saw, assaulted its infant settlements with
aimed hordes, ravaged tho flelJii, destroyed harvests and
herds, and carried death to a multitude of cabins.
Brown..Not well posted.
Bckciier.. * * The United States governmentM no

marines for this occasion. No federal troops were posted
by cars night and day for tbe poor, the weak, the grossly
wronged men in Kansas. There was an army there that
unfurled the banner of Union, but it was on the side of
tbe wrong doers, not on the side of tho injured. It was
in this field that Biowti received his impulse. A tender
father, whose life was in bis soli's life, he saw his first¬
born seized like a felon, chained, driven across the coun¬
ty. crazed by suffering and beat, beaten by the officer in
charge like a dog, and long lying at death's door. An¬
other noble boy, without warning, without offence, un¬
armed, hi open day, In the midst of tbe clty,waa shot
dead.

government arms, and they three rush against seventeen
men.

Brown..Truth.
Bbchir..Let no roan pray that Brown be spared. Let

Virginia make him a roanyr. Now, be has only blunder¬
ed. His soul was noble; Lis work miserable. But a cord
and a gibbet would redt em all that, and round up Brown's
failure with a heroic success.

Brown .Good !
IterHKR .I shall proceed to show the wrong way and

the right way.
1 First, we have no right to treat the citizens of the

South with acrimony and bitterness, because they are In¬
volved in a sj stem of wrong ooing. Wrong is to be ex¬
posed. B it tbe spirit of rebuko may be as wicked before
Cod as the spirit of the evil rebuked.

hie day comes, fearless men, who shall apeak tho truth
for Justice, in the uplrtt of love. Therefore it Is a matter
not merely of political and secular wisdom, but of Chris
tiaa conscience,that those that have at heart the welfare
of the enslaved should maintain a Christian spirit. Thu
oan be done without giving up one word of truth or one
piinclple of righteousness A roan may be fearless an-1
plain spoken, and yet give cvklcuro of being sympathetic
and kind hearted and loving.
