It may l>", however, thut tho Emperor will show
himself a better con of the church and stauncher
partisan of ordi r than the clergy aait the legitimist, be¬
lieve, anil that he uHHJitjkt th* brntU' of the. lain twmciQM in
atpirit worthy the a;.; laut.r oj Auitria. Nor is it possible
to say beforehand with what temper tho Plenipotientia-
ries of Bussia and Prussia will treat the affairs of Italy.
These governments, particularly the former, are, of
course, adverse to such displays of popular independence
as are exhibited at Florence and Bologna, but they arc
neither 01 them very partial to Austria, and may, per
hap#, both be willing to show their independent! of
Krance. But all remains as yet uncertain, lor experience
has taught im that even the views of governments are
charged at the Inst moment. So much tho more reason
is there that Ijnrd Cowley should bo cautious and lirm,
and that the government which supports him should not
fail to make his taelc easier by a clear ttaWt&.nt of its
principles.
AUSTRIAN PULING TOWARDS ENGLAND IN TUB

CONGBKSS.
[Vienna (Dec. 2) eorres)x>ndonoe of the London Times ]The Vienna papers hive recently contained gome very
insipid articles on the foreign policy of England, and the
Cut Deutsche I'oxt to day foretells that the British diplo¬
matists will be deleated iu the approaching Congress.
Ibe paper says:.
During tin? Congrrss of Verona the diplomatists and

publicists of England talk big about tho right of nations
to think and choo«e for themselves. b:t when the Assem¬
bly decided vn an intervention in Italy and in Spain,
(.'real Britain entered a protest against it, and lot things
take their course. We are of opinion that England will
be faithful to her traditions.
Tbe Ott Deutsche I'r t n.ay possibly be right, but there

is an impression on my mind that tbe result of the Con¬
gress will be different from what Austria expects. Eng¬
land, if 1 am rightly informed, no oitfier inriltion the
Dtickut bebiij unit'd to Sardinia, but it content to Uat 'he
matter to tht derision, «f the inhabitants of those coun'.ris,
"the Emperor of the French having solemnly promised
that they thall not be subjected to any pressure from
abroad." U is proposed that Tuscany, Motlena, and
Parma shall separately elect a ruler, and that the three
countries shall form a Kingdom of Etruria. should their
choice tall on the ssme person. Something 1ms boon said
about temporarily introducing universal eufiragc into the
Duchies, but this government would nut fail vigorously
to oppese such a democratic scheme. The Wiener /¦¦itung
of this day contains the Treaties which were concluded at
Zuiich ou tbo 10th of November.

In spite of the change of tone in the French press, it is
still firmly believed here that the Emperor Napoleon
means mischief to England. Tbo Vienna Prtsic thus
wiites on (he subject
England is undergoing a milit try organization, because

tho nation wills it so. it is -esolved that tbe steam fleet
snail be as preponderant as tbe sailing fleet and that
rifle corps shall everywhere he raised. Tho h.istile feel¬
ing wbich has been .uised in tbe EnxliBh nation Is ex¬
tremely disagreeable to the Emperor Napoleon: and the
more so, because it cannot no done away with by diplo¬
matic wiles. Only a war could inter 'upt tho English
armaments, (tnd, not being prepared fee u war with Eng¬
land, Napoleon temporises. All tb» notables in tue
French navy are of opinion that at present a war could
net ue woijed wtfji England ivilh a /air protpect of .mo e. ;.
