Mr. Surra then proceeded with his remarks, recounting

in detail the history of the slavery agitation, and contend¬
ing that the North had always been aggressive, and that
the purppse of the republican party was to force the South
to abolish slavery entirely, and give the negroes equal
rights with the white man. He quoted largely from
speeches of Senators Seward and Wilson, and other re¬
publicans, and from the writings of Wm. Lloyd Garrison,
who, he believed, was still a British subject, having re¬
fused to be naturalised. The programme of the republi¬
can party was, as it has always been, agitation. He de¬
nied that the repeal of the Missouri compromise was a
peculiarly democratic wvasure, for many old whigs had
Voted w'iu iLem for tne Kansas Nebraska bill, lie gave

a history ofJohn Brown's raid, which , he agreed with Sena¬
tor Mason was a legitimate result of republican teachings.
Two great duties were to be periormed.one by the free
States, and the other by the slave States. The Eastern
States have got to legislate, and they must put down such
men as William Lloyd Garrison and tlios-j who endorse
their treasonable sentiments against the Union, their in¬
cendiary publications, and their subscriptions of money
for the purpose of disturbing their neighbors. In the
meantime, the South will have to arm to provide for those
forays which they were told from the pulpit in the North
to expect. Itineraries were lo have no further place in
their kiadest hospitality, and they that came among them
in certain forms were, per «, suspected, and would be
compelled to give bonds for their good behaviour. That
was not all: they were to foster Southern institutions, lo
wear itheir old clothes until new on*.s could be made
of their own tnau ifacture. They had to practice
on the defensive policy, and prepare for the wrath *o
ctme. The South preferred tluit the Union should be per¬
petuated; but the N'oith nrjst miud its own business-
must fulfill it' oc'ustiiutiouaj obligations. In that event the
I'n'on couid go on in its grand career, and the country be-
comie prosperous and rapidly developed. The South was
determined that the system of free negrodom shall end.
As an evidence of the influence of slavery upon the negro,
he produced statistics showing that four hundred thou
sand of the slaves were full communicants in the different
churches of the South, lie cond-mned tne doctrine of the
republican party, that the negro is equal to the white man,
and advi rlcd to the fact tli&t Massachusetts had repealed
the law of that State prohibiting the intermarriage of the
whius with the blacks.

FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

The President's messago, and the reports or the various
departments of tho exocutive branch of the government,
were laid before Congress to-day, and appear elsewhere
hi our columns. That portion of the message which re¬
fers to financial matters is very brief. We have already

The balance thus left would be $14,381,803; but thu -.in-

paid debts of the Post Office Department, and other appro¬
priations required, will have to come out of this; so that,
assuming that no new appropriations arc made by Con
gress, the balance on 1st July, 1800, will be really som<
ten millions less than above stated.

It is remarkable that the President and the Secretary
of the Treasury do not agree in their estimates for the cur
rent year. The former states that ho "considers a dell
ciency probable," and recommends Congress, in such an

event, to increase the duties on imports. Mr. Oubb, on
the contrary, is quite confident th.it "there will be no ne-

ocssity to provide additional means to the Treasury." The
dilfirenco of opinion probably arises from the fact thai the
Secretary is a Georgia lawyer, whose knowledge of trade
has Ix en acquired fiuce he entered Mr. Buchan»n's Cabi¬
net; while tho former is a ripe, experienced statosmtn,
who bus been dealing with such matters all his life.
The didactic portion of tho report or the Secretary of

the Treasury sheds some light upon tho reasons which in
duoo him to differ from bis chief a-! to tho probable in
come of the government for the current year.

It is probable that the President, whose opportunities

of obsei ration have been greater than those of tho Secre¬
tary, is not quite bo sanguine about thg customs revenue
keeping up. He, too, evidently thinks that something should
be done with the Treasury notes, of which Mr. Cobb coolly
desires Congress to authorize the renewal. Possibly the
President may have foreseen a contingency which the
Secretary may have overlooked.to wit, such an advance
In the value of money as would throw back on the de
partmcnt for redemption the overdue Treasury notes,
and would render it profitable for merchants to pay duties
in Treasury notes. In this event the government would
be compelled to reeort to some extraordinary method to
meet the deficiency. The award which was made at

Washington to-day is a pretty clear indication of tho grow¬
ing value of money and of the comparative disfavor into
which Treasery notes have fallen. If to-day these securi¬
ties can hardly be negotiated at 0 per cent, how will It bo
six months hence; when money us in aclivo demand for
purposes of trade?

It has been the custom for many years for Secretaries of
the Treasury to ventilate their views on the general sub¬
ject of trade sad finance in their reports. Some of these
renorts, among which ws may mention Mr. Guthrie's,
thus became a valuable part of the financial literature of
the country. But we are bound to say that Mr. Cobb's
performances in this direction are calculated to discredit
1'ikt system, and to suggest the inquiry whether it be right
for the government to print, at such vast expenm, the
crude speculations sad essays of inexperienced financiers
who happen to bccome Secretaries of the Treasury. There
Is hardly an idea in Mr. Cobb's new essay which is not fa¬
miliar to all merchants and financiers. It is quite amus

ing to find the old axioms about gold being a national
product and staple export, and so forth, here announced
in a pompous manner, as If they were new dis¬
coveries, which would astonish the world. Merchants in
this part of the oountry.and their clerks too.were pretty
well aware, before Mr. Cobb told them, that we pay for
our imports from China and South America by bills on

England nor did they need to be told that California ha<l
been enriched by losing her gold. It would, however,
be unjust to the Secretary to insinuate that his report Is
whtfily filled with xueh stale propositions as these. Ills
statement, for Instance, that California last year yielded
$70:0<i0:006 of gold must be admitted to be equally new

sod startling; the most careful st^tistieians and bullion
dealers here cannot figure over $40,000,000 as the Uali-
fornian product daring that period, and many think
.56.000,000 ¦till Dearer the mark. Ilia assertion, too,
that to u Jury can be done by over Importations, so long
as we ship gold to pay for them, is also novel an<l
entertaining, though we doubt whether it would console
the banks when they suspended.as of coarse they would
do when tho drain of gold to cover exohango began to ex¬
haust their reserve. One can well understand Mr. Cobb's
anxiety to divert attention from his own singularly un¬
successful administration of the public finances to topics
of a genera] cliu'acter; but was it necessary to utter such
nonsense as this?
We shall take occasion to revert to these Important

documents again.
The award of the $8 ,000 ,000 of Treasury notes was made
