Men's and the Young Men's Republican Central Commit¬
tees, accorJing to previous arraLgem^nts. assembled in
parlor No. 41, at tha Astor House, where they wore to
tender a romial welcomo homo to Mr. Seward. Tho room,
of courso, was crowded with politicians and curiosity
seekers, with a small sprinkling of "light Angered gentry."
Among tho >o present were ex Governor King, lion. Mr.
Briggs, or Ohio, and the H on. Truman Smith, or Connecti¬
cut. Shortly after half past ten o'clock, Mr. Seward, uu
dcr the cocort of a sub committee, entered the reception
room, when a round of cheers was given. A circle wus
formed around a large table in the centre of tho room, Mr.
