. MoxEy Sexr To Tumir Frisvns IN IRELAND
BY Burvayt Girrs.—The spount of money
sent to their parents, brothers and slsters, and
other relatives, by the Iokh servant girls in
this country, may well sstonish the public.
Rev. Dr. Cabill, who is now lecturisg in this
oountry so much felal and sucoess, took
the pains to ascermin the amount sent to Ire-
land in o single year. He obtained returns
from the differeat offices in this city which
transmit money to that country, and found
that in the year 1859 the aggregate sum
amounted to $1,350,000—a million three hun-
dred and fifty thousand dollars.

This generosily contrastsa remarkably with
the remittances sent home by servants belong-
ing to other nationalities. The Irish poor are
famous for their filial piety, love of kindred
snd discharge of religious obligations. The
large amount contributed in the last year, as
compared with former years, may be accounted
for by the great increase of wages, arising from
the scarcity of good servants, owing to the fall-
ing off in emigration, caused by the improved
condition of Ireland. Indeed, such are the
wages which servants now receive, that many
of them dress better than the ladies who em.
'nloy them. Those who do not let their love of

turn their heads send what money they

- spare to their relatives, either to relleve

their poverty and comfort their old age, or, if

‘they are young, to bring them to this land of
promise.

In this way the money sent out of the coun-
try cemes back again multiplied in value. An

hletic man can be brought here for forty or

y dollars, including clothes. This man is

rth to the United States at least a thousand
wllars, for a laboring Irishman or mechanie is
~rorth more than a negro slave. Population

nd labor are the wealth of nations. Every
migrant, therefore, brought out by a servant
girl by the money she earns here brings a re-
turn to the country at least twenty fold. In
the Northern and Western States there is ample
scope for the labor of emigrants, who contribute
g0 largely to build our cities and rallroads and
canals, and to develope our agricultural and
mineral resources, as well as to supply hands
for the manufactories of New England. Emi-
gration, in a great degree, has made the coun-
try what it is, and the Irish servant girls great-
1y promole emigration. Let none, therefore,
grudge the money they send away, nor any
throw obstructions in the way of free emigra-
tion.

Sympatny with Jous BrowN 1 Sr. Do-
MixGo.—By news from Hayti, published in
another column, we learn that the black nig-
gers of Hayti nearly equal in the intensity of
ibelr sympathy for John Brown the white
niggers of New England.
