apftiter The most of tbem, when ilrst brought in by I
U»e police, are found to be so thoroughly inebriated '.hat
Utey ba\e to be confined in eeptrato colli! until tbe return |
of reason, or ratber cnnrcioutiicss, renders it |
possible to release them from such close incarceration.
Tbry are then sent into a largo outer apartment,
opening mto a yard, where their imprisonment is cousiderablyameliorated, inasmuch a3 they are free to con»re with one another and to juss around the merry
Jske, as long u they do not exceed the limit* of deocnuy
aad propriety. In sonio cases of inveterate addiction to

tobacco, the soothing consolation of a pipe is not prohibited.Ttatse female prisoners vary in their .'igcs from
forty to titty to girls who have not yet completed their
twentieth jear. Some of thein appear haggard, downcast
and sickly, while others are as comparatively bright
aad lively as could, under their circumstances, bo expastedW ben fuctitioned as to the effect upon themselves
at their imprisonment, some of them readily responded
that they felt 'first rate," ironically adding that they
subsist on the moet luscious food the land can afford.
>or instance, one said. ""We had roast beef and plum
padding tor dinner yesterday, and this morning rice

padding and ham and eggs for breakfast" At

this she took a whit! of ber pipe, and, cast

tog a side glance at her companions-, they all
broke into a low. monotonous chuckle, at tbe brilliancy of
the ail'.re. NovertheU sb, the food they receive in good
and substantial. The marks of recent and continuous

dMyttkm were very plainly discernible on these poor
creatures. .Some of them, though the proportion was

very small, seemed to havo been shedding tears of c mtntioii.jncgirg from the swollen and discolored appear
aneeof their eyes an<l checks; but this, we learn, is a

spasmodic occurrence. .Some of the most apparently
penitent have been the moet frequently com

aeiUed for tho same offence; and it seems

that the v ice of intemperance has set such a tlrm grip
pen them that it is impossible for them to shake oil'the

monster. Nevertheless., the prison authorities arc very
gentle in their administration of the law as itatVocts these
fallen women. While in prison they ore made to know
and feci that the law is made to operate for the punish
meat of u(Tenders, for their reformation and improve
ment. and not for vindictive purposes. Therefore,
Utoogh us rigid and unbending discipline is in every instand-thoroughly enforced, justice is so sweetly singled
with the heavenly attribute of mercy that the chaoses

of reformation, where they exist at all, are greatly on

haeced. There is a female under superintendent, whose

duty it is to keep continual watch over the prisoners
confined in tho open apartment to which we have referred.She appears to be a kind and benevoieut,
though, at the same time, resolute and determined,
woman.a combin ttion of qualities essentially necessary
tniLn. discharge of the imnoi tant and sometimes painful

T1IE CULINARY lUtPABTHITST
f the prison m arranged on the most perfect, and, at the
amf time, economictl nrincinles The food prepared for
be prisoner* ip good and *hoiceomc, ai.il cacti man aod
woman is allowed a fair ami libera! proportion. There
are two laige steam boilers in this department, by
which the whole of tnc cooking is donn, while
at the same time they serve the purpone of heaters
to the wboie prison in the winter season. This arrangement,as in most public buildings, is accomplished by
means of branch pipes passing from one |>art of the
frmoa to another snd connecting with the boilers. On
three days in the week, the prisoners get rice, boef soup,
eeflire, and bread, and for the rest of tbu week, rice, and
codec and bread, wi'hout the embellishment of beef.
These prisoners who, having friends outside of the prison,
can get a better description of food than that permitted by
the regulations of the Tombs, are allowed to do so, and
several persons avail themselves of the privilege to get
while Id prison the meals they are accustomed to when
at liberty.

IOTEKVIEW WITH IlICKS,
The cell in which Hicks IscODtined is upon the ground

llcor, only a few steps from the desk of the oilier who
has this department of the prison in charge, and, unlike
some of the other cells, the door was covered with a

closely woven wire net, which, while allowing a free cir

relation of air, and an opportunity of unrestrained conversation,effectually debars the insertion through its intersboesof anything with which the occupant could do him
self bodily harm. On arriving at the ceil, we

found the prisoner sitting upon the edge of
his bod, enjoying tho fumes of a segar, aod

apparently in deep rrtlection. H« was attireu in toe
same garments in which be was arrested, excepting a

com.namely, heavy brown pants, red shirt and vest;

ana a well bearded face showed that It had been a strau
gerto a razor for several weeks. His attention beiu8!

felled bv the otllcer, he came brutkly forward, and ex

pressed his pleasure si the vie it with which be hod boon
favored. He said he was glad at all times to receive the
alls o> gentlemen, because It relieved the monotony of

his confinement, and afforded him an opportunity of

learning what was going on in the outside world, which
be could cot otherwise do from the fact that he w&euuable
lo read the newspapers of the day. 'Time'' ne a.jid,

