The publication of Lerd Bloomileld's despaich to Lord
John Russell, giving an acoount of his conversation with
M. de SchicinMs en the Bavoy question, has thrown the
Frussian diplomacy inte a terrible flutter. Not that it con-
lains aything discreditable o them, or asything with
whioh the pavlid were not tolerably well acqualnted before,
but it completely upssts a¥ their ideas of official pecresy
to bave their negotlations trumpetied forth to the world
while they are stlil pending, or 10 have opinjons fixed upon
them which they are mot able to actup to, and which,
therefore, at some futare moment they may think adviss-
ble to disown. Itis Impossible, they say, Lo pursue say
regular line of policy, if England comes with her Bluo
Book, and betrays cverything to the profane vulgar ere
the first steps you take have led to any tangible result. Ii
s like discossing your most private affairs in the marke,
place, or discovering your hand at cards to your adversa-
ry. M. de Schlelnitz vows that Leord Bloomfeld has mis-
represented his words, and that he did not express his
‘‘distrust’’ of the French Emperor in the offensive man-
ner ascribed to him, but there is no reason (o doubt that
the statemens given by the Brilish smbassador is in the
maln correct. The Prussian sistesmen are cxcessively
alarmed st the annexation of Savoy. They very matu-
rally view il s & precedent that may be used ai some
future day against thelr Rhenish provinces, which may
be revendiquer as the natural frontiers of the French em-
pire in the Enst, on the same ground as the Alps are in
the South. The least they could do, therefore, would be,
as M. de Bchleiniiz intimated, to require France ‘to take
no further action in the maiter without calling s oconfe-
rence of the European Fowers,”” and it was bf the highest
importance for them to prevail upon England to join them
in such & course; but events are now progressing at so ac-
celerated a pace tbat in all probability the annexation will
be an acoomplished fact before the two governments can
offer their jolnt remonstrances. A formal protest will
bardly be resolved upon by Prussia; the French Cabinot

will have the rebuiting argument ready by referring to

the case of Cracow, which was annexed to Austria with
the consent and through the co-operation of Prussin aad
Ruesia, notwithstanding the protests of France and Eag-
land. *‘You were the first to break the treaties of 1815,
Louls Napoleon might say, ‘‘ and you have clearly no right
to ingist upon my respecting them more than you did your-
selvea.” The cry of ‘“‘stop thie” comee with an ill grace
from the man who has just sssisted his confedersio ln ab-
siracting » purse. But, prolest or no protest, it s cer-
