Usiversal, Sveymage por Neerows o Tms
Srare.—The Tribune of yesterday came out
with a swrong editorial in favor of universal
vegro euffrage In this State, and says the ques-
tion to be voted on in the November election
is not whether negroes should vote, for they
ure anlready voters, but whether those of the
black race who bave not “$250 worth of dirt”
sbould be deprived of the suffrage. By “dirt”
the reader is to understand real estate, which
Greeley used to call “robbery.”

The philosopher of the Tribune cannot see
any good reason for the property qualifidhtion
in the case of megroes, and contends there
ought to be no distinction between them and
white men. This argument proceeds upon the
ssrumption of the black race being equal to
the white, which is contrary to notorious fact.
The pegro never was, and never will be, equgl
to the white man; and the qualification of $250
is therefore & very proper provision, and is in.
tended as o stretch of liberality to meet the case
of negroes (probably with white blood in their
velns) who rise above the average level of their
race, and prove their superiority by the Industry
and temperate habita and Intelligence which
enabled them to accumulate so mush property.
Very faw of them In the free Slates ever get
beyond the profession of waiters or boot-
blacks, or barbers or whilewashers, or steve-
dores or tervants. In the slave States, where
the pegro is in his normal condition, he does
much better. In the free States the
ution of white men, who excel them in skilled
labor and intelligence, keepe the generul mass
of them in un abject condition, greatly inferior
to their status in that modified servitude under
Christsn masters which prevails o the South.
Giving them permission to vote would not im-
prove their condition, but, considering thelr
general want of educstion and their vices In
Inrge cities, it would prove a source of corrup-
tion 10 them, and an injury to the community at
large. Dy the last census the negro population
in this Etate was not quite 50,000, It probably
does not exceed that figure now, for Northern
freedom Is fatal to ila growth. By the pro
posed change their votese would number, in-
stend of three or four bundred, from nine to
ten thonsand, made up of the Inbabitants of
the Five Polnts and all the purlieus of vice and
crime in the city; and this festering mess the
republican chiefs calculste they can sway by
prejudice or purchase with money, so as to be-
come & balance of power in their hands to carry
their electiona. The Trilwie boasts that even
the pretent number of negro voles bas tarned
the scale in an election for Governor. What
wmight it not do when swelled to ten thonsand?
The Trilnne contends that jthere is an incon-
sistenoy in nol allowing all negroes to vote or
in not preventing all. Very well. The best
way to cure the inconsistency, If it exists, is to
amend the constitution by taking away the
suffrage from every negro. Il must either come
to that ot last, or to fraternity, equality and
amalgamstion, which is the grand object the
republican party Is secking to accomplish by a
reign of terror.

LIcE INPRESSED INTO THE SERVIOE 0F LiNcoiy.—
When the Metropolitan Police bill was first in-
troduced in the Legislature we denounced it as
a mensure concocted purely and solely for party
objeote, and polnted out the dangerous uses to
which it would eventusily be turned. We were
met by arguments the plousibility of which had
weight with many well meaning persons, inas-
much as they were based on the acknowledged
abuses and ineficiency of the old police system.
It wos contended that adly change must be for
the better, and that a fair trinl should be given
to the scheme embraced in the new bill. Not-
withstanding it was shown that under the old
law no such latitude of mischief existed as was
furnished by his measure, it was forced through
the Legislature by a tyrannical majority, ut-
terly regnrdless of the remonstrances of the
community whose interests were most affected
by it
anuﬂuonmﬁhahwoﬂmpumvm
kept up by the maintenance on the commission
of a few democrats, care being taken, however,
that the republicans should always be in the
majority. The constituting the Mayors of New
York and Brooklyn ex-officio members waa, how-
ever, merely a temporary concession, which the
framers of the scheme were compelled to make
to public opinion. So sweeping and revolu-
tionary & change would have at once betrayed
ita objects if tha chief magistrates of the dis-
tricts most affected by the provisions of the
bill were excluded from all ghare in it# admin-
Istration. They were, therefore, put upon the
Board to give to it at the outeet something of &
municipal character, and to impart a coloring
of fairness to ita purely partisan organizatio,

For a time this farce was kept up, and inno-
cent people began to believe that we were at
last going to have s model police. A show
of severity in the regulations touching
the discipline of the depariment helped
to confirm thia opinion. Those, however,
who look to results rather than to pro-
fegsions, soon found out that, s far as the
public service was concerned, the new system
was not going to work any better than the old
one. And in fact the statistics of crime in the
metropolis exhibit relatively no greater im-
provement to-day than that which they present-
ed anterior to the reorganization of the force.

But in other respects there bas been a very
great change, and that for the worse. Intoxi-
cated with the success of their scheme, the
black republicans in the Legislature threw aside
all dinguise, and eliminated from the commis-
sion the only elements that imparted to its
character of fairness and respectability, thus
converting the department into what it was
originally designed to be, s mere political en-
gine. Not only are ita members now compelled
to do personal service for the party, contraryfte
the duties which they owe the publie,
but every man of them is placed under contri-
bution, in sums ranging from five to one hun-
dred dollars. to aid the fund for carrying the
election of its political nominees in November
next.. Even the money paid over to the Com-
missionets by the orders of the Japaness Am-
bassadors has been withheld from the force,
under some flimey pretext, to be appropriated,
no doubt, to the same object.

Sach are the men who aim to wield the
destinies of Lhe country for the next four years.
There is no injustice too barefaced, no mean-
ness too petty, that they will stop short of to
carry out the gigantic schemes of plunder
which they have in view. They know that ome
Presidential term must damn them forever as &
political organization; bul to gain it there are
no depths of infamy that they will not stoop te.
Wil the people of New York submit sny
longer to be thus trampled upon and plun-
dered by this vile and unscrupulous faction?
Lat their conduct st the polls in the ensuing
elections at least show that they know how to
distingunish falre democrats who farther their
netarions schemes from those who remain loyal
to the cause of good government and the main-
tenance of the federal compact.
