Our people are better fed,
better clothed, better educated, than any other people,
by resson of ibetr prosperity, sad that prosperity results
from the treaty of amity and commerce between the
States of this Union aud tbc trade with foretgo nations;

It is for this exercise ol the sovere-guty of lbs
people that we, fellow oitlxens, are contend log against our
republi -aa opponents They usist that this sovereignty
is not inalienable; but may be lost, and la actually lost by
ibe inhsbltSBta or the Territories. An n soqueooe to this
deprivation of the right of self governman t, they claim
that in Congress alone is Invented the power and charge
ol territorial fovernineat. Permit m© to detain fou wiin
a brief expoaure of thin political heresy. Now,woautlrn
you, In lbs first place, against crofouudiSK popular
sovereignty with what is termed squatter sovereignty.
Notwithstanding the origin of their use, the words
themselves have an Inherent signification which ren¬
ders discrimination between them of chief importance.
The one, popular sovereignty, la freedom. Ibe other,
squatter sovereignty, Is absolutism. Wherever aaeo,
equal and free, are to bo fbund, there Is popular tov-
ereignty. But where lan.ltordsye, I
there Is squatter aovereignty. It is at the root of feudal
or arbitrary government. In other words, it is Identical
with the feud which i ocstliutos the European title In
lands and supports the theory of throocs, principalities
ami powers. The right which depends u|K»n occupancy of
the soil, of s necueslty la subjected to the paramount right
of ownership In the soil If the squatter's right of ocou-
panct, therefore, is -ht only right appsruining to the
inhabitant of Ibe Teirllory, it must bo apparent .that the
Congress ol the Toiled States, the trustees of tbo
people of the 1 oiled States In whom Is thepriprislhisbtp of the Territorial, bave.aa contended by
the republicans, the superior or landlord's right of govern
meat. But happily the right ol sail government ds-
prods en no iquatter'n right of occupation. It in of
tuiwlor origin, and toborwl in the portoo. It la the ab-
solute right ol the individual, above and beyond all othsr
rights, privileges and franchise# whatever. It prevails
to th. sovereignty of the man, and no tor horn nourishing
with the iquailer or feudal right, exists only ia coajuac-
i,on with the allodial right or title or the land In the peo¬
ple. An ever familiar exemplification of this accepted
truth la to be found In the instance of tho State*, where
the s'kxlial Title attaches the land to tbo people, with
whom, consequently, Is louod the right of popular
sovereignty. The exercise of these coexistent rights
constitute the right of eunragc. Thus derived, it is
through r-ill rare thnt n Treeid'Ot Is cr-atsd. But the
siifirssc which prooeeds from the squatter right couldinure' through the fenlty of land tenure, but
to the ereali"t of n kits. (Cheers.) Thus far,
and within tbe Ptates. the theory of popular
goveibuieul Is u simple and scoeptod application. Whtu,
bow ever, we advame to tbe Ternlorle# where the land
