Tfce royal party drove down Broadway, amid the cheer 4

of the erowd, and visited Barnum's Museum, on the
corner of Ann street. Two days before an Invitation had
be> n exWadod by the "Prince of Snowmen" to tae Prlnoe
of Wales and his illustrious oom pan Ions to witness the
curiosities In the Museum. It waa not till within an hour
of the time ohoaen for the visit that Intelligence wa

conveyed to the manager that the Invitation had been
accepted. A large number of speotaters war* present la
the Museum, although It was not even suspect*d by the
people that the Prlnoa would be there. Mr. Barnum himself
bad left the olty la the morning on baainens. Mr. Green
wood, when he beard that the Prlnoe was coming, oauaod

t be performance la the lecture room to be comaaaacod
half an hour before the uanai time, so aa to clear the
ilooraof a portion of be crowd, In order that the Prlnoe
might have a better opportunity to walk round and ex-

amine the curiosities. When the Prlnoe arrived there
was a great crowd outaldo the Museum, and hundreds
more were soon added to the number imambled within
the building. The Prlnoe was motived by Mr. Green¬
wood and Immediately conducted to the scond
story. The first object of Interest pointed oat
was the " What Is ltf" la which his Royal
Highness maaifested a good deal of curiosity. Inoompll

THE FIREMEN'S PARADE.

Aoeordtng to Uie programme laid oat by the Reoeptton
OontmtUss for the entertainment of the Prinoe of Wales,
the grand torchlight proceialoo of the il-emen took place
last evening in honor of his Royal I Ugliness, and In every
particular proved a splendid suocess, treating oar oltlaeos
to one ot the Inest spectacles ever witnessed In Nsw York,
while at the same time affording the distinguished puest
of the nation an opportunity of Inspecting, under the
most fevorable circumstances, one of oar peculiar Ameri¬
can Institutions, as useful and conservative ss its reputa¬
tion Is onlvsraal. Ws mean, of oourse, the volunteer,
unpaid, and heroin defenders of our lives and property.
the New York Fire Department The display of last eve¬

ning, perfect as I was in every particular, must have
Impressed the Prinoe and his noble salts with a pro¬
found conviction of the greatsess of a nation which oan

produce so splendid a faros of stoat, athletic and wall
behaved men, self devoted to the Interests ot the public,
without reoeivlng any remuneration save that which
true men ever experience la the performance of good at-
Itoo* .

All day long preparations on the part of the firemen
were observabls throughout ths uty, and night brought
with it a scene of excitement and «r>lendor which has
seldom been tsen even la this progress ve and restless
portion of ths globe. Ths wsather, provi<*ntially, was
not Prinoe of Waleslsh, that is.It did not pow down In
torrsots of rata Just at ths time when a clear %y and
dry streets were most devoutly to bo prayed for. Ths
day was brlgbi and bracing, and ths evening was «tu
better, the (tors shining oat brilliantly, and ths sky being
as cloudless as the clearest day of rnlasum ner. Ths people
were naturally, under such favorable clrcumstsnoes,
out in thousands, and ths sosaes presented in ths sirsets
were altogether of a most animated character. A full

description of ths deoorattons and inoUents noticeable
along the route of the proosaston will befoand below.
Of ths procession itnelf It is Impossible to give any¬

thing like an idea of the reality. From the standpoint
occupied by our reporter, the spectacle formed by the
miles of torches, engines and firemen , passing rapidly la

review; the brliltan calcium lights Huhlag in every
direction, and ths magniOoant display of rockets, Roman
candles and blue lights, illuminating the heavens with all
the ootoir* of ths rainbow, was In the highest degree
grand and imposing.

A feature of last svenlag's exhibition worthy of remark
was ths non-occurrence of any serious accidents or Inci¬
dents which might have a tendency to spollj ths plsnwra-
ble eSects intended by the Committee of Rsosptloa. for

a wonder nobody was hurt, and no lights are to be re¬

cordsd. the affair was well managed In every respsct,
and reSects the greatest credit on Chief Engineer Decker
and the flremaa. True to Mr. Decker's promise, the pro¬
cession was over and all ths englnrs safely hooasd before

¦idnlght.a fact which oar military (rlends would do
well to imitate in fotore, as the patience of New Yorkers
would not be equal to such another trial as was suffered
last Thursday, on the occasion or tho Prince's arrival.
The poltct arrangements were likewise admirable, being

under the oontrol of Captain Cameron, who perform*! bis

duty faithfully and wall. The steamboat squad, composed
of llftjll-e men, ware detailed to march ia front of ths

procession, under the command of Sergeant Oorst, in order
to ksep the routs dear of obstructions.
