Hesna Cassel Rejocts the Fession Charter— Atfude of Prue-
via—dustrian Infnence wilh the Garmon Princss—Difk-
culties Enceuniered by the Pruasian Government—The
Prussion Polios—Prince Lowis of Hesse Darmsiadt, de.
‘1he Chambers of Hesse Cassel have done their duty
and given a great example to the Legislative Asseinblies
of the rest of Germany. By a majority of (hirty-eight
o seven they have rejocted the sham charier offered to
them by the Hessian governmest, und voted an addreas
to the Blector, doclaring that they consider the comatita-
tion of 1881 a8 being still in legal existonce, and calling
upon him to restore it de facte by convoking a new Legis-
lature elected in compliunos with the provisions of that
document.
