th« summer Ariel for New York, the firatudiau
war steamer l'anama, former I.a'ira Francos, ur

rived at A*|iiuw»ll, bringing now* of the do-
feat of the government forces at Sauta Mar-
ta by the revolutionists. Scnor Arboleda, \ icj Presi¬
dent of the Confederation and Commau ler-i:i Oiii-f <>!'
the government forces on the Atlantic OOS*, and who
commanded in jterson at Santa Marta, came ps-iscugir in
ihe Panama Also several other olHoers. <>n the same

.fay there arrived at Aspinwall from Santa MarU a

small sailing vessel, with one hundred aud ei.jht oT the
government troops on board, twonly-llve of whom were

wounded; and on the 214d inst. the schooner Joseph Urice
arrived with three hundred atid Ufty men, being nearly
all the balance of the garrison of Santa Marta. They
left lour days after tho Hi at lot.

Hi.- defeut of the government troops is attributed by
Arboleda to the cowardice of some of his officers, two of
whom, lieutenants, while in the act of running, ha
caught, tore from their persons with his own hinds
their uniform*, and degraded them to the rank of com¬
mon soldiers. Their names are Kicardo Carnancho a:id
Antonio Martinez. They were attached to the commands
whwh left here some four months since for SanU Marta,
but they are not, I believe, Panamanians.

It it. impossible to get the |>articulars or the siege of
Santa Marta, and its llnal evacuation by the government
forces. Suflico to say that the siege listed some twenty-
one days, when Arboleda, llnding that he could hold tho
place no longer, made bis escape from that part ol tho
city which was not Invested by the revolutionary forces,
and reached tho little steamer in safety. His '.roups
made their e»rap« in I be same way, aud were
protected, it is stat .d, after they reached tho v.w-
sels in the harbor, by the llntish sdip-oi warCadiuus, but
not, it is further stated, until they agreed to throw ov»r-
board their arm". Tho number of casualties on either
side is not stated, but the loss on the ptrl ol the govern-
ment, 1 should suppose, was not very groat, ju lging from
tin* large number of soldiers that have arrived hero froui
SautJi Marta. Among the killed on the government sido
are Col. Madciro, who commanded the expedition against
the Cieuage a short time since, when ho was repulsed
with great loes; and St. Jos-j Manuel Herrera, of Panama,
Ron of the late tJen. Thos Herrera. He is reported to
have behaved with great gall inlry. H i was m'tch es¬
teemed here, ami his death is damply doplorod.
Senor Arboleda and his forces, numbering some 500,

are now here. Various are the conjectures as to what
disposition is to be maiio of this forco, which, added to
the garrisou here, makes altogether upwards of seven
hundred soldiers iu I'anama.by far the largest number
that has ever been here at any onetime. Some think
that they would be kept here t > resist tho contemplated
invasion of the hsthmus by Governor Nieto, of Cartha-
gen*, under whose auspices tho revolutionists were s«
successful at Ssnta Marta, and to put down any rovolu
t. -n tha« might break out in I'anama or olsewhere in the
State; srhileothers suppose tnat thoy will b S 'nt back to
Skita Marta or (arthatfcua to act in coujunc.tion with
the government f irees, two thousand strong, who, at last
accounts, were at Honda, on tho Magdaltua river.
In tr-e event of th-ir succeeding in getting down
the riier, or that, in their failing to do so,Arboleda will direct his movements towards the State of
Gsnoa, take possession ol' each i>ortions of tho countrywhich liave been left unprotected by Mosquera, and. if
IKWsible, effect a junction with tho government forces
at i'asto.

At any rate tho presence of so largo a force horo, If
continued for any preat length of time, will subject the
native inhabitants to a heavy tax for their support. A1
road} a good deal of talk is heard about a sp cul tax iu
addition to the already heavy commercial tax, besi las
force'l loans, tic.
My own impression is that the troops will be k pt hero

until all danger of a revolution, lisiking to the imlepon
dence of the Isthmus, or the overthrow of tho present
government, is over; for so long as there is such a large
force present there is very little probability of tho libe¬
rals, to whom the existing state of things is distasteful,
committing any ovoit a't against the government. All
idea of tho Isthmus, thorclore, uoclanug itself independent
ol the general government may be abaudoued, at least
for the present. Tho future political condition of tho
Isthmus is dependent entirely upon the result of the revo¬
lution throughout the confederation. Should t>en. Uim
quera succeed in reaching llogota aud overthrow the gov
ernne-ut, the Isthmus will probably be doolarod indJ-
pendetit; for the fact cannot bo denied that all classes
here.particularly the conservatives, who are greatly in
the ascendant.would m-cu preler establishing a ifov
ernment for themselves rather than live under his rule.
But should Mosquera be defeated and the g ineral govern
mi'iit succe«Hi in esublishmg its authority in the revolted
States, the Isthmus will continm as it ts, Integrally under
the jurisdiction of New Granada.

The friends of the present administration are oon-
llilent of success, and well th -y may be, backed
as they are by tho whole power and patronage
of the government. The opposition |«rty, which em¬
braces some of the best and ablest men of the
nation in its rank*, is also actively engaged in pre|»aring
for the contest. It has recently established an organ at

Santiago, the capital, calleii the />ur towvm, which is edited
with-pint and ability.
