God for our country, 'inless we support Its constitution.
I.et me exhort you, there;ore, to continue your prayers,and be sure, with me, that, though the prospect be dark
nnd the storm rage vMently. God will yet give us a
happy deliveranoe from all our troubles.

THE REV. DR. CHAUNCEY.

St. Aadraw'i (Bplicepal) Cborrh, Harlem
The Rev. Dr. Qtauncey, of Yorkville, preached in this

chaste edifice at half-past seven P. M. The congregation
was very good, considering that the place of worship 1-t
situated in 127th street, Fourth avenue, in theoutsklits o
the oity. The services were the same as those used in
the other Episcopal churches. The first lesson was ih
sixth chapter of the Prophet Micah. The socond lisson,
the sixth chapter of the Gospel according to St. Luko, be
gining at the 27th verse. Tho 91st Psalm was the solve
tion, commencing with:.

That man is blessed who stands in awe
Of God, and loves his sacred law,

His seed on earth shall be renowned,
And with successive honors crowned.

The Rev. Doctor having ascended the pulpit, took for
the subject of his discourse Romans xili..l."The powers
that bo are ordained of God."
The Rev. preacher commenced his discourse by refer¬

ring to tbo order and uniformity which existed In tbo
celestial world, from the highest dignitary in heaven
down to man, who was the chain which linked heaven to
earth in God's creation. God hlniBelf was not

only the God of order in all his works, but be was

the God of love. Well lias the Psalmist saidl wben
contemplating these things, "When I consider the
heavens the works of Thy handB, the moon and
sfcrs which Thou bast made, what is man that Thou
art mindful of him, or the eon of man that Thou
regardest him ?" He next went on to show
how the several parts of the created world were depend¬
ent open each other, and as they were so wro the seve¬
ral orders of men in the government which existed upon
earth. Uan governs his fellow man for his good; and
when that government was fairly and justly carried out
things went on agreeably and harmoniously. He then
explained, in very forcible and lucid terms, of the neces-

sity for, and advantages arising from, good government.
When the mind was kept in proper restraint all the affec¬
tions of men graduated, because of the great benefits
which arose to each other. In regardto primeval govern¬
ments, or the commencement of original power, strange
opinions prevailed, and this he ably explained by making
special reference to the savages, who, with little instinct
to guide them, at once placed themselves under its guard
and guidance. Reason, Scripture and commou sense con¬

firmed this fact. It was not in God to turn inan out of
Eden into the wilderness until somo well regulated form
of republic was ready for him. That peculiar form
of government which God gave to the Jewish
people was something similar to that which the
great Divine IWing bad given to us in the present day;
and which, in IIis government of the universe, He was
carrying forward and propogating. That groat republic
spirit had formed (be people of this country into ode
great, solid find adbosive muss at first. He then dwelt at
some length in reference to the constitution of America,which was erected by the venerable Washington and his
compatriots, and whose earnest desire it was that under
it they thuuld peaceably an<i quietly live; and he hopod
that that constitution would yet bo a pattern to the
world. I/Ct them pay a duo submission to the lawfully
constituted authorities, as it wan their duty to rally
round Bnd support them. The Son of Cod Himself showed
an example of this during the time He sojourned upon
earth; and if they only looked to Him, knowing that they
would have to give an arcouut for all their actions, the
troubles that now threaten them would soon he hushed
ainl calmed. .No doubt misrule aud bail government
were abroad, and at present stalked the land; and anar
chy and rebellion were about to break down that great
fabric of the constitution which was formed by Its venera¬
ble founders. Rut they should never forget that the
powers that be are ordained of Cod. When pcocc was in
their borders, and when plenty abounded, they were too
apt to forget the wise disjiensor of those blessings, and
it was owing to this that war and bloodshed were now
staring tbeni in the face, and each brother's hand was
raised against his brother. Their present commotions
and afflictions were a punishment from Cod on account of
their sins; and the sins of the nation had called down
these heavy visitations. He then went on in a practical
manner to apply his subject, aud stated that, even yet.
If they »h(hiIImM tho divine Interference, He would
stay the hand of the avenging angel iu this season of
overwhelming trial; if thev did not there might he left
no room for repentence though thoy might seek it with
tears. The orash of fallen institutions and the noise of
battle might soon he heard amongst them, but ho would
implore them to look for days of peace ami quietn-ss. and
turn fiom their e\ il ways, fur why should they dieV He
concluded an able and cdective discourse bv calling upon
the attentive congregation to value those privileges which
had bi-en bo freely liestowed upon them; for if thoy were
once denuded of them they and their descendants might
never again lie permitted more to enjoy them.

