How far this principle extends and what It In
eludes, you know as well as I do. We cannot pray to
God for our country, unless we support Its constitution.
Let me exhort you, there.ore, to contiuus your prayers,and be sure, with me, that, though the prospect be dark
and the storm rage violently, (kid will yet give us a
happy deliveranoe from all our troubles.

THE REV. DR. CHAUNCEY.

St. Aadrtw'i (Episcopal) Chnreh, Harlem
Tho Rev. Dr. Oiauncey, of Yorkv I lie, preached in this

chaste edifice at half past seven 1*. M. The congregation
was very good, considering that the place of worship is
situated in 137th street, Fourth avenue, in theoutskiits o
the city. The aervioes were the same as those used in
the other Episcopal churches. The first lesson was th1
sixth chapter of the Prophet Micali. Thesocond liason,
the sixth chapter of tho Gospel according to St. Luko, be
gining at the 27th verse. Tho 01st Psalm was the solve
tion, commencing with:.

That man Is Messed who stands In awe
Of God, and loves his sacred law,

His seed on earth shall be renowned,
And with successive honors crowned.

The Rev. Doctor having ascended the pulpit, took for
the subject of his discourse Romans xili..l."The powers
that be are ordained of God."
The Rev. preacher commenced his discourse by refer¬

ring to tho order and uniformity which existed in tbo
celestial world, from the highest dignitary in heaven
down to man, who was the chain which linked heaven to
earth in God's creation. God himself was not
only the God of order In all his works, but ho was

the God of love. Well has the Psalmist saidl when
contemplating these things, "When I consider the
heavens the works of Thy hands, the moon and
sfers which Thou hast made, what Is man that Thou
art mindful of him, or the eon of man that Thou
regardest him t" He next went on to show
how the several parts of the created world were depend
ent open each other, and as they were so wro tho seve¬
ral orders of men in the government which existed upon
earth. Man governs his fellow man for his good; and
when that government was fairly and justly carried out
things went on agreeably and harmoniously. He then
explained, in very forcible and lucid terms, of tho neces¬

sity for, nnd advantages arising from, good government.
When the mind wus kept in proper restraint all the afleo-
tions of men graduated, because of the great benefits
which arose to each other. In regard "to primeval govern¬
ments, or the commencement of original power, strange
opinions prevailed, and this he ably explained by making
special reference to the savages, who, with little instinct
to guide them, at once placed themselves under its giuird
and guidance. Reason, Scripture and common sense con¬
firmed this fact. It was not in God to turn man out of
Eden into the wilderness until some well regulated form
of republic was ready for him. That peculiar form
of government which God gave to the Jewish
people was something similar to that which the
great Divine Tteing had given to us in the present day;
and which, in IIis government of the universe, He was
carrying forward and propogating. That groat republic
spirit had formed the people of this country into oi!n
great, solid and adhesive mass at tlrst. He then dwelt at
sume length in reference to the constitution of America,which was erected by the venerable Washington and his
compatriots, and whose earnest desire it was that under
it they should peaceably and quietly live; and he hoped
that that constitution would yet bo a pattern to tbo
world. Let them pay a due submission to the lawfully
constituted authorities, as it war their duty to rally
round and support them. The Son of God Himself showed
an example of this during tho time He sojourned upon
earth; and if they only looked to Him, knowing that they
would have to give an accouut for all their actions, the
troubles that now threaten them would soon ho hushed
and calmed. No doubt misrule and bail government
were abroad, and at present stalked the land; and anar
chy and rebellion were about to break down that great
fabric of the constitution which was formed by its venera¬
ble founders. But they should never forget that the
powers thtt be are ordained of God. When peacc was in
their borders, and when plenty abounded, they were too
apt to forget the wise dispenser Of those blessings, and
it was owing to this that war and bloodshed were now
staring them in the face, and each brother's hand was
raised against his brother. Their present commotions
and afflictions were a punishment from God on account of
their sins; and the sins of the nation had called down
these heavy vlsitutWns. He then went on in a practical'
manner to apply his subject, aud stated that, even yet.
If tliey BHpi>iioate4 »ho Divine interference, He woulil
stay the hand of tho avenging angel in tins season of
ovei whelming trial; If they did not there might he left
no room for repeatenoe though they might seek it with
tears. The crash of fallen institutions and the noise of
battle might soon be heard amongst them, but ho would
implore them to look for days of peace ami quietn-ss, and
turn from their evil ways, far why should they die? He
concluded an able and effective discourse by calling upon
the attentive congregation to value those privileges which
had been so freely bestowed upon them; for if thoy were
once denuded of them they and their descendants might
never again be permitted more to enjoy them.

