There is hardly a place of resort
in the city but where can be found members of the force
loitering about In their uniform, when they should be
performing their duty on post. At Niblo's theatre, the
other evening, there were no less than fifteen (exclusiveof detectives whose duty it is to attend these place*)witnessing the perrcrman«-e, and two of the number be¬
longing to the Fourecenth precinct acting as ushers.
On tin same night, at a concert room on Broadway, near
Grand street, were half a dozen policemen and a captain
standing talking with the waiter girls and drinking, as if
they lout nothing else to do. Many of the proprietors of
tbese places have romonstrated against having so many
frequent their places, and at one of the theatres none but
the detectives are admitted. This is certainly the proper
way and if the proprietors of all places of amusement
would adopt this course, it would not only be a benefit to
themselves, but to the public. They are certainly no

Cd in the way of keeping out pickpockets, for there is
dly a night puttee but what some person reports the

loss Of his poefcetbook at the theatres. It is but a few
cveaings ago that a gentleman had his pocket cut out
completely and several hundred dollars stolen at Niblo's;
anil we know of two detectives being 10 the theatre at
the time, yet they wore too much wrapped up In the play
to attend to looking after suspicious persons that might
be there. The New Bowery theatre has also been the re¬
sort for quite a number ol the fourteenth preciaot po¬
lice. who lind It very convenient to drop in and while
away the time until they are *o go ofT duty. Besides
this, we lir.d members of the force doing special duty at
many of the concert rooms, who receive a dollar a night
for their services, half of which goes to the officer and
the other half to the Commissioners. There are certainly
over two hundred of the police hanging about these places.
and if they were compelled to be out doing their duty
there would be no necessity of increasing the number j>f
the force.

Governor l'eequiera. In hi* proclamation opening the

right of way across the State of Sonora, says that the
grant la made to discourage filibustering an I encourage a

friendly feeling between tbe people of Sonora and Ari¬
zona. Governor l'eequiera seems to have discovered at
last that aomo atepa of the above aort were neceaaary, in
order for him to retain his position. 1 e saw that the
only way in which he could dampen the revolutionary
spirit prevalent in the State, and encouraged on the
American side of the line, was to make conceMioos to
the progressive spirit of the country. In doing so

he may retard the revolutionary movement for a

time, but cannot crush it, his character for
falsehood and duplicity being such that no dependence
can be placed or will be placed upon bis word. Tho in¬
tercourse .with Americans which this late grant mujt
cause will not fail to have its effect in awakening and
fostering more liberal opinions among the inhabitants uf
Sonora. Rivera, leader of the liberals, will not relax bis
efforts in arranging for another attack as soon as he can

provide the arms and munitions of war.
Considerable excitement exists on tho American 6ide

of the line, among merchants and trader*, in reference to
this right of way, and probably large quantities of goods
will be ordered from San Francisco, from whi h city to
this sectiou of Arizona freight, insurance, ko.,
amounts to six ccnts per pound on merchandise, agauist
16 or 18 cents per pound from I'ort I^vaca, in Texas, to
say nothing of the saving of time. From Tucson to I'ort
Luvaca the distance Is eleven hundred miles; from Tuc¬

Now that we have the right
of way the last objection is removed, and the operation
becomes perfectly feasible, and, as far as human calcula¬
tions show, very profitable. ,

(in the '20th instant the Apaches murdered an American
named Hoyt, who was cutting wood about a mile aud a
hall' from Fort Breckinridge.

