ATIEM#TED MURDER AND BUICIDE,

Hogh Ward, & coal dealer, living st No. 617 Poarl stroet,
had a dificully with his wife sowe yoars ago, which ro-
gulied in a separation apd Mrs. Ward's geing to live with
ber brother-io law, Peter Howley, st No. 268 aveoue A.
Yostesdsy Ward repalred to the residemce of Lis wife
and demanded of ber the sum of §160, which sho had
drawn fremm the savings bank the day previously, Mrs,
Ward refused to sccede to the roguest, on the ground
that she had o family to support, and told her hushand
to go nbout his business. Ward then begged for half of
theamount, but his wife was incxorable, and refusei to
give bim a dollar. Finding that he could nob accomplish
bis purposy by fair meass, ho resulved upon using foree,

for light. At length, on Monday last, Mr. Dix
sscertained the exact amount of overdue claims
against the government, and iustantly applied
to Mr. Bherman for leave to borrow $8,000,000
before the 4th of Murch, in order that Mr. Bu-
chauan's administration should go out of office
owing no money which had been fairly carned.
As it was feared that 8 government loan would not
rell aliove B85 at the present time, an informal un-
derstanding was had with the Legislatures of the
four leading Northern States that New York should
endorse $3,000,000, Ohio and Pennsylvania §2,000,-
000 each, and Massachusetts $1,000,000, of new fu-
deral bonds—the endorsation being grauted on the
basis of the federal loan of 1836 Lo the States.
With these endorsations it was supposed that the
new bonds (sixee) would have sold at par, and
Mr. Buchanan's admindstristion would thus heve
been enabled to pay every dollar £ pwes bLofore
the dth of March. This scheme was defeated by
the objections of Mr, Garnett, of Virginia., To-day
we notice that Mr. Eherman has altercd his plan,
and proposes to use part of the $25,000,000 already
granted, to be raised by the jssue of soupon bonds
not exceeding $50 in amount. The object of thiy
is, of course, Lo elicit bids from the masses, ac-
cording to the method so successfully practised
by Napoleon during the Crimean war.
