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WHAT MR. LINCOLN DID IN THE MORNING.

Ehortly efter elght o'clock A. M. the President elect en-
tered a carriage for the purpose of paying s visit to und
faking breakfast with Moses IL. Grinnell, Esq. Mr. Lin
coln was accompanied by Major Sprigg, General Webb,
Thurlow Weed and Mr. Judd. The manner in which Mr.
Troy (formaerly engineer of the Astor House and now one of
the special force of the Metropolitan Police) managed o
get Mr. Lincoln out of the house without notie was very
creditable. While all those anxious to see the Presideat
elect were stationed on the stairway in the front of the
house, Mr. Lincoln and friends were very quietly walking
down the stalrs of Lthe Vescy street entrance, and ha | been
driven off before even many ef the waiters of the hotel
bad known he was out of bed. At Mr. Grinnell's house Mr.
Lincoln met about a hundred of our principal merchants.

At about half-past ten o’clock the Presidential party
returned o the Astor House, entering by the same door
from which they had earlior taken their departure.

Turing the at of the P t elect several poli-
ticians and others loitered about the corridors of the
botel. Among the party were Messrs. Opdyke, Hoxle,
Haws (Comptroller), Barnum, Dr. Ladiow, &ec., all of
whom obtained private interviews with Mi. [. Ano
ther important party also appeared, during the absence of
hie paternal relative in the corridor adjolning the recep-
tion reom, and consisted of the junior sprig of the
* wooden'' mobility, who marched about full of spirits—
not alooholic—blowing & paper trumpet. Barnum asked
the little fellow what his name was, when the juvenile
answered through his trumpet “Lincoln,’’ and off he
went again to his own music.

The police guard of the Astor House consists of tweaty-
four officers, selocted from the difflerent wards, under the
charge of sergeants Wilson of the Harbor Police, and
Peel of the Third precinet. Bomeo { these officers had
charge of the Prince of Wales during his visit here.

THE DEPARTURE FOR THE CITY HALL.

THE OPERATIC OVATION.
ENTEUSLASTIC DEMONSTRATION TO THE PRESIDENT
ELECT.

Thie vieit of the Hon. Abraham Lincoln, the President

elegt, 1o the Irving place Opora House last evening, was
the sigual for an overtlowing by of the fash
and wealthy citizens of the Metropolis in this popular
place of public amusement. The upper gallerios in which
the gods and demi-gwls do mostly love Lo congregute
wers not remarkable for o redundancy of wumbers,
though the atlendance of the poorer lovers of the opera,
was, on the whole, very respectablo, The intrinaie st-
tractions of Verdi's ** Ballo in Meschera” are in them
selves powerful encugh to draw u crowd on all occastons;
but the additiopal fact that the man on whomn the eye
of the whole eivillsed world are now fixed, and
on whom the bopes of this nation rest, could not
faill grestly to Inorease the general altendance.
Bevirul of the private boxes were crowded, and
the congregation of female besuty and fashion could
scarcely be excelled in any other city.
The ArTaAng ta for the reception of the Pre
sidentinl party on their arrival at the Academy were of
e simplest and most democratic kind. Beyond two
ghrong detachments of poliee appointed to secure orde”
und provent sccidents, no preparations were officially
made for the recoption. There was a fine foree of police,
commanded by officors Quick and McPborson, of the
Twenty sixth  presinet, detuiled Lo prevent oconfusion
among the hackmen and drivers of public vehicles, and
though with il the mwil.y and  attontion  that
these officors could bestow on their commission, en-
tire eonfusion eould pot be avoided, still supreme order
wis  maintained amopg the chiotic mass of car-
ringes and not a single aceldent oocurred. A foree of
twenty men, undor Captain Cameron and Sergeants M'Oor-
doll and Twaddle, attended to the preservation of order
around and about the entrance of the Opers House, and
it s right 17 say that both otficers und men dwcharged
their cnerous duties Lo the full satisfaction of the eatire
public.

The arrival of Mr, Lincolu's carriage at a little after
alght o’clock was toon made kvown by tbe cheers and
plaudits of the large crowd assembled in front of the
bullding. In due course the vehicle was driven up to
the landiog place, and the President elect, with the ladies

and gentlemen of his X, alighted, while the
cheered him Justily. Withont further ado, heum
the ateps and was soon lost to the view of the outsido
gpectators, who gave him a final and parting salutation

Mr. Lineoln did not enter his box until some time after
the conclugion of the warlghre to the opern, and after the
eivgors' bad wppeared on the stage. nnsigned
him and his friends wis the first private box from the
stage on the segond tier and on the right side of the house,
His entrrnes was made very quistly, and sans ceremonis,
and it was not uuti be bad been for a long time seate!
that any one in the body of the building know of his ar-
rival, But as he wos expected poople naturally began to
look about for him, apd as those who knew the locatlon
of hig box were perpotually pointing in bat direction,
there goon began to be a generul movement of ayes Lo
that point. At laet, the e:tn black cravat, the neat
¢hirt collar turned over & keloth, the incipient
whigkers, and good humored face, that gal so dewurely
in the box, left no doubt on the publie mind that
Abrabam Lincola, of Tllinols, was mmong them.
