cure tbe revenue vessels in the service of tho depart¬
ment from seizure, or to recover p>ssession of such as
bay been seized; also what measures have bo-u adopted
for the necurtty of the public moneys In the hands of
depositaries in tbe aforesaid States, and whether they
are available to tbe treasury also whether tho use and
control of any of the "marine hospitals, permanent or
temporary, have bisn interfered with, and what pro¬
ceedings hare been aaoptei with reference thereto."

In obedience to the foregoing resolution of the Uouse of
Representatives, 1 have the honor to submit the follow-
tag report in relation to tho matters of Inquiry embraced
therein .

THE COLLECTION OF nUTIK* ON IMPORTS.
It is believed thst the duties on imports continue to be

collected ta the ports of entry established by law In the
Slates Of South Carolloa, Georgia, Alabama, Louisiana
ana Florida, and that vessels are entered anl cleared in
tbe usual manner. But, as far as this department is ad¬
vised, the Collectors assume to perform their duties un lor
tbe authority of tbe States in which they reside, aud
hi4d the moneys they receive subject to tbe same au¬
thor ity.

The declaration of an intention to execute a particular
purpose, except on a condition impossible to he perform
ed, can only he regarded as an absolute determination to
carry out the purpose without condition.

bo delivered at l/>utsville, a port of delivery, may make
entry at New Orleans, and give a bond for their traobimr-
tation to the former port where the duties are paid.

impo ters to the onerous obligation of paying the impost
before the goods were needed for consumption, and thus
deprived them ol a privilege secured by the revenue
I ws, but It forced them either to resort to
other channels ol' communication or pay double
duties, for the department cannot recognise the
Collector at New Orleans, who has resigned his commis¬
sion an-! assumes to act under the authority of the Stile
of Louisiana; and, therefore, the payment of duties to
him does not exonerate them front the payment to the

But there is a larger view of tho subject which is of
lar graver importance Tbe revenue derived from mer
chaiidlso Imuoited for consumption, by way of New Or¬
leans, into the grcuistatei bordering on tbe river* which
have their outlet to the tiulf of Mexico, through the ter¬
ritories of Icuisiana, has befn monopolized by her. In
so doti g. she ha* struck a fa'al blow at the free naviga
tien of the Mn-s sslppi, by making the inward commerce
of the West by Ma subject to her authority, and tributa¬
ry to ner treasury.
Whatever may he the practice in regard to

goods recelvod from our own cities by sea,
and desttmd to th- upper ports, there can
be no coubl that merchandise imported from foreign
countries is required to be entorel at New Orleans; and,
if the duties are not exacted, they must be bonded in the
