the Knglish residents and Mr. Alcock, the British Minis¬
ter, and Captain Vyso, the Consul. Neither of these gen¬
tlemen dare go into the street alone aft«r dark, although
Uiey both carry pistols. They appear to be universally
disliked, although both are of high standing at home.

Moss killed a goose, and
on his way borne, the coolie, h iving it on his shoulder,
paused through Kanagawa. Tbey were seen by the Mayor,
who sett some police otlicers to lea<-n Moss' name, in or¬

der that he might report him to his Consul for breaking
the game law and have him puuished.
Moss refused to give the otlicers his name or have any.

thicg to say to tbem The offlcia's wont directly bark
ana told their master, who, iccompauied by tho ya&mine,
wont up to Moss and demanded his name, wbo still refused
to give It, whereupon they undertxik to arrest Moss, and
in doiog so the y<ukonine was shot, tbe charge pawing
through his side, and through his arm near the shoulder.
Moss whs seized by a party of some dozon or Gfteen
Japanese officers and carried ofl and kept twenty-four
hours in prison. Whilst there he got word to hu Consul
Captain Vyse, but who was unable to liud him after having'
beard he was in prison.

Captain Vyse is H. B. M.'s Acting Consul of Kanagiwa,
who, after repeated efforts to Dnd Moss. but falling in do'
ing so, went to the Mayor, Hosoitooia Kinsymon, to find
where Moss could be found, but was distinctly told by
b is Honor that heknew mth ing of him At the same time
be was confined not one hundred yards from where tbey
were standing, and the Mayor's interpreter had just re¬

turned from seeing him.
This was about two in the morning. At ten Capta.n

Vys«, accompanied by the Commodore of the Prussian
fleet, then lying in harbor; Baron Bonnet'., tho Commo
dose's brother in law, and Mr. Bush, a merchant of th s

Hiace, called on tbe Governor, and told his Exce lency
unless Moss was given up by two o'clock next morning,
that he would "blow up the palace.''
Tbere being at the time no English men of w*r in port.

«r any Beans of forcing an obeyanca of the order, Com
modAre funderwell. of the Prussian fleet, kindly pta:ed at

tbe disposition of Captain Vyse one hundred mvrlnes, six

boats, and as many howitzers, with orders to "fake
Moes wherever ho wis t) be found." Those were the
Commodore's orders. Four boats, forty ma-:nee an«

two lieutenants and two howitzers landed that night at
Un o'clock near the Custom House, on tho Kanngava
side.

Everything was arranged on board tho Ar.ona, th»
Commodore's ship, between the men and the marines
on shore, nbout signal lights, in case Moss was found by
a certain hour, or whether the remaining force (n'xty
marines) should come ashore, blow up the pilao* and

assist in finding Moss.
Like tbe case at PeklB, the Japanese came forward in

time to save the Governor's quarters, which they did a*,

half past twelve, and told where Mnss was to oe round,
but not till all tho arrangements had been made for com

pA.'ling fhe Japanese to give him up.
Moss was ind.cted and tried in the Consular Court here

in K&nsgawa. Captain F. Howard Vyse, British Consul;
A. J. Macpberson, J. B. Ross and E. Clark. three respect*
ble Bs^lish merchants of Kanagawa. tbe latter belonging
to the bouse of Dent A Co., composed the court.

On De¬
cember 18 ehe sprang aieak during a heavy storm, and
made one inof water in fo ir mini.ies; since then, till
now. the only makes one inch an hour.
There are three huidred men a a t boys, forty nine wo

men and g<rls.four females and two males having died
on the passage. Besides the coolies, she has as otrgo 150
tons bailnst, 100 toes granite, &00 tons of rice, sugar and
teas, and $30.000 worth of opium.
The Coquimbo belongs to Boston,and is owned by \darns,

Blinn & Co., of San l'rancisco, and judgiug by h< r model
she roust have belonged to the old antediluvian scho >1 of
cl.ppers, ber bow being about aB blunt and as clumsy as

her stern, ^he measures 760 tons, out carries more than
doub'.e this amount. On tbe sixth day out Bho
sprang aleak, and made, as tho ma'e called It,
400 strokes au hfiur. She has been making, since
December 18. at the rate of 3,000 strokes, which
is tbe utmost capacity the ship can work. This barely
kept ber afloat till getting into port. She h tp been forty-
eight days without one hour's fair wind. On the 21st
November she experience I au awful storm whicn lasted

twenty four hours. All onboard expected to be lost-
one man was lost overboard. A few days after, in the
China Sea, she experienced another terrible gale, wbi ;h
carried away all of ber beet sails. Soon after another
gale came on: the ship rolled so bexvily ihit every mo¬

ment she was expected to go down. The hatches were

all battened down, tbe women were all tik*n into the
caldn, and tbe masts were expected every moment to

go out of ber. On the 24th, close up>n the others, an¬

other terrible gale came on. All bands were called, but
tbe wind blew ho bard and increased so rapidly it was

impossible to take care of tbe sails. Nearly erery sail
was blown away. Tbe captain, male an l sailors have
been at work fifty bouts without sleep; the ship wasonly
kept from sinking by the ooolies working ths pumpe,and
she Is only kept up now by their assistance. Tbe sight
on board, in going down into ber bold forward, la the
most horrible, beastly of anything which my eyes ever

bebeld or my imagination ever conceived of. Slave pons,
rice tlelds, or anything which mortal eyes ever gazed
upon on tbe American continent, no more compirc with
it than tbe parlors of the metropolitan do with a nigger
dm of the Five l'oints.

Twiggs, it is understood, has been ordered to take com
mantf at Charleston Ample arrangements have been
now made, and the wnrd only is wanting from Mont
gomery to comnonce the assault.
Three thousand tr ops are believed to be now en riute

for PensacoU. They are expeotej to arrive on Wedneg
day next, This week will develope some stirring inci
dents.

It has been reported all day that the President has In
t' lhgcnce from Charleston to the, effect that Jefferson
Davis had arrived there and was arranging to attack Fort
Sumter. I am a>.thorlz-d to state that there is no shadow
of foundation lor the report; but on the contrary the
President his intelligence as late as the 22d insl. .and
that all was quiet.
The President has also despatches from Major Anderson

to the li-d. He makes no mention of hid be,ug sick, and

reports everything tranquil. He is allowed to receive
market.ng and other necessaries, and has all the inter-
course with the city of Charleston which he requires.

Capt. Hazzard arrived here this evening from Pen-
tacola. having left there on Thursday, He reports
matters quiet, but says be does not know how long they
will remain so. The ships are still anchored off Pensa
cola. There are about a thousand soldiers belonging to
Florida and Alabama.
The administration 18 satisfied, from official channels

of information, that none of th« foreign governments nym-
