=taros exprassly plighted and engaged that it
should beEnrpcmal.lw the Articles of Coufedera.
tion in 177%; and finally, in 1787, one of the declared
ubicets for ordaining and establishing the aonstiti-
tion was to form a more perfect Unlon,  But if the
destruction of the Union hy one or by a part only
of the States be lawfully possible, the Union is loss
than befora, the constitution haviug lost the vital
element of perpetuity,

It follows from these views that no State, upon
its own mere motion, ean lawfully get out of
the Union; that rezolves and ordinances to that
effeet are legally void, amd that acts of violenss
within any State or States, against the anthority
of the United Swates, are insurrectionary or
revolutionary, m-cnrdlng to gircnmstances, |
therefore conader that, in view of the constitution
and the laws, the Union is unbroken, and to the
extent of my atility 1sball take care, as the conati-
tution itself expressly enjoins upon me, that the
laws of the Union e faithfully executed io all the
States. Doing this | deem to be only a simple duty
on my part, I =hall perfectly perform it, so fir as
in practicable, antess nly jfg'u\:l masters, the
American people, sball withhold the requisition, or
in some anthoritative manner direct the contrary.

also entitled to very hfih respeot and considera-
tion im all parallel cases by oll other dopartments
of the government; and while itis uhvlnusl{y pos-
sible such decision may be erroneoud in any

ven case, still the evil effuct following it, being

mited to that particular case, with the chance
that it may be overruled snd never become o pre-
cedent for other cases, cam better be borne than
could the cviis of & different practice. At the
same time the candid citizen must confess that if
the policy of the government upon the vital ques-
tiona affecting the whole people is to be irrevoca-
bly fixed by the decisions of the Supreme Court,
the instant thoy are wade in ordinary litigation
between parties in personal actiens the people
will have ceased to be their own, unless having to
that extent practically resigmed their government
into the hands of thut eminent tribunal, Nor is
fhere in this view any asssult upon the Court or
the Judges.
