Central Park Extenslon,
TO THE RUITOR OF THE HERALIN

Your vmexpectod pubiicalion of my private note of the
14th inet. has opened m parrow tEmure, into which
1 propose to insert a wedge, wilh which o apen
wider the swbjoct of the Central Park extension, snd
indicate soms views which geem Lo hace been studiousty
kept from the public cowsiderstion. Thus far all that
bas appeared o the public discassion of this subject has
bLeen on one Side,

The owuners of (the properly oavered Dby
the Cenlral Pwrk extension bave bhitherto been
gllent, Their most important intervels have been
seriouely damaged, and (n the burning zeal to defond the
sction of the Central Purk Hoard, and denounce the
sction of the Commissioners of Award, the important
pecuniary Intereste of the owmers of the properly in
question bave been totally disregardod.

It is now nearly two yeirs since the Corumiasioners of
the Central Park, of thelr own volitiou, but without
doubt in a wise obedlence to o public necessity, without
asking for the comsent or copcurrence of the own-
era of (he property by, i from
the Lagislature the passage of o law extendiog
the Park northwardly from its oriyinal, impracticable
and unfortunate termination ob 108eh sirect to that natura!
boundary on 110th street, where the Harlem heighta so
gracefully usite with that wide sweep of meadow lwnd on
which Harlem now stands, and which, by this fortu-
pate juxtapasition, scems destined st Bo very distant pe
riod to bocome a portion of & populous and progperous
city.

‘Y‘w effect of the passage of thiz luw does not peem to
have been antlclpated by the Contra! Park Board, nor by
the geperal public; bur cauees produce effvows, wliether

We publish to-day the new tariff of the North-
ern States. called the Morrill tarifl, which goes
into effect pn the first of next month, We have
arranged the duties in tabular form as accurately
a8 the loosely prepared and bnngling document
will perwit.  In this shape it will be of more value
to the commercial public than in the form in which
it appears in pamphlet form as issued from the
Treasury Department.

Weo also publish the new tarif of the Southern
confederated Btates. 1t had been announced that
it had become a law, and was to go into operation

the first of May, but a despateh from Montgo-

ry, recaived yesterday, states that its final pas-
sage had been deferred till the reunion of the con-
federated Congress in May next. Meanwhile the
old 1ariff, at no special bigher rates, however, is
to remain in foree. It is probable, if this despateh
is true, that the departure of the SBouthern Com-
wissioners for Furope, by the way of New Orleans
and Huvana, js the cavse of this postponement, to
enable them to meet the views of the commercial
Powers in effecting treatios and making other im-
portant urrangements on the other side of the
Atlantic for the recognition of the independence of
the Confederate States by England, France and
the other nations of the Old World.
