instant of a blockade of the Southern port.*. The
Morrill tariff also comes in for its shares of con¬
demnation a* the hands of the London journals.
Ihe Italian Parliament, in responding to the

speech (if Victor Kmanuel, tells him that it trusts
in hint us un Italian King and a valiant soldier,
significantly adding that its thoughts are Borrow-

fully turned towards unhappy Venice; that Italy
ai. xiously aspires to the possession of her city of
Home, and that every measure calculated to in-
cri ase tlie armaments will b" hailed with satisfac-
ion by the Italian people.
At Home, on the 18th ult.. a consistory was held,

at which the Pope had an opportunity of ex¬

pressing himself upon the present position of
Italy and the Papacy. He defended the Papal
government from the charge of being opposed
to civilization, and declared that it only op¬
posed the pretended modern civilization which
persecuted the church and trampled justice under
foot. He stated that he would himself have spon¬
taneously granted all reasonable concessions, and
would have gladly abided by the counsels of the
Catholic sovereigns, but that he could not receive
the advice or submit to the unjust demands of a

usurping power.

THe Brglanlag of the Real Stragfl* Be¬
tween the Two Confederacies

The atr;.ggle for supremacy, commercial aud
political, between the two confederacies. North
and South, may be said to hare fairly com¬
menced. and we recognise the opening of the
battle in three or four events which have come
to pass within ihe last few days. First, in the
inauguration of the Morrill tariff on Monday
last; second, in the tone of the English press
upon that measure, as demonstrated by the
papers which arrived here yesterday by the
Boruasia and New York; third, in the instruc¬
tions said to hare been imparted to our repre¬
sentatives going abroad by Mr. Seward; and
fourth, in the circular addressed by Mr. Cha.se
to the Collectors of Customs at the North, pro¬
hibiting entries of goods in bond about to be
shipped to the ports of the seceded States.

Let us treat these incidents seriatim, and en¬
deavor to arrive at the Inevitable result to the
future of both confederacies.
The operation of tho Morrill tariff, as mani¬

fested in the New York Custom House for
the past two days, and as we have de¬
scribed it in our columns, verifies all that
has been predicted of the ruinous complica¬
tion and confusion with which it was oer-
tain to surround the importing interests of this
ci*y; and, as regards its effect upon the revenue,
there can be no doubt, from the present pro¬
ceedings, that although for a month or so the
receipts of the Custom House may increase.
that is to Fay, while the merchants are taking
out of bond those articles upon which the du¬
ties are lowered.after that time the revenue

will fall off immensely, in proportion to the de¬
crease of importations. On the first day of the
operation of the new tariff $50,000 worth of
sugar and molasses was withdrawu, and so

with other goods upon which the duty
is lessened, and which were rushed into
bond in large quantities since the tariff was

put-i-ed. When this spasmodic influx of money
to the treasury declines, as it soon will, the
government at Washington will find an alarm¬
ing decrease in the revenue to be the conse¬

quence of the Morrill tariff. Many importations
yet to arrive will be subject to much confusion.
Of the steamers which arrived here from Eu¬
rope yesterday, two of them bring cargoes, a

portion of which must be levied upon under
the old tariff, and a portion under the new.
For instance, it is provided that all merchan¬
dise shipped on or before the 17th of March
can enter at the reduced rate of the old tariff,
but all goods shipped subsequent to that date
must pay the exorbitant duties of the Morrill
law. The Borussia left Hamburg on the 15th,
Havre on the 18th and Southampton on the
19th of March. Hence her Hamburg cargo
comes under the old law, while the goods
shipped in the two latter ports come under the
provisions of the new law. And in like man¬
ner the cargo taken on board the New York
at Bremen on the 15th will only have to pay
the old rates, while that taken in at Southamp¬
ton on the 19th must pay the new rates of
duty. This provision of the new tariff was

affecting the trade of some of the manufactur¬
ing districts in England; for we find that gTeat
activity was observable in Newcastle to hurry
off its chemicals and its coal for the American
market before the 17th of March, in order to
efcape the prohibitory duties now imposed
upon these articles; and also in Rochdale, to
muke up its shipments of woollen goods with a

