The following writteu query was put to the
CoUtctor by a broker:
What aie the duties upon the following goods under

the new tariff: Burlaw, canvass paddings, jute yarns,
jute tw ines. These are entirely, or in part, manufactures
el jute. 1 utk this, as to my reading, the iw > sections in
which they are mentioned conflict With each other?

The list claui-e of section 15 of the uew tariff reads

thus:.
On jute goods, fifteen per cent urn ud valorem: on all

other manufactures of jute or rtisal gross, not otherwise
provided for, twenty per centum ad valorem
The broker contended they should be admitted at tlf-

teen percent as " jute goods," but as there is an evident
Inconsistency between the two rates as above, the G>1-
lector decided the deposit be taken at twenty per cent,
and after nppraiseinent the overplus to be refunded.
The broker said he should pay the auty under protest.
The decision with regard to the following clause under

the ten per cent section

is thus rendered. The "horns, horn tips, bones and
bone tips,'' are to bo considered as not having gone

Urtiln btandies have recently been imported that have

been below fir*t proof. There Is do provision made for a
less ratio of stret gth than first proof, although provision
hns been made for u greater. How then was th s duty to
be fixed? No other possible rate could be taken by law
c.thei wise than "thirty three and one-thirl per centum
ad valorum" upon "spirituous liquors not enumerated.''
This decision caused great dissatisfaction jmong those in
terested in the brandy.
On the duty upor spirits a question was asked yester¬

day, whether a cs3e of gin, in bottles, would have to pay
duty on the case as well as the bottles. It was decided
that the duty would have to be paid ucdor the apecillca-
tion of "Manufacturers of wood not otherwise providod
for.thirty per cent." The style of charging the duty on

a case, containing a dozen bottles of gin would be (he
spirit, specific, according to proof, from forty to fifty -six
cents per gallon; bottles, 30 per cent ad valorem, case, .n,0
per cent ad valorem.
