TIIE CHURCHIS AND THR STAR3 ANI>
STRIPES.

FI.AG RAI81N0 ON TRINITY CITl'RCil Sl'IRE.
Ccnsiderable c.xcitoinent was occasioned on Thursday

afternoon, about two o'clock, by the appearance of a
man emerging from tho highest loophole on tho steeple of
Trinity church, from which point be immediately com
menced a farther afcent toward* the crocs which sur¬
mounts tho spite at a distance of three hunlred and
ihirty-four feet from the ground.
Re bore in bis hand the end of .1 rope, which he drew

after him as he advanced slowly and cut-fully towards
the summit by the aid of the ornamental projections on
the spire. Shortly afterwards be was followed by an¬
other man, and In the courao of a few minutes both
reached the top in safety.
The object or this perilous ascent was for the purposeof Axing our national ensign upon the top of the crow,

which is ten feet in height, making a total altitude or
three hundred and forty four feet. The flag, which is a
new and beautiful one, is thirty feet in length by twentyIn width, and from its great size and immense elevation
will be visible for many miles around.
The trustees of the church have minco l a very pa-tilotic spirit, and from the commencement of our na¬

tional ulthculties they had tbc Star Spnngled IUnuer dis¬
played from one or t tio loopholes in the spire, at sn eleva
tlon of upwards ol two hundred feet.
The name of tho Intrepid young nun wh > h is under¬

taken to perform tho arduous and dangerous undertakingof placing the Hag on the |x*k of tho stocple is Taomas
Davidson, lie had arranged to reel' the halyards at two
o'clock and before an assemblage of many thousand per¬
sons he ascended the steeple Bt*p by step until lie reached
the top. He there stood on the crots, pi icing his
cap u]Mtn the top. amidst the clioe s ol the multitude.
He came down in the same maui.er In which he ascended,and yesterday aftoru<>on, at tho same hour, he performed a similar feat on the i-tceplo of St. Paul's church.
To tho crcss on Trioi y church spire ho his fastened laii
yards, In order that i!ic banner may !>o raised thereon
without again ascending it. No lot8 than fifty diflerent
reefers had undertaken this job, and overy one of them
abandoned It, Davidson being the only one that has a.':
complished the desired otllce.
At the same time there were Ove flag staffa placed upon

the revolutionary monument in tho churchvard. Four of
tb<£e were raised on stairs fastened ou the corner ylaMlaof the monument, the staff* being thirty-five foet hl^h,
while the staff iu the centre is I'orty feet In height, and
when placed in position it w, 1 be at an elevation of
nearly one hundrel feet from the ground.
The eagle perched on the top of the centre p'.narle will

not be removed, but li will be covered by iho folds of
the Atneiican Hag. a tit petition to be occupied by the
emblem of liberty.
The ascent to the pinacle of the spire on St. Paul's

church was not as successful as that on tha Trtnltv
ch'ir-b, owing to the drlszllci rain that fell while Diva-
eon was on the top to hi* elevated position; as fast as
too rain fell It froze on the ball, ant tho <¦ >nso<cienco
wan that up to this point he could ascend and no farther
This mor n ing at nine o'clock tho feat of ascension wil.
be repeated and probably with succesf