"hung heavy on his hands, but between the segar* which
Mr. Barnura had left him when he took a plaster cast
w his face, and listening to the conversation Jn the corridor,he managed to make the day wear pleasantly
away.'' On being questioned as to how he

enjoyed his fare and rest, he stated that he could

eostplaln of do lack of attention, never had a better appetite,and never enjoyed a night's sleep with greater
zest His wife visits him nearly every day, and though
he did not often refer to her, one or two allusions which

he made indicated that he felt a deep interest in her welfare.This vnt especially evident In his reply to some

qncEtioDB concerning his former mode of life. He said
that be had probably passed through adventures of travel
which tew men in this or any other country could beast
f having experienced, and that if they could he embodied

in a volume they would make one of the most interesting
works ever published in America We ventured o suggest
the propriety of his giving his experience to the public
tn this shape. He replied that he would gladly
do so If any one would pay him for the

trouble', not thai he cared for the money himself, but that
be might have the opportunity of doing something for the
oomfort of his wife. We asked what value he put upon
his "Life. '' He said that for ten dollars he would give
any one all the details from his childhood to the prceeut
hoar, and promise them s recital that would astonish the
world. This would evidently be an excellent opportunity
for some 01 our enterprising publishers of the yellow
cover order, who indulge in the marvellous, to make a

'hit,'' and at the same time confer a benefit apon an afMailwoman.

Pursuing this course of inquiry, we asked him how extensivelyho had travelled, and how his Ife had been

In the course of the desultory conversation of the prl
toner, he stated that when at Valparaiso, South America,
several year:! ago, bo kept a boarding houso for sailor*,
and while there shipped a groat cnuber in the Cailoau
navy. Accordfog to hH account, several Spanish odicers
have called on bun during his conliuemuut, one or two of
whom he recognized ae having seen on the South Ameri
can wast, but for reaeons which he omitted to statu, he did
not make himself known. It was then suggested
to htm by us that he probably understood the

Spanish language. Yes." sail he, "I speak almost
every language that is spoken on the globe.Spanish, Por

tugucBe, Ruwsiao,Polish, French, Ureek, Arabic and 11 >ttentot,and if any gentleman desires to ask a few polite
questions, I think 1 can satisfy bun that it's so." One of
our reiKirters, to his evident surprise, accepted his in vita
tion and commenced a conversation in Spanish. Ho held his
bead down for a moment, as if to collect his scattered
knowledge, and then in a very hesitating and disconnected
manner, stated that bo had not been in the South
American country for eighteen years, and that we

talked "too big Spanitb" for him to converse freely;
but if we could use such language as Is generally spoken
among the rancluiM of California he should be able to do
much better. He spoke enough, however, to Indicate
that to some extent at least he was acquainted with the
S|«nisb. Not being posted upon either the Arabic or the
Hottentot, our re|K>rtcre did not attempt on this i>oiut to
test his knowledge farther.

Referring to the subject of the murder and his approachingtrial, Hicks manifested no unwillingness to con

verse generally upon the topic, but when quostloned as to

details be seemed decidedly disinclined to sty anything,
and preserved a silence which contrasted strougly with his
previous sociability. Ho remarked that several gentlemenhad been U see him concerning the matter, who had
told him thnt already there were doubts in certain quvtersas to his being the right man, and that when he came
to be tried it would bo proven that he was far away from
the scene of the murder at the time it was committed. He
stid they bad "gotthe wrong man, and that already, from
what he had overheard, he felt certain thoy had begun to
smell a rat" On remarking that in view of the present
evidence against him, we thought he stood rather a slim
chance of escaping punishment, ho replied, "It might ho

go, but be should be able to prove that he was never

on board the ve6acl at all. Why," said he, "when they
first got me, they wanted to try me and have me hung up
at once; but now I expect they'll take their time, and that

In Rpite of the carelessness of manner which the pri

scner assumes, he is unable to conceal the deep interest
which he feels in everything pertaining to his incarcerationand trial, and the fact that ho is unable to read, and
is dependent for his Information upon tho gossip whicn
comes to him through his grated eell, or upon his counsel,renders him stiil more anxious as to tho course whicn
will be hereafter pursued In regard to him, and the generaltone of pubtic sentiment which prevails concerning
his trial and its result, lie is desirous that tho trial
should take place at the earliest moment possible,
ocd expresses undoubted oocfldenoe in his acquittal. H i

vsummed up in tiic remark
that he is a shrewd, uneducated, caucus, collected mau,
whom, apparently, it is almost imnosftiViiA irnrMi.
whatever may he the topic of conversation, and who, if
he be really guilty, bears op under the trying circum
stances by which he is surrounded with a brazen hardihoodwbieb belongs only to the most hardened criminals.