Ibe services were then concluded by the reverend I
preachergiving out the follow ing hymn commencing with

"/.read .Jehovah, God of Nations-" kc ,

After which prayer was ottered up, and the respectable
congreatkm separated.

THE REV. E. H. CHAPIN.

Tli« speaker's hearers
would, therefore, blend their thoughts with Christ, lie
consecrated patriotism, and it it patriotism wbieh la so
much ceded at the crisis of to-day. It needs to be
loui he<!."Thank Cod it is touched." What is it that
it feels? The indissoluble obligations which bind men
to their country, not that men shall cut ott' from
die nation its organic life. Many look at this con¬
federacy sa a joint atock concern, which when it
dees not pay they can cut off from, and leave it.
TLe nation Is au organic wnole, bound together
by the memories of the past, by the common
hopes of the future, by the common destiny. If such a
principle were allowed, It would make the condition of
the couutry a political and moral death. The organisa¬
tion of the nation 18 linked together in one bona, tne
boundaries of which are tho ocean?, tho lakes and the
Gulf, and such a cuttiug off could be no less disastrous
than the cutting iff of a man's arms or Augers. Second¬
ly..We must be true to the honor and glory of our c mn-
try. We must have a strong executive power, as tho
only means to ensure safety aud pence. We must be 111 m
and strong to prevent our breaking in pieces. Thirdly..
We must have due and proper respect for all lawa, sacri¬
ficing our private feelings for the public good, else we
might ns wel> be afloat on pinces of ice at the mercy of
the waves Kcspect for the constitutional life is more
valuable than our own tepmporary convictions and feel
ings. There is now mixed up with the present crisis
too much of party triumph, too much of the say¬
ing, "such and such a party is the cause of this
or that." Ho would Inquire..How came tlm party into
existence? Such pwrty triumphs are shallow iiolicy. In¬
stead oi trying to Had out the proper remedy for tho
present sad state oi things, they are far more ready to
recriminate at.d blame ethers. Such men have not a

particle of the ]iatriotisni of him who wept. Next, we
thould respect the integrity of our country. He old not
believe in the cant cry of "saving the L'nion.'' He wm
sick of tlic veiy sound of it. He loved the Union witli a

deep and abiding love. When our father* made tho
l!nicn they launched a ship.whose timbers were * il
metto as well as other good woods.upou the w.UOi* ol
the world that was to shape its destiny; and when ihat
ship goes down the best destinies of the world will go
down with tt. There are no evila Inside tho Union«o
bad as that which will follow when the ship goes down.
And when it does, he thought of the destinies of the
world. He thought of lame Italy just trying to free hor
self. He thought of Hungary struggling under the Aus¬
trian yoke. All, all, will be darkness when the ship
go<s down. If she has to go down, which (!oU avert,
let not her timbers part with therccrimiuations of i>arty
feeling; if she has to go down, let her go down with bor
glorious Hag 11} ing alolt, aud evei y man standing true to
her to the last. (Tremendous applause ] He would say
a word about threats.

nese; lie felt the honor of England restod In his conduct,
and he died a brutal death sooner than yieid. Therefore
wo should respect tho manhood of aur neighbors. It
was no way to bind the l'nion to make men swallow
their words. Out while acknowledging this be
must advocate strong executive firmness, for
that alouo can bring peuco. There can bo
no good In civil war. 1'erliaps thoy would say ho was
afraid of civil war. He must admit that he wax, and ho
had no rogpcct for the man who did not fear it. Those
who did not, It wns because they con Id not realize it.
Civil war wu.s no holiday excitement.it was tho last of
all appeals. Further, civil war never does good; it caused
rivers of blood to flow, and yet left th<m exactly whero
they were. He in conclusion recommended them to come
next Sabbath to the communiou, which was tho lirst
union recorded, without party feeling or prejudice, but
with Cbristlnu lovo.

THE REV. DR. THOMPSON.

New Tabernacle (Congregational), Broad-
¦ way and Thirty-fourth Street.