The services wero then concluded by the reverend
preacher giving out the follow ing hymn commencing with

We muct have due and proper respect for all laws, sacri¬
ficing our private feelings for tlie public good, eNe we
might ns wel. be afloat on pieces of 100 at the mercy of
the waves Respect lor the constitutional life is more
valuiib;e t* n our own tepmporary convictions and fecl-
iiigs. T Is now mixed up with the present crisis
too niU'j ol party triumph, too much of tho lay¬
ing, "such and such a party is the cause of this
or that." Ho would inquire..How came the party into
existence? Such p»rt> triumphs are shallow policy. In¬
stead ot trying to ilnd out the proper remedy for tho
present sad date ot things, they are far more ready to
recriminate und blame others. Such men have not a

particle of the jiatriotisni of him who wept. Next, wo
hould respect the integrity of our country. Ho old not
believe in the cant cry of "saving the Union." He « in
sirk of tlie very sound of it. Ho loveil the Uuiou with a

deep and abiding love, When our fathers made 'ho
t'nion they launched a ship.whose timbers were pal
metto as well us other good wcorio ttp. tho water* of
Uie world th.it wits to shaiie its destiny; aud when lial
ship goes down the best ilestinies of the world will go
down with it.

It
was no way to bind the I'uion to make men swallow
their words. But while acknowledging this ho
must advocate strong executlvo tirmness, for
that alone can bring peaco. Thero can be
no good iu civil war. Perhaps thoy would say ho was
afraid of civil war. He must admit that he was, und he
had 110 respect for the man who did not fear it. Those
who did not, it wns because they could not realize it.
Civil war was no holiday excitcmont.it was tho last of
all appeals. Further, civil war never 'Iocs good; it caused
rivers of blood to flow, und yet left th -m exactly whero
they were. He in conclusion recommended them to com"
next Sabbath to the communiou, which was tho tirst
union recorded, without party feeling or prejudice, but
with Christian love.

THE REV. DR. THOMPSON.

New Tabernacle (Congregational), llroad-
. way and Thirty-fourth Street.

At the evening services in the new Tubornaclo church,
on Broadway, an address, the purport of which is suf¬
ficiently Indicated in the abstract we present, was de¬
livered lust evening by the pastor, Rev. I)r. Thompson.
He baaed his discourse on that chapter of Isaiah which
threatens the Judgment of the Almighty on rulers who
Ignore principle and bow to circumstance*. History, h-j
said, became prescient and almost personal at the pre¬
sent time; two of the principal factors tn history.the
ingratitudo of man and the righteousness of God.re¬
mained unchanged. Humanity was as true to Itself te-

day as it hud ever been. The rule of uational corruption
and decay was commonly found in some departure from
public rectitude, In lust of grandeur, in the pride of
power. In flovetouness, or In political expediency. Such
an era of abounding calamity and wlcicoauess had this
nation reached before completing its Uist century of
existence. The President of the United States
had been obliged to avow this melancholy fact,
and in a late message to call on the religious
feeling of tho people for support. In that mes¬

sage to his fellow citlzervi he set forth, with some exagge¬
ration, In ample detail ami in a melancholy strain of Ua-
gunge, though with a substantial basis of facta, that the
Union of these States Is at the prenont moment threatened
with alarming (lander*, and that, therefore, it becomes
us to humble ourselves before the Most High, and, con¬

fessing our individual as well as our national sins, there¬
by hi know ledge the Justice of our pnuishmcnt. Tho mo-

rnllty of this proclamation was. ho was sorry to say, su¬

perior to that of the OBtend manifesto, for whilst the ono
justified tli'> acquisition of Culm by purclioso or by force,
frt m tlie dread that wo should, in proc< .-js of time, have
another S'an l>omingo so near ourselves, the other coun¬
selled moderation and sdtlressed Itself to our general
sense of justice and honor. Tho morality of this recom-
mendut ion was higher also than that of the inaugural ad¬
dress of the -ajne public luuctiouary, which for<-shallow¬
ed the false and inhuman lie, so soon to be uttered by tho
federal court, that the constitution of tho United Stated
reeogni?.. d property in roan.