Col. Fauntleroy, in tho tribu¬
lations of his Navajo campaign, seems to have forgotten
that Western Arizona, although overrun by Apaches, has
live hundred brave sons of Mars shut up in adobe houses,
wasting their valor upon salt provisions and venerable
sour krout. Yet such is the case. 1 imagine the yuar
terinastcr and Commissary bills nt Washington will
satisfy people that troops are here if nothing else will,
and if Col. Fauntleroy has forgotten the fact, it
might be well lor the Secretary of War to mildly
remind him, and after the Colonel ascertains that we
have soldiers among us he may conclude they are here
for b.me purpose, and order them into the flold. This is
just the season for campaigning Against the Apachea. tor
If they are vigorously and persistently followed up, th<y
are bound to be starved aud frozen into good behavior,
even If none are killed.
Shaking of Indians reminds me of a serious erro in

the late report of Mr. Greenwood, Indfen Commissioner.
He says that the Gila Apaches arc cultivating lau l. and
have evinced great aptness, and desire to do so. What
Indians are meant by "Gila Apaches" I am at a loss to
conceive, since nearly all the bands live near or on
the Gila, except the Apaches of the Sierra
Blanco. One poor, broken, powerless remnant
of an Apache tribe has, by the aid of white men and
Mexicans, hired by the Indian agent, raised a little green
corn, each ear costing more than the "first of tb<' sea
son" In New York city. This is the sum of the agricul-
tural labors of this little family of Indians, while the
Coyoteros, the finals, tbe Tontoe, the Chirricabins and
the Apaches still roam as free and wild as though a hoe
was never invented. But the I'lmos and Maricopas are

agricultural Indians, raising every year grain Tor them
selves and to sell, while the Popagos, with no tools ox
cept the few wretched things of their own manufacture,
do almost as well. These are the Indians of Arizona, dls
posed to till the soil, and they should receive tbe pre¬
sents instead of the murderous, thieving Apaches, who
never did and never will wotk.

In Tubac, on Christmas day, a tight occurred between
some Americans and Mexicans, in which P. H. McGovern.
American, was wounded, one Mexican killed and several
severely injured. Exaggerated rumors spread over the
country of war and fighting, anil a party of United Stales
Infantry was sent from Fort Buchanan to Tubac to keep
the peace among hostile factions. late information war¬
rants the general belief that the Americans were at
fault.

Colonel C. D. Poston, of New York, lessee of the Sonora
silver mines, has a steam engine In operation, and is
taking out plenty of silver. Those who leased the mines

Frederick William U« Fourth, King of
PruHla. 1

Frederick William IV., late King of Pruaeia, brother of
the presiding monarch, and bod of Frederick William in.
aad Queen Louim, was born Ootober 16,1796. He studied
belle* letlree under De Bruck and AuciUon, the science of
war under Scharnborst and Knesebeck, international law
and political ecicnce under Savigny, Ki.ter and LaiicI-
solle, and arte under Scbinkcl and Kauch. After having
seen In hie childhood the sad spectaclo of the humiliation
of the frussian monarchy, ho war witness of the re¬

awakening of Germany, ami. as a simple oUlcer, made the
campaigns of 1813 and '14. From frequent visits to tho
Paris Museum, and, later, from a journey to Itome, ho ac
quired that ardent loveof art, thanks to which Prussia ha«
seen so many artists generously encouraged, so many re-

m&rkable works undertaken at such exj>en»e, in the
castles of Marienbnrg, StolUenfels, Sc. Notwithstanding
bis repugnance, while a young man, for the absolutist
policy of his father, ho was called to the councils of war
and State, and at the death of his father, on June 7, 1*40,
already wielded a great influence in public utl'aire.
The new King inaugurated his reign by a number of

liberal measures, which raised the hopes of the tuition.
He recalled to the ministry Mcss^. de Boyen and
Kichhorn, surrounded himself with men the mow

distinguished in literature and art.Schelliug,
Ruckert, Tveck, Cornelias, Mendelssohn.compensated
llerr Arndt and the brothers Grlinrn for the chairs which
had been taken from theia, and tinully granted n politica
amnesty; but from thenceforward, however, ho was re
markable for an Irresolution aud a chatigeablenesM of
view, which finally became characteristics of his reigu
and which often caused his good faith to be sus¬
pected by the Prussian nation. In 1341, in refusing to
the just demands of the provincial States the constitution
which had been promised them since 1H1&, be wished
to establish at least a system of periodicity
in those states, and the following year per¬
mitted tho General Councils to make representations
to him. They protested tlrmly euough against the press
gag laws; above all. against the iuflueuco which the
King permitted the ultra religious party to assume over