like purpose. But this is, as it were, the last
spilt of trade in thi^e articles with the North¬
ern ports, for the Morrill tariff virtually ex¬

cludes them.
It is evident, from the tone of the English

pre«<»,that all questions of Americau politics are

completely absorbed in that country by the
great commercial issue involved in the solution
ol the Northern and Southern tariff-!. Slavery
id swept out of notice altogether; there Is no

loDger a word to be found about the negro;
the vital question there now is wtuch confede¬
racy shall receive most favor, in view of the
manufacturing interests of England, and the
verdict in every quarter is on the side of the
South; for, says the London T>l<<jraph, "not-
witii-anding all Ae sympathy for the free
Statewe cannot suffer our industry to be cut
up by the roots in order that a slaveholding
faction may be prostrated." And the same

journal says:."France and England will no

doubt combine to thwart the Cabinet at Wag¬
ing ton in any efforts it may undertake to
coerce the cotton States l>y shutting them off
from the trade of Europe." This is emphatic
in favpr of a recognition of the Southern con¬

federacy. And in connexion with Mr. Lin¬
coln's alleged project of block .'ling the South¬
ern coast, the iamo paper adds: We cannot
afford to see the Southern ports blockaded for
a month, a week, a day. If Mr. Lincoln at¬
tempts to blockade them, the European law of
bloc kade will be put in force, and the navy of
the republic will be at once powerless upon
?he i-e&s." The r ondon Times, N< ?» and Globe
are equally dlstiact upon this point. The Times
sa_is that Mr. Lincoln, instead of ignoring the
Southern confederacy, should recognise It as a

reality; and it giv.-s deserved credit to the
sagacity of the Southern statesmen by adding,
that while the North h passiog a prohibitive
tariff, the Confederate States are acting ' with
marked prudence and propriety "

From these expref»!ons it can be jean that
the commercial necesaiti"s of th » ca«e are com-
rolllrr p'.llic opinion in E irope tc side with
the &c;t and agairs? tha North. d»'<pite of all
prej\dice against Southern institutions. The
fact is, that the issue of slavery, -ipon which
the republican party scr <mbled into puwer and
place, is totally lost sight of in the face of
graver q-i^tlons which tcuch the dearest In-

This invitation is to the moss meeting of the

tkoi-omtan District.Facts JRevkalbo bt tim"*
Oki, ~ih.A view extending s,-»me fifty miles,having New York city as a foccc of observa¬
tion j>reteato much that in gratifying and
much that is to be regretted. Before the free
labor of the North should boast of Its advan¬
tages over the slave labor of the South, on prin¬
ciples of humanity or philanthropy, it slflpald
carefully consider the pauperism and crime tx-
itting among us. There are about two milium*
of people inhabiting an area extending flftjmiles from New York. The Metropolitan dis¬
trict contains about 1,200,000 people, who pos¬
sets an aggregate wealth in re<tl and personal
estate of about one thousand millions of dol¬
lars. The assessors valued 'this property for
1*59 at little over $750,000,000, and the census
marfhali added to this about twenty-fire per
cent as the true or cash value, thus making
about $1,000,000,000. This amount, divided
among 1,200,000 people, gives to each man, wo¬
man and child about $833, or to each persoa
twenty one years of age about $1,600, or ta
each head of a family about $5,000. Here W4
find an aggregate and an individual wealth no¬
where else to be found ou the continent of Ame¬
rica in a territory embracing the same area.

Out a glanoe at the pauperism and crime exist¬
ing in the same area will astound us. The census
marshals return 114,066 paupers in the Metro¬
politan district, wholly or* partially supported
at the public expeuse during the year. Thus ws
see that about one in every ten ofour population
were either wholly or in part supportel at tb*
j.Ublic expense. This Is independent of a large
number supported by private charity, for
«tilth our citizens are proverbial. The num¬
ber of oriminals convicted within the year id
th . Metropolitan district was 50,1)58.thai
.bowing that ctuue is a natural attendant up»a
poverty.