Dawcr..la this
case ex Judge Stuart having summed up for the defence,
and Mr. 'Jwightfor the government, Judge Smally proceededto charge the jury.
The Judge in charging the jury stated the nature of the

indictment and the case against the primmer, and remindedthem that though this was an indictment for murdor,
it was competent fortbom, upon a view.of all tho evideno
in the case, to acquit 'be respondent of all gult, to con
v, t him of the crime chargod in the indictment or t >

tii t him guilty of manslaughter only. The Judge Uien re
v.i wed the testitnouy, and continued to say It hio bee j

b- 1 that the dead holy must bo found before thcro ca-i
be any conviction for murder. That is the general rule
but it is not universal. One of the most able and em.
non» writers on criminal law, Mr. Chttty says
" It is said to be a good general rule that no man should

be found guilty of murder unless the body of the de
ceased fis lound, because instances have arisen of; p;r
sons being executed for murdering others, who liavo bceu
i'ounu to lie alive. But this rule must be taken rather a>
a caution, than as a tnaxim to be universally observed ;
r«r it uimilil hi- hmv in muv cases so to conceal a bod"
as to prevent its being discovered."
Can there be any doubt in this ewe that Humphrey*

was Silled by the fall, or immediately drowned? Wa
bis death caused by the respondent, or did Humphreya

oome to his Jeath by mere accident, or misadventure iu

coming down the back stays as he aid, without any vlo
lent or improper acts of tbo respondent ? If it was the la.
ter the respondent is excused. If it were tho kicks an i
blows of the rceponlent, and his order, toat
forced the deoeased down from fear of tu«
rcspo.lent, the next enquiry is, did the respondun'
know, or ought bo to have foreseen, that it would greatly
endanger his life to lorce him to desoend in that wap, or
thai it would probably be attended with enormous bodily
injury by falling, so that you can justly infer malice t.i
the deceased, or such a brutal malignity of conduct aoarrleswltb it lh» plain indications of a heart regardl«e<
of social duty and fatally bent on mischief? If so, it wa^
murder. And it would not vary the cass that the force
01 tho authority of the respondent to oompel perform
auco, and the fear which tbo deceased had of the accuse-,
m consequence of his previous treatment of him, ins'.eal
of the blows, kicks or other physical force, produced
compliance with respondent's order, and induce! the dd
ceased to go down as he did, although the latter wa3 sou
stble of danger In that pointof view the questions as to
tho kicks or blows in tuc rigging are not so material. The
Judge then examined tbe evidence as to what took place
in the rigging, an! concluded by saying:.If you aro not
natlsded that there was either actual malic; to tne de
ceased ou the part of tho respondent, or constructivemalice arising from brutal letniter aou
disposition, as I have before stated, stillif the circum
stan >ie of tne case show that this grcBS bearUcssooss,
want of due caution and reasonable exercise of authority
on the part of tbe accused, and that he ought to have
«L1UT.U UUUl|IUlCjn llllltu HI fc,.
d<>wn In the manner he did, and that thrre was probable
and immediate danger to his life in so doing, then, notwithstandingthe absence of such malice, tba offence is at
least manslaughter. While it is the duty of courts an I
juries to protect the innocent when accused, and closely
and carefully to scrutinize the testimony and see that no
one is convicted on insufficient or unsatisfactory evidence,
it la eqnal'y their duty to faithfully and fearlessly apoiy
the law to the evidence, and not from any false sympathy
or dread of the consequences of their verdict permit th->
guilty to escape the punishment which is jostle
by the law awarded to their crime. The charge
of the brutal and inhuman treatment of the onmmua
sailors by some of the officers of our mercantile int
rine ha« of late become so common as to gain for tUm ao
unenviable notoriety. and public pohcy, as well as c >m
raon justice and humanity, requires from all engaged in
the ad ministration of the laws a strict vigilancs ov»r that
class of offences, both for the protection of the innocent
and aggrieved, and for the punishment of the guilty. The
masters and officers or ships, an well as their crews, had
rig I-Is and duties which cannot be violated by cithepariywith impunity. The oQVeers havo a right to require
of the crew a prompt and ready performance of luty and
an habitual obodirnoo to reasonable commands at all
times. The safety of tlie ship and the success of tho voy*
age essentially depen d upon the due enforcement of thi«
right. It obedience d j< s net fo! o r, it may be enforced
by punishment. But in tb»language of one of the mos'
learned and upright judgei that over sat upon the Amcri
can bench, the late Judge rliory.
"This authority .s not unlimited, nor is it to bo er-r

cited in s crnel or revengeful manner. Toe law ooee no
permit nn officer to use revenge or to intlic cru»l or unnecessary{mnisdmcnt; it allows no excrsa either in th >

mods or the motive or tho objects of the Banishment
It supi>oeee the exercise of the authority oi\j where ic is
for salutary purposes, not when it arises I'r vn pcr-"m*:
prejudice, caprice or dis'lStc, or from gross and viudtcL'v
psseioas.''

a chance to examine the items. He did not care what articlesMr. Crackling read from irresponsible panors from
New York about why the tax levy had been held back, it