At the evening services in the new Tabornacle church,
on Broudway,an addroas, the purport of which is suf¬
ficiently Indicated in the abstract we present, waa de¬
livered lust evening by the pastor, Rev. l)r. Thompson.
He based his discourse on that chapter of Isaiah which
threatens tho Judgment of the Almighty on rulers who
Ignore principle aud how to circumstances. History, ho
said, became prescient and almost personal at the pre¬
sent time; two of the principal factors in history.the
ingratitudo of man and tho righteousness of Cod.re¬
mained unchanged. Humumty was as true to Itself te-
day as it had ever been. The rule of uational corruption
and decay was commonly found in some departure from
public rectitude, In lust of grandeur, in tho pride of
power, in envntousnofls. or in political expediency. Such
an era of abounding calamity and wickedness had this
nation reached before completing Its liisl ceutury of
existence. The President of the 1'nlted States
had been obligod to avow this melancholy fact,
and in a late message to call on the religious
feeling of tho people for support. In that mes¬

sage to his fellow citizen he set forth, with some exagge¬
ration, In ample detail and in a melancholy strain of Ua-
gmifo, though with a substantial basis of facts, that the
Union of these States is at the prcsont moment threatened
with alarming dangers, and that, therefore, it becomes
us to humble ourselves before the Most High, and, con¬

fessing our individual as well as our national sins, there¬
by acknow ledge the justice of our pnulshmcnt. Tho mo¬

rality of this proclamation was. ho was sorry to say, su¬

perior to that of the Ostetid manifesto, for whilst th<» ouo
justified th" acquisition of Cuba by purchase or by force,
from the dread that we should, in prociws of time, have
another San Itomingo so near ourselves, the other coun¬
selled moderation and addressed Itself to our general
sense of justice nnd honor. Ibe morality of this recom¬
mends! luti was higher also than that of the inaugural ad¬
dress of the same public functionary, whieh foreshadow¬
ed the false and inhuman lie, so son to be tittered by tho
federal court, that tbo constitution of tho Unite! Slates
rceognr/i a property m man.

It was quite above the morality of the recent Presi¬
dent's Message, In so lar us it relatt d to the long con¬
tinued inter'ounce of tin Northern people w ith slavery.
We had n<>w a government which distinctly traced tho
present .llstracted and dangoreus conditiou of tli > coun¬
try to the ci lines and follies of the nation, not e '.tiding,
ol course, Its rxoi tuive head; and a rem -dy for tins state
ef affairs was sought. not in the old specilic of stealing no
groesl'rom Cain da or Cuba, but by confessing our nah mal
sins, by ackut wledgiug the evils we suffer and tho Just
punishment of our heavenly Father and, finally, by for¬
saking the evil courses which had brought us to this
hour of peril.
The reverend gentleman proccded to state at length

his opinion as to the re.,1 cause of all tho existing evils
which paralyf.o the commerce and abstract the intellec¬
tual and motal advimci'ment of the country. The grand
panacea for tho healing of tbe nation w.ts. according to
his tioti< n, the abolition of slavery, aud the crisis at
which we lis I now arrived was, he argti d, tho fitter! oc¬
casion for Inaugurating such a movement
At tlie termination of tho discourse ono of tho mom-

bcrt? of the church ro»o and novel that tho reverend
pastor be solicited, on behalf of the congregation, to fur¬
nish a cop> of hi* sermon for publication, with the in¬
tent of circulating it among the member* of tbe Senate
and House of Repreecatativea at Wushitieton. The m<>-
tlon was lecondod and cvrled without <H«sent. and five
gentlemen wore appointed as a committee to carry it
Into eili'tf.

Any¬
thing less than a sacrifice of principle, conscience and
honor.anything reasonable, proper and expedient.iny
thing which God may oommand and humanity yield?

prayers with our love. Does all that sound like hate?
Pause, then, ye States preparing for seces¬
sion. Reconsider thy course, thou lonely State
that has acceded. Come back, Couth Qtro
Una, back to the circle of honest and earnest
affection. Come back with God's blessing. Gome back
v. ii h the national glory. Come back in peace. Coino back
before a single drop of blood shall be shed. Blessed be
Jaims i ii( h.tnan, if only for that one thing.that be will
uot, if he can help it. consent to tbe sheading of a single
drop of blood. It he cannot help it, then let It bo remem¬
bered that the ruler bearcth not tbe sword in vain, for ho
ia the minister of God, the revenger of exact wrath on
lnm who doeth evil. let his skirts bo clear. Iiet the
skirts of the army and navy bo clear. Let tbe skirts of
the still United States be clear.

Anxiety About the Committee*.Tbe
Coarse tk»t the Speaker WU1 PariiM.
Fire StpartintBt-Orerlef U Work for

Case, Aic.