It was qnue abo\e the morality of tho recent Presi¬
dent's Message, tn so tar u* it relat* d to the long con¬
tinued inter:'oience of th< Northern people with slavery.
We had now a government which distinctly tracod tho
present .'Infracted and dangerous conditiou of thj conn-
try to the ci inn? and follies of tho nation, not ev-:iuding,
oi eourse, Its exisutlve head; an<l a remedy for tins state
ef affairs was sought, not in the old specific of stealing no
grots from Cam da or Cuba, but by oonfMtsing our national
sins, by nckui p ledging the evils wn Suffer ami tho Just
punir-lunent o( our heavenly father, and, finally, by for¬
saking the evil courses which had brought us to this
hour of peril.
The ri ver nd gentleman proceeded to state at length

his outnion as to the re..1 cause of aP tho existing evils
which paral) /.e the commerce and abstract the tntollec-
tusl mid moral advancement of the oouutry. The grand
perian a for the healing of tin- nation wad, according to
liisiiotl«n, the abolition of slavery, and the crisis at
which we had now arrived was. he argued, the Attest oc¬
casion for inaugurating such a movement.
At the termination of tho discourse one of the mem¬

bers of the thurrh ro*o and moved that tlio reverend
pastor be solicited, on behalf of the congregation, to fur¬
nish a copy of his sermon for publication, with the In¬
tent of circulating It among the members of the nomts
and House of Representatives at Washington. Tin1 mo¬
tion was seconded and cwrled without di-wnt. Olid (lve
gentle wero appointed as a committoo to carry it
luto ciloct.

Fust day «u generally observed accord teg to Uie re.

American num. Lift up thy hoary hairs thou aged
and anxious President.lil t up your heads ye Coventor*
of all the States.and ye, O prostrate people, rise and
stand in the presence of Cod and receive His
bleeping. Let the distracted and dangerous condltmu of
the country be brought into its former Mats of harmony
and peace. Let the Union of the States be confirmed.

Let them have It, and our true love with it. and our

prayers with our love. Does all that sound like hate?
Pause, then, ye States preparing for seces¬
sion. Reconsider thy coursc, thou lonely State
that has seceded. Come back, South Giro
lina, back to the circle of honest ami earnest
affection. Come hack with God's blessing. Come back
with the national glory. Come buck in peace. Come back
h-fore a single drop of blood shall be shed. Rlessed be
Julius Uochanan, U only for that one thing.that he will
not, if be can help it. consent to the shedding of a single
drop of blood. II he cannot help It, then let It bo remem¬
bered that tho ruler b£arcth not the sword in vain, for ho
is the minister of Cod. the revenger of exact wrath on
him who doeth evil, let his skirts bo clear. l<et the
skirts of the army and navy be cloar. Let the skirts of
the still United Mates be clear.
The sermon was listened to with m%rked attention,

and appeared to produce a profound impression on the
audience.among which, however, were to bo found but