him, and against a compliance which provoked tho liveli¬
est agitation all over Germany. Finally they loudly de¬
manded a judicial reform. The King roplied by promises
which seemed to suppoit his aversion, every day more

decided, for the principles of the Holy Alliance and the
polit y of Metternich. For a while he was occupied
In concluding treaties of commerce with the
Low Countries, with Belgium. England and Portu¬
gal; in establishing railroads, in organijing and
go\eruing the German Zollvcrein, in embellishing
the capital and chief cities of Prussia, amongst others
Cologne, where was undertaken, by means of subscrip¬
tions. the completion of the great cathedral.
In 1844 an attempt ugainst his life by the Burgomaster

Ttchecti, and some partial risiDgs In the province*;, caused
the King to reflect. At frst he was severe, and re¬

stricted the liberty of the press within the narrowest
bounds. The provincial Diet of Prussia replied to those
measures by demanding a constitution and the Estates
General (1846); at the same time the municipality pro
tested against the pietism of the King. That personage
convoked a synod, presided over by the Minister of
Public Worship, Kichhorn, and ignored the pending ques¬
tion. In place of political he created financial reform;
a t>ank was established at Berlin with a capital of ten^
millions, and wise modifications were made in the Zoll-
verein tariff. At the same time a law wai- made creat'ng
king's attorneys, nominated by the King on presenta¬
tion by the Minister of Justice. In the teeth of an opp>
sition press, the Minister of the King established the
government press, till then unknown in Prussia.
The year 1847 opened for the country the era of con¬

stitutional government. In consequence of the repre¬
sentation always more and more urgent, of the
municipality and provincial diets, ou February 3
the King, by letters patent, convokod tho General
Diet of the States of Prussia, to deliberate on

all questions concerning the legislative |>ower,
Its exercise, Ac., kc. Tho King, however, took
care to announce that the monarchy was absolute
and the Chamber purely consultative; "that between his
people and himself there should never be a constitution
on paper." Moreover, he created a second chamber, a

house of lords.a kind or conservative Senate. The Diet
protested, and at once rejected two laws, the one relating
to the Koenigsberg Railroad, the other concerning banks,
and demanded, among other rights, that of periodicity.
The King yielded, except on this last poiut. The const!
tutton was revised in every particular and in a liberal
manner. Abroad, the King concluded a commercial treaty
with Naples and the Unltod Slates; was neutral in the
question of the Spanish marriages, and protected the (anton
of Ncufchatel against the war of the Souderlxiod
It was lo the mi 1st of these good intentions on tho King's
part, and prosperity on that of the people, that the re
velution of 1848 found Prussia. In spite of the Klng'4
promises the storm burst over him on the 15th of March,
and the struggle between his troops and the people con

tinued till the 19th. He had to change his Ministry,
grant a general amnesty, promise war agalust Denmark
in favor of gkr hieswig, and salute from the balcony of his
palace the dead bodies of the insurgents These bumilia
lions were, to some extent, softened by the hope of be
coming Emperor of Germany, an 1 by the success of hifl
generate, who crushed the latest Insurrection 01 Poland
in the duchy of Po»en. He hualenod the meeting
of the (Jeueral Amenably, modified hie government still
more, in the liberal sense, and occupied himself actively
with a project of electoral reform On mat declaration
of the Axsembly. that"the Prussian nation accepted the
revolution ac a fact, but would always reject it ax a prln
clple," the people thought themselves betrayed, aud a
new outbreak occurred on June 14, an still another on
August 21 Some days afterwards the National Asseru
bly ofKiankfort rejected the armistice of Malm<;e, c>n
eluded !>> the King with Iiehmark. The King appeared
then to repent of the concessions he had made,
and, after several ministerial cili-s, formed a
new cabinet, wholly conservative, at the head of
which vu Mantauflet; made an apical to the array,
d itarmed the civic guard. and threatened the Chamber
and the revolutionary party with a owp <l'rUU (November
1MH). The AsscmbU and |>eople, united by their common
danger, made common cause, and kept up tn the Capitol
a kind of permanent emeutf. which listed six weeks, and
wns terminated by the grantor a definitive constitution
on It'Cembc. 6, 1H4H. and b> the diKj-duliun of the
Assembly. The new constUut'og, copied from that of
Belgium. sanctioned individual ant political liberty,