There in a great deal of anxiety and tribulation amongst

the members in regard to the positions that they will
have on the oommlttees to be announoed by the Speaker
on Monday evening next. The applications ore numerous,
and the pressure upon the Speaker for
plaoes on the most important committees would
astonish those not initiated in such aflfcirs. The republi¬
can memberp who voted for Robinson will no doubt feel
a relief when their places are known, as it is the general
impression that they have forfeited all claims by fight¬
ing Littlejohn so strong. Those gentlemen who look upon
the question in that light will be happily disappointed
when the names of the committeemen are

read off. I am satisfied, from the best in¬
formation that I can obtain, that Mr. Litifejohn
will select the members of the several committees solely
upon the ground of their fitness and qualifications, with¬
out the least regard for their action in the contest for
Speaker, determined, if possible, to prevent any further
rupture in the republican ranks. Ho will in his selection
et bygones be bygones, and those who are worrying
themselves on this point can quiet their nerves at onoe,
for no one intends to harm thom.

Mr. Robinson, by parliamentary usages, will be Chair¬
man of the Committee of Ways and Means, and will
have a strong committee to bark him. Mr. Bingham will
be chairman of the Judiciary Committee; the New York
city members on that committee will either be Hutch-
tags or Ooyans, probably the latter. It Is rumored that
PrendergaStwill.be appointed chairman of the Commit¬
tee on Cities and Villages. This is tho committee who
havo referred to them all the New York city bills.such
as railroads, amendment to the Charleston police, and all
others of that nature. There will be ono republican and
one democratic member on that committee from New
York. Mr. Shaw will be tho republican, and cither
Woodruff or Hardy tuc democratic member.the uhanccs,
1 think, are in favor of tho latter.
The bill in regard to the Fire Department noticed by

Mr. 'tuft on Thursday was not for a paid Fire Dopirt-
nicnt, but umendments that have been prepared by the
iUlcers in the present system for the purpoKo of correct¬
ing some of the abuses that now exist. It reduces tho
force, and changes very materially its general manage¬
ment The bill that has be>-n prepared for a paid Fire
Department and the purchase of steam engines has not
made its appearance as yet, but is expected to make Its
debut tome time next week.
The combination in the election of officers of the Assem¬

bly furnishes some singular facts, especially that for
Clerk. Greeley camc here, and next after Speaker wont
to work nealoualy lor Mr. Risley for Clerk. Now it hap¬
pens thut Mr. Risley was brought out by .Senator Sessions,
one of the Senators that Greeley has denounced more
than any other member of that body. It was universally
understood that sessions was managing Risley's card
for him, but in the face ol' this fact Greeley
advised the friondB of Robinson to support him.
the result of his election is to strengthen Mr. sessions at
home, and In a measure place him back to his original
popularity at home, thus counteracting the damage tuat
the TrU/une had done him in denouncing tho course of the
Senator last winter. It seems, also, that Weed, Sessions
and Rice tnake up the slate of appointments for subordi¬
nate s. No person is able to obtain an appointment under
the new Ciei k unless satisfactory to that trio.
Tho contest for t tailed States Sonator is already assum

tag some importance. It is now generally understood by
the Weod men that Seward will be renominated as a com¬
pliment to him, and that he will immediately decline,
when Wm. M. Evarts will take his placo, it being their
intention to place Seward's mantle on the shoulders of
that gentleman. The other side now have a radical or
barnburner in the I'nlted States Senate from this State in
the person of Preston King.

It is therefore considered a bad policy for them to nrfte
the election of another person of the same stamp. Their
programme appears to be the election of Governor Mor¬
gan; this will plaee Lieutenant Governor Campbell, ouo
of the most uncompromising men, amongst the. radicals
in his opposition to Weed, in tlio Gubernatorial chair and
at once settle Thurlow's claims as Governor and chief
barber to the State.

Reforming the Oonstltntlon«
[From the Kichmond (Va.) Enquirer.]When the old confederacy hod, In the opinion or Rome

of the States, fulled to effect the objects for which it was
formed, our forefathers, like sensible men, net about its
reformation without any threats of coercion or talk of
war. lhey assembled a convention which formed the
preaent constitution, and provided for a Union when rat¬
ified hy nine States, and between all the StaBes ratifying.There was as much objection to the old confederation as
there is now to the present Union, aad there war as
much opposition to Its dissolution as exists at present
against the (IiHint^>(rr»lion of the present confederacy,but, notwithstanding all this, our forefathers proceeded
with their work, and brought peaoe and a constitution
which won the admiration of tho world, the nullifyingStates of the North excepted.
We know no reason why the example of our forefather*

cannot be followed at the present time.why a conven¬
tion, outside of the present constitution, and appointed
by the State legislatures, cannot assemble forthwith and
prejiare a constitution to be submitted to all the States,and binding between the first ten, twolrc, or fifteen States
that ratify it.