The ghastly pallid face, long snowy locks, and emaci¬

ated frame of the chaplain, were calculated to convey a

Albany, Jan. 4,1861.
There is a great deal of anxiety and tribulation amongst

the members in regard to the positions that they will
have on the oommlttees to be announoed by the Speaker
on Monday evening nest. The applications ore numerous,
and the pressure upon the Speaker for
places on the most important committees would
astonish those not initiated in such affairs. The republi¬
can memberp who roted for Robinson will no doubt feel
a relief when their places are known, as it is the general
impression that they have forfeited all claims by light¬
ing Littlejohn so strong. Those gentlemen who look upon
the question in that light will be happily disappointed
when the names of the committeemen are

read off. I am satisfied, from the best in¬
formation that I can obtain, that Mr. Littl^john
will select the members of the several committees solely
spoil the ground of their fitness and qualifications, w
ont the least regard fur their action in the contest tor
Speaker, determined, If possible, to prevent any further
rupture in the republican ranks. He will in ha selection
et bygones be bygones, and those who are worrying
themselves on this point can qniet their nerves at onoe,
for no one intends to harm thom.
Mr. Robinson, by parliamentary usages, will be Chair¬

man of the Committee of Ways and Means, and will
have a strong committee to back him. Mr. Bingham will
be chairman of the Judiciary Committee; the New York
city members on that committee will either bo Hutch
mgs or Onyans, probably the latter. It Is rumored that
Prendergaftt will be appointed chairman of the Commit¬
tee on Cities and Villages. This is the committee who
have referred to them all the New York city bills.such
as railroads, amendment to the Charleston police, and all
others of thut uature. There will be one republican and
one democratic member on that committee from New
York. Mr. Shaw will bo the republican, and oither
Woodruff or Hardy Uic democratic member.the ohances,
I think, ure In favor of the latter.
The bill in regard to the Fire Department noticed by

Mr. Craft on Thur :iy was not for a paid Fire Depart¬
ment, but amendments that have been prepared by the
(Ulcers in the present system for the purpone of correct-
itg seme of the abuses that now exist. It ro luces tho
floret, SSd changes very materially its general manage
ment. The bill that haw been prepared for a paid Fire
Department and the purchase of steam engines has not
made its sppoaranco »s yet, but is expected to make Its
debut tome time next week.
The combination in the election of officers of the Assem¬

bly furnishes some singular facts, especially that for
Clerk, Greeley came her", and next after striker went
to work zealously for Mr. Kisley for Clerk. Now It hap¬
pens thut Mr. Risley was brought out by Senator Sessions,
one of the Senators that Greeley has denounced more
than any other member of that body. It was universally
understood that wssions was managing Kisley'r card
for him, but in the face of this fact Greeley
advised the friends of Robinson to support him.
The result of his election is to strengthen Mr. lesions at
home, and In a measure place him hack to his original
popularity at home, thus counteracting the damage tuat
the Tribune had done bun in denouncing tho course of the
Senntor last winter. It seems, also, that Weed, Sessions
and Rice make up the slate Of appointments lor Euborrti-
uutis. No perSOO i« uble to obtain au appointment under
the new Clei k unless satisfactory to that trio.
The contest for United States Senator Is already assum¬

ing some importance. It is now generally understood by
the Weed mi n that Seward will be renominated a* a com¬
pliment to him, and that be will immediately decline,
when Wm. M. Eva 's will take his place, it being their
intention to place Seward's mantle on the shoulders of
that ge ntleman. The other side now have a radical or
barnburner in the I'nited States Senate from this State in
the person of Prestbn King.

It is therefore considered a bad policy for them to urge
the election of another person of tho same stamp. Their
programme appears to be the election of Governor Mor¬
gan; this will plaee Lieutenant Governor Campbell, ono
of the most uncompromising men, amongst the radicals
in his opposition to Weed, in tho Gubernatorial chair and
at once settle Thurlow's claims as Governor and chief
barber to the State.

Reforming the Constitution.
[From tho Kichmond (Va.) Enquirer.]When the old confederacy hod. In the opinion of some

of the States, failed US effect the objects for which it was
formed, our forefathers, like sensible men,.set about its
reformation without any threats of coercion or talk of
war. Ihey assembled a convention which formed the
present constitution, and provided for a I'dion when rat¬
ified by nine Mates, and between ail Uie Slases ratifying.There was as much objection to the old confederation as
there Is now to the present l/nion, aad there wan as
much opposition to Its dissolution as exists at present
against the rliMint-effrfttion of the present confnderarr.
but, notwithstanding all this, our forefathers proceeded
with their work, and brought peaoo ami a constitution
which won the admiration of tho world, the nullifyingStates of the North eicepted.
We know no reason why the example of our forefathers

cannot be followed at the present time.why a conven¬
tion, outside of the present constitution, ami appointedby the State legislature?, cannot assemble forthwith and
prejiare a constitution to be submitted to all the State*,and binding between the Urstten, twelve, or fifteen States
that ratify it.