A treaty with Oldenburg for tho creation
of a military pot on the Jahde in 1H53, ..ad the
success of a loan of thirty miliou lhalorg voted
and supplied with enthusiasm In 1864, havo
been offered as an offset to tliat national eclipse
Internally, tho reactionary tendencies of tho government
were manifested by discourses, completely absolutist
pronounced by the King in the sessions of 1865 and lH&d
by the transformation of the First and Second Cham1 rs
into Chamber of I/irds and Chamber of Deputies, and l>>
the Increasing confidence of the partisans of the middle
ape. Public opinion was greatly excited by the death .>«"
one of the loaders of the bureaucratic party.11. do
liiiickeldey, Director of Polico, who wu killed In a duel
by M. de Uoi hon.and the robbery of some diplomatic
documents from tho Prussian archives by an employe
named Teiheu. Beyond that, and the check ex
perienced by Prince Adalbert of Prussia before
Ifiir, there is no event worthy of notice but
the affair of Neufchatel. In the mouth of Septem-
ber, 1860, some devoted partisans of tho Prussian mo¬
narchy asserted, with arinn in their hands, the right of
the King to that city and canton. The NouchAlclols,
Swiss in manners and ideas, triumphed over this sp cies
of revolution, and war appeared imminent between Prus-
sia and the Helvetic Confederal ion. At the termination
of lengthy negotiations, in which all the grout Powers of
Europe took purl, Frederick William signed it troaty in
May, 1H67, by which, while retaining the title of King of
Neufchntoi, he renounced, on receiving an indemnity of
a million of thalers, his rights to the city and canton. In
the more recent complications relative to the Daiiubian
I'nrcipahties, Prussia followed tho policy of France and
link At the close of 1867 the King was attacked
by a malady which took tho terrible form of tonflrmed
insanity, rendering him, of course, unfit to hold any
longer the reins of power, which were delegated to a re
gency, and from the date of his moral irresponsibility as
a man and a ruler properly ends the history of his career.
11c died at Sans Souci on January 2, of the present yoar,
at twenty minutes to one o'clock P. M.
The late King was married in 1823 to the Princess Hiza

beth of Bavaria, who was born NovemberT.'!. 1801. He
leaves no children, and, therefore, tho heirship to tho
throne falls to his brother, the late Regent. Frederick
William Ix>uis, Prince of Prussia, born in 17W7, who as
sumes the government as King William V.
There is a rumor going the rounds of some papers that

the new King will abdicate in favor of his sou, lately
married to the Princess Royal of Kugland, but even if
such a step on the part of the new King be not altogether
improbable, the rumor is ccrtuinly warning in gooJ autho¬
rity, and therefore unreliable.

Commissioners of Charities and Cor¬
rection .

The fortnightly meeting of Mils Bonn! took place on

Thursday afternoon, Simeon Draper presiding.
The usual statistical returns from the institutions

showed that they contain at present 8,777 inmates, which
is an increase of 241 for the past week, and 405 in excess
of the number for the corresponding period of 1860, and
860 over that of 1869. The number admitted to tho ltmti
batons List week was lJgM.and the number who died,Ste discharged or trannrrred was 1,603. These largofigures are a sufficient indication of the severity of
tbe times. The number of persons receiving outdoor re¬
lief at present is likewise very considerable.
The report of the Committoe of the Whole stated that

the Board have applied to the Board of Police Justices to
know whether they shall have the power to commit va¬
grants to the Almshouse and the Workhouse, as tliey shall
deem humane and proper; that.a communication has
been recolved from the Superintendent of Ward's Island,