,It may be urged that States not contiguous might rati¬
fy, and that tho new Union would not be cotn|KMsed of
contiguous and coterminous States. We do not think
there Is any danger of this, for the delegates would know
the sentiments and withes of their 8tates, and would
guard against this danger. The Southern States, without
consulting the North, should appoint delegate* to such a
convention, and the constitution then agreed upon should
be submitted to all the States for ratifica¬
tion or rejection. The submission of such a
constitution to the Northern States would pre¬sent an issue to the conservatives and abolitionists
which would enable the Uuion men to rally and defeat
the destructives. The States not ratifying would be out
of the Union, divided among themselves in local position
us well as political opinion. Under existing affairs the
black republicans having possession of tho organizationof the Northern States, are enabled to smother the con¬
servative sentiment; but the si. tun is*ion of anew con¬
stitution, with the certainty of Its adoption by tho
South and the permanent dissolution of the present con¬
federacy. would introduce revolution Into every Northern
State, which would result in the overthrow of black re¬
publicanism.
There are many thousands of persons at the North who

di spine black republicanism as much as do the people of
the South. These men are powerless at promt, but the
submission ef a constitution for rutilieation or rejection,would present nn issue which would enable the Northern
conservatives to rally nr.d destroy black republicanism.
Such a constitution would form a new confederacy of
the Southern States, into which any Northern Mil
willing to comply with the terms of its rullAcalion,could enter, and some of tho Northern States would
ratify such a constitution; for between the manufacturing
tai 1(1' States of New England and the farming free trade
States of the Northwest, there is nothing common save
blaik republicanism, ami this would be surrendered by
some of the Northern State* rather than submit to New
hngland policy.
Such a constitution would unite tho South and divide

the North, it would tsansfer tie battle ground to the
North, and so divide and distract those States, that tho
South would not be molested.
We have not undertaken to intimate what changeshould be made in the piesent coesiitution, indeed; wo

are not satisfied that It could be improved, but its re¬
vision hy a convention Is necessary in order to ascertain
if the wisdom of the States can surest improvements.

A letter has been plac>>d In our possession, bearing the

rhii ago post mark, and dated at that city on the 13tb,
ntn h rentnlrs tome curious developementa. It is id
dressed to the commandant of the United States Arsenal
,.t i U 'it's, and details, at more l--ngth. Ilian we have
room for, the proceedings of . republican meeting for tho
put pose of aiding the suffering people In K insas. and then
goes en to give the proceedlaw of a meeting of ten per¬
sons, in secret, during which a committee of threo wus
called on to report what assistance had been sent to
Montgomery. snd what had been done at St. 1/ouls.
They are said to have reported that W 000 worth of
arms, Ac., had been sent to Capt. Montgomery; thnt
$10 coo had been deposited with a committee at St.
l.ouis, that they had three hundred Coifs revolvers,
and that tbry hn'd delayed their movements at St. Louis
on a> count of their being from ;.00 to 600 guns coming on
from Kentucky to be repaired (a fact of which no one
was supposed to have any knowledgi), and tint thev
would make quite an addition to their stock If captured.
It was urged that it was bad policy to delay the attack
on the St. lams arpenal, pnrticslaily as the Missouri Vo
lunteers and regular soldiers were absent; and It was
slated that a messenger had been sent to (fcptatn Mont¬
gomery, advising him to keep out of the way.thusmaking their presence there, for the time being, neces¬
sary. The plan, as developed, was to take possessionof "ihe United f*UUs Arsenal, and also of Jefferson
Psrracks, and remove nil the property to Kansas.
The letter says that they expected tho assistance
of a lar«e number of able bodied Germans, residing in
the neighborhood of the arsenal, and of most of the
workmen employed In the arsenal. It is said that the
tier mans at first refused to take any part In the matter:
but this difficulty was overcome. One hundred men
were to betaktnfrom tlileago on this enterprise, and
the others were to be found In St louia. A great many
details are ghi n. but these will snIB.e . .r the present.
If such nn attack should be made, Major Bell will, bo
doubt, be prepared for them, and they w1II find him an
ugly customer. We do not attwh mm b importance to
the plan, but la tbe course of the letter facta are di*.
> lo«< d wtiich betray a good deal of familiarity with the
interior arrangements of tho arsenal, fur a knowledge of
which it is difficult to account.