,It may be urged that States not contiguous might rati¬
fy, and that tho new I'nion would not be e.om|>osed of
contiguous and coterminous States. We do not think
there is any danger of this, for the delogates would know
the sentiments and wehis of their Slates, aad would
guard against this danger. Tho Southern States, without
consulting the North, should appoint delegates to such a
convention, and the constitution then agreed upon should
be submitted to all the 8Ute« for ratifica¬
tion or rejection. The submission of such a
constitution to tho Northern States would pre¬
sent an issue to the conservatives and abolitionists
which would unable the I'uion men to rally and defeat
the destructives. Tho States not ratifying would be out
of the I'nion, divided among themselves in local position
as well as political opinion. I'ndcr existing affairs the
black republican? having possession of tho organizationof the Northern States, are enabled to smother tho con¬
servative sentiment; out the an omission of anew con¬
stitution, with tho certainty of Its adoption by tho
South and the permanent dissolution of the present con¬
federacy, would introduce revolution Into every Northern
State, which would result In the overthrow of black re¬
publicanism.
There are many thousands of pcrsims at the North who

despise black republicanism as much as do the people of
the South. These men are powerless at presiiit, but tho
submission of a constitution for rutllication or rejection,would present an issue which would enable the Northern
conservatives to rally and destroy black republicanism.
Such a constitution would form a new confederacy of
the Southern States, into which any Northern stato,willing to comply with the t rms of its ratification,could enter, and seme of tho Northern states would
ratify such a constitution; for between the manufacturing
tai Iff States of New England and the farming fro* trade
States of tho Northwest, there Is nothing coininon save
bla«k republicanism, and this WmM fctl u r.-ndOT<lby
some of the Northern State.) rather than submit to New
England policy.
Such ;i constitution would unite tho South and divide

the North. It would transfer the Uattb ground to tho
North, and so divide and distract thoso .states, that tho
South would not be molested.
We have not undertaken to Intimate whit chonp^i

should be made in the piesent cosstltutlon, indeed; wo
are not satisfied that It could be improved, but itis re¬
vision by a convention Is necessary in order to ascertain
if tho wisdom of the States can suggest improvements.

$10,COO had been deposited with a committee at St.
l.ouis, that tliey bad three hundred foil's revolvers,
and tlial they hid delayed Uielr movements at 81. l/ouis
on a< count of their being from o00 to 600 guns coming on
from Kentucky to be repaired (a fact of which no one
was supposed to have any knowledgO, and that theywould make quite an addition to their stock If captured.
It was urged tluit It was bad policy to delay the attack
on the St. Ion Is arsenal, particularly as the Missouri Vo¬
lunteers and regular soldiers were absent; and it was
stated that a messenger had been sent to Captain Mont¬
gomery, advising him te keep out of the way.thus
making their presence there, for the time being, neces¬
sary. Hie plan, as developed, was to take possession
of the I'nited folates Arsenal, and also of Jefferson
Fiarracks, and remove all tho property to Kansas.
The letter says that they expected tho assistance
of a large number of able bodied Germans, residing in
the neighborhood of the arsenal, and of most of the
workmeu employed In the arsenal. It is said that tho
t!etmans at first'refused to take any part in the matter:
but this difficulty vas overcome. f)no hundred men
were to be taken from Chicago on "'Is enterprise, and
the others were to be found In St. Ionia. A great many
details are given, but these will suffice for the present.
If such an attnek should be made. Major Bell will, no
doubt. be prepared for them, and they will nnd him an
uply customer. We do not attach much importance to
the plnn.bnt in th" course of the letter facts are dis¬
posed which betray a good deal of familiarity with tho
interior arrangements of tho arsenal, for a kiiowlodgc of
which it is diffloult to account.