Senator Baker having returned frpm the visit to his

mother at an early hour this morning, and announced bis
determination (in consequence, it is said, of a telegraphic
recall from Washington) to re-embark for the Kaat on
the evening train, hi* friends, unwilling to sou bun de¬
part without a formal manifestation of their regard and
admiration, resolved to extemporise an ovation in tho
shape of a public reception. Accordingly, bills wcro
hurried out requesting all the old acquaintances of
the distinguished visiter to meet at two o'clock
.a the Court House. Pursuant to the call, a

very largo crowd assembled at tho appointed
hour, in spite of the shortness of the notice. Cel. Baker
having entered the ball surrounded by his most intimate
friends, the meeting was called to order by Oct. King.
Hon. James C. Conkling, a district elector, residing to
his place, then welcomed Mr. Baker in a speech ocoopy-
ing about tea minutes. At its conclusion tho latter took
the stand amidst the most enthusiastic cheering sad clap -

plug of hands. He was expected to make a set speech,
touching upon the present aspect of political matter*.
But I understand Mr. Lincoln intimated to him a desire to
see politics avoided on the occasion, as probably all that
Mr. Baker should say in reference to public questions
would be construed into an expression of the sentiments
of the President elect rather than bis own. Hence tho
Colonel's eflort dwelled mostly on "by-gone
imes,'' a recall of which, while among hie for*
mor politi<al associates and supporters, seemed
eminently appropriate. But after all the current of
thought corned him to political subjects at times. Bo
spoke of bis own fervid devotion to tho Union. He pre-
uounced the idea of an Independent Pacific republic ia case
of Southern secession a calumniatory cheat and groundless
presumption. He asserted most emphatically tho lsyalty
of the people of the Pacific States. He said that now,
when their dearest hope.the Pacific Railroad.was ap¬
proaching realization, nothing was remoter than a seve¬
rance of the ties that attached them to the Union, aad
that after the achievement of that grandest project of the
century no power on earth would ever succcod in rend¬
ing them asunder. He expressed, also, the belief thathis
eld friend Lincoln would faithfully fulfil the high truat
confided to him by tho American people; that he would
bold both tho North and South to the discharge of their
respective constitutional obligations; that he woold see
the federal luws maintained throughout the length and
breadth of the land, and that no particular section or
State need have any fear of injustice or aggression on his
part.
The speech lasted about an hour, and was frequently

interrupted by hearty applause. It was evident that
whenever the speaker made an allusion to politics he
labored under a certain restraint, and was extremely
cautious in the selection of his terms of expression. In
the course of yesterday, however, he delivered a short
address in the town of Winchester, the place of resi¬
dence of his mother, in which his utterances wore much
more uureserved. lie rofloctcd the views of Mr. Lincoln
in certain passages. He said:.

It requires neither concession nor submission by any
part of our citizens to preserve tho constitution. It
only requires ubedienoo to the laws; and that
all men should be determined to render and-
secure. In spending a day at Springfield, I
received impressions which fully satisfy me.indeed 1
know.that under Mr. Lincoln's administration tho laws
of the United States will bo fairly and faithfully exe¬
cuted, North and South.that it will make no difference
whether it be in Massachusetts or Georgia, Vermont or
{¦outh Carolina. But while he will execute all the laws
with promptness and fidelity, it will be done with tbat
coolness and consideration which so eminently charac¬
terizes the President elect.
That popular mania.the collection of autographs oZ

distinguished men.has proveS of late a source of con¬
siderable annoyance to Mr. Lincoln also, and hardly a
mail reaches here without bringing him numerous re¬
quests of specimens of his handwriting. Of course
all of them wander unnoticed into his waste paper
basket.
Within the last week a Boaton genius sent him the most

curious and at the same time uncomely present yet re¬
ceived by bim. It Is one of his speeches, transcribed in
diminutive characters, so as to represent what is intend¬
ed to be the outlines of the President elect. The pen¬
manship is excellent, but the combination is such as to
produce a frightful ensemble. The wretched caricature
was encased in a costly frame. The perpetrator of the
anomaly duly inscribed himself as an "artist."