Senator Baker having returned frpm the v islt to hi*

mother at an early hour this morning, uiJ announced his
determination (in consequence, it is said, of a telegraphic
recall from Washington) to re-embark for the East on
the evening tram, his friends, unwilling to se« him de¬
part without a formal manifestation of their regard and
admiration, resolved to extemporise an ovation m tbo
shape of a public reception. Accordingly, bills wcro
hurried out requesting all the old acquaintances of
|he distinguished visiter to meet at two o'clock
n the Court House. Pursuant to the call, a
very large crowd assembled at the appointed
hour, in spite of the shortness of the notice. CeL Baker
having entered the ball surrounded by his most intimate
friends, the meeting waa oalled to ordor by Col. Kli^.
Hon. James C. Cookling, a district elector, residing In
his place, then welcomed Mr. Baker in a speech ococpy-
ing about ten minutes. At its conclusion the latter took
the stand amidst the most enthusiastic cheering and dap .

plug of hands. He was expected to make a sot speech,
touching upon the present aspeet of political matters.
But 1 understand Mr. Lincoln intimated to him a desire to
see politics avoided on the occasion, as probably all that
Mr. Baker should say in reference to public questions
would be construed into an expression of the sentiments
of the President elect rather than his own. Henee the
Colonel's eflort dwelled mostly on " by-gone
imee,'' a recall of which, while among his for¬
mer politi< al associates and supporters, seemed
eminently appropriate. But after all the current of
thought carried him to political subjects at times. Bo
spoke of his own fervid devotion to tho Union. Da pro¬
nounced the idea of an independent Pacific ropublic in caas
of Southern secession a calumniatory cheat and groundless
presumption. He asserted moet emphatically tho leyalty
of the (HHiple of the Pacific States. He said that now,
when their dearest hope.the Pacific Railroad.was ap¬
proach I»g reahiation, nothing was remoter than a seve¬
rance of the ties that attached them to the Union, and
that after the achievement of that grandest project of tbo
century no power on earth would ever succeed in rend¬
ing them asunder. He expressed, also, the belief that his
old friend Lincoln would faithfully fulfil the high trust
confided to him by tho American people; that he would
Lold both tho North and South to the discharge of their
respective constitutional obligations; that he would see
the federal laws maintained througheut the length and
breadth of the land, and that no particular section or
State need have any fear of injustice or aggression on his
part.
The speech lasted about an hour, and waa frequently

interrupted by hearty applause. It was evident that
whenever the speaker made an allusion to politics ho
labored under a certain restraint, and was extremely
cautious in the selection of his terms of expression. In
the course of yesterday, however, ho delivered a short
address in the town of Winchester, the place of resi¬
dence of liis mother, in which his utterances wore macb
more unreserved. Ho roflectcd the yiewB of Mr. Lincoln
in certuin passages. He said:.

It requires neither concession nor submission by any
part of our citizens to preserve tho constitution. It
only requires obedience to the laws; and that
ail men should be determined to render and-
sccurc. In spending a day at Springfield, I
received impressions which fully satisfy me.indeed I
know.that under Mr. Lincoln's administration the lawn
of the United States will bo fairly and faithfully exe¬
cuted, North and South.that it will make no differenco
whether it be in Massachusetts or Georgia, Vermont or
!¦ outh Carolina. But while he will execute all the laws
with promptness and fidelity, it will be done with that
coolness and consideration which so eminently charac¬
terizes the President elect.
That popular mania.the collection of autographs of

distinguished men.has prove! of late a source of con¬
siderable annoyance to Mr. Lincoln also, and hardly .
mail reachee here without bringing him numerous re¬
quests of specimens of bis handwriting. Of courss
all of them wander unnoticed into his waste paper
basket.
Within tho last week a Boston genius sent him the most

curious and at the same time uncomely present yet re¬
ceived by him. It is one of his speeches, transcribed in
diminutive characters, so as to represent what is intend¬
ed to be the outlint s of the President eloct. The pen¬
manship is excellent, but the combination is such as to
produce a frightful ensemble. Tho wretched caricature
was encased in a costly frame. The perpetrator of tho
anomaly duly inscribed himself as an "artist."
